England and Russia Again.
London, April

—
The situation of

the Russo Afghan question may again _be
very serious, owing to Russia increasing
her*demands to such an extent that it will
be impossible for England to accept such
terms. M.Dc Giers, the Russian Premier,

who evidently determined toprofit by bis
recent successes in negotiating with the
English Foreign Office, has apparently de-

cided not to yield a single iota to Earl
Granville. It "is now feared that Russia
has overstepped the bounds of British for-
bearance, as it is asserted upon high au-:
thority that England willnever succumb
to these hitter demands of the Russian

A large number of important dispatches
passed between the English and Russian
Foreign Offices Saturday and Sunday. All
the members of the Cabinet remained in
London Sunday, awaiting a reply from
Russia to the latest from Earl GranviUe.

Dispatches from Cronstadt state thai the
Russian fleet there has been ordered to pre-
pare for war instantly] and that thirty-two
Russian men-of-war have hoisted their
flags and put to sea.

The Cabinet met to-day toconsider, the
contents of a number of important dis-
patches just received from Lord Duftcrin.

The Government has chartered the Pa-
cificSteam Navigation Company's steam-
ship Louisiana.

The Pall HallGaz \u25a0lie states this afternoon
that despite all prevalent alarmist rumors,
it is in a position to state that the differ-
ences between England and Russia are in a!
fair way toward settlement.
