Gladstone said that although the
Suakitu-Berber Railway had been begun,
any considerable extension of it would
have to bo suspended.

rangement shall be effected. The Suakim
and Berber Railway, he said, was merely
a work of military necessity. The Nile
railway, however, would be completed

apart from military reasons. Inregard to

ulterior steps in the Soudan, the Govern-
ment reserved entire liberty of action, sub-
ject to the judgment of Parliament.

SIGNIFICANCE OF GLADSTONE'S WORDS.

London, April 21st—The lobby was ex-
cited over Gladstone's statement in the
House ofCommons to-day, which is con-
sidered to amount to an evacuation of the

Soudan. His repeated references to the
necessity of holding the troops in the
Soudan* in readiness for service wherever
wanted, indicate that England is on the
verge of war. Such words by a responsi-
ble Minister, it is thought, willsoon make
peace impossible. It is believed that Sir
Peter Lumsden's dispatch is certain to in-
fluence the British war feeling toan alarm-
ing degree. Despite the fact that the credit
of $55,000,000 means un increase of six-
pence in the income tax. it is undoubtedly
true that the bulk of the Conservative and
Liberal members of the House of Com-
mons willvote for the credit cheerfully.

BDSSIA. VIOLATING TREATY STIPULATIONS.
London, April 2lst. ln defiance of her

treaty stipulations with England, Turkey
and other powers, iiussia is strongly forti-
fying Batoum, on the eastern coast of the
Black Sea. That point is now flooded With
guns and munitions of war, and a large
corps of infantry and cavalry guards the
railway from Poti, on the coast, to Tints,

the capital of Transcaucasia. This railway
is of great value in transporting troops
from the Black Sea to the Caspian, on the
way from European Russia to Afghanistan.

SIR FETES LUMSDEJf's DISPATCH IBFULL.

London, April 22d—a. si.- Sir Peter

Lumsden's dispatch, in reply to the Gov-
ernment's inquiry as to the correctness of
General Komaroff'a report of the encounter
between the Russians and Afghans on the
Kushk river, is dated at Tiapul, April17th,
and is addressed to Earl Gran vilie. The
dispatch reads:

General KomarofTs account of the attack on
l'ciijdch is considered incorrect. General Ko-
marotl says: "On the 25th of March one de-
tachment approached Tosh Keprion our bank
ofthe Kushk river.

Reply: Tn-sh Kcpri is Murti for Pul-I-Kbisti.
General Komaroff's claim to either bank of the
ICushkis untenable. The leftbank hits always
been held by the Afghans, and whs never
subject to Russian occupation. On the

•\u25a0Oth of February the Russians located
an outpost of" twenty-five Turkomans
m Kizil,Tepe Hound, one mile ucrth of I'ul-i-
Khisti, and about a mile from llio nearest point
on the Kushk river and the Kiislik's junction
With the Uurghab river. This had always re-
mained the extreme limit of the Russian ad-
vance within their line ofridettes. The Rus-
sian cavalry detachment alluded todid advance
apaiust I'ul-i-Khisti on March 25th, but they
retired before reaching there, when warned by
the Afghan commander, as they had been on
February 20th.

Secondly. General Komaroff states that near
the bridge" he round an intreiiehment occupied
by the Afghans. Ireply that this position was
occupied by the Afghans previous to Genera]

Komaroff's advance, and to the agreement of
March 17th.

Thirdly,General Kamaroffsays: "Inorder to
avoid a conflict, Iplaced my troops livevests
from the Afghan position." Inreply to this, I
can oulv refer to the main body, as the Russian
troops were inKizilTope, one mile from the Af-
ghan position, and the Russian yidettcs were
considerably inadvance ol that point.

Fourthly," General Komaroff says: "When
the Afghans were convinced that we hud no in-
tentiou of attacking them, they began tocome
daily nearer toourcamp." Ireply that far from
the Afghans being convinced ofGeneral Kojna-
rofi'sinnocent intentions, they continued irri-
tating daily in attempts to promote hostilities,
which convinced the Afghans that the Russians
were determined toprovoke a conflict. This in-
duced the Afghans to what appeared a military
necessity inextending their defensive position.

Fifthly,General Koinaroff states th-tt on the
27th oi March Afghans were sent against a com-
pany which was charged withcovering a recon-
naissance ofthree companies, with cannons and
Bime cavalry, In reply to this Isay a rccon-
noissance in force itself meant hostile inten-
tions. The Russian company meant ii">o
men, more than equivalent to the three
Afghan companies, which aggregated ISO men.
Ou the 27th twobodies of Russians simultane-
ously advanced. Colonel Alikhanoff, with cay-'
alry' pushed past • l'u!-i Khishi. The Russian
infantry occupied the right Hank ot the Afghan
position on the right bank of the llurghab.
Colonel AlkhanolV only retired when In-
tercepted by the Afghans. The cav-
alry was four miles in the rear
of the Afghan position. The Russian
infantry only retired when the Afghan com-
mander drew oilier companies,* warning the
Russian officer that if he advanced further he
would be tired upon. General Komaroff's chief
Of staff,at an interview had on the 29th, called
Colonel vlkahanoff'sadvance merely apleasure
trip,but he wa- informed that the Afghan com-
mander viewed itin the most serious light.

Sixthly. General Komaroff states that the ar-
rogance and audacity of the Afghans Increased
by degrees, Ireply that it may have been so,
but ifso. Itwas entirely caused by Russian ac-
tion. The Afghans did their utmost to avoid a
collision. Itis solely owing to theii patience
and forbearance during twomonths ofincessant
irritation that peace was preserved so long. The
Afghan commander's courteous reply of March
29th to General Komaroff's ultimatum proves
that his wish to the last was toavoid a conflict.

Seventhly, Gcueral Komaroffsays that on tbe
23th the Afghans occupied a height command-
Ing the left flank of the Russian camp and
began to throw up intreuchments there to
