April 23d.—President John
Taylor, of the Mormon Church, being
asked his views of the recent decision of
the Supreme Court in the Clawson polyga-
my case, says he considers the Coon the
mbst aujcust judicial tribunal of the United
Slates, its decision ends the controversy,
and should be respected by every good,
loyalcitizen, but respectfully dissent* from
the decision in this case. The congression-
al territorial law passed in 1874 gives the
non-Mormon population of"Utah, which is
17 per cent, of the whole number, an equal
representation on the jury list, with the 83
per cent •<( Mormons. The recent decision
Ignored the ri^ht of all believing in Mor-
monism to sit on either grand or petit
juries, leaving the Mormons not one friend

juries.- but permits them to be selected
from the basest men.
