Horticultural Society.

,Sv;, Fhancihoo. April24th.— At the regu-
lar monthly meeting ofthe State Horticult-
ural Society this afternoon, the subject for
discussion

—
the cultivation of trees and the

tools to be used -was opened by Dr. Sin
zel. ofMartinez. He thought itagood idea
to plant something forground squirrels and
•' 'ii!:' : to feed upon, thereby assuring their
tearing the trees alone. Mr.Milco thought
vermin must be kept entirely out of the
orchard; liehad used poisoned wheat with
great success upon gophers, kangaroo rats,
squirrels, etc.. I>r. Streuzcl thought it
\u25a0would be amore difficult matter than Mr.
Jtilc.i anticipated to keep the vermin out of
all qualities ofthe soil inalllocalities, lie
thought itbetter to feed them a little. Dr.
KimLiill1 oincidi Iwith this idea. liehad
found by experience that when he kept
weeds entirely out of his orange grove the
root.i of the trees suirered ;but '.vlu-n he left
astrip'oi vegetation it seemed to act as a
aafelv valve. Poisoned raisins he
had i'-iuni! a Very tempting bait for the vcr-
inin. I'roßsaor Ililgard thought poisoned
carryta an cxcelleut remedy, era! gentle-
ii \u25a0\u25a0;, agreeing with him. Aseries of rcso-
lutioiuof respect and esteem for the mem- |
ory of W. 11. Jessup were then reported by I
the proper committee, and unanimously
adopted; after whicha committee of seven
witj appointed to kike further action
toward securing funds for the erection of a
pii>;.•. r : lonnmont toMK'Jcasup's memory.

by plantingcruz de malta, a plant brought
brought from Mexico, all over his place.
He recommended it as a most cflliiicious
r./meily. The ;opher would either die from J
eating it, or leave in (ii-:•:\u25a0'. Being asked
how much r«.-eiIshonl.l be sown to the acre,
thcXieneral replied that it should be sctit-
tcred indiscriminately. ''Gophers don go
by acres.'!
