
LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.
Special Meeting;.

The Board ofCity Trustees held a special
meeting at 10 v. m. yesterday, at which all
the members were present.

The invitation received from the Floral
Festival Committee wa.s read, accepted, and
alter some discussion as to the proper plan
to pursue, the whole matter was referred to
a committee of three, composed of Mayor
Brown, CityAuditor McKoe ami City At-
torney Anderson.

The subject of sewerage for the eastern
portion of the city was then taken up and
discussed at length. The Trustees author-
ized City Engineer Bassett to purchase an
ejector, to be used in experimenting inthe
Shone pneumatic system ofsewerage, The
railroad company have agreed to loan other
machinery, and the same will he operated
at the Columbus brewery, Sixteenth and lv
streets. This, it is claimed, wiil drain the
sewage from the vicinity of the Protestant
Orphan Asylum, and, ifit works well,may
be adopted in other portions of the city.
The cost of* the experiment willbe in the
neighborhood of $700 or $800.

Parties interested in one of the clear-
water schemes were present, and asked
what was the best figure the city would
give for a pure, clear supply of mountain
water. The answer of the Board was
$30,000.

Capital Turk Club Entries, Owners
of race horses willbear in mind that the
entries for the races of the Capital Turf
Club close with the Secretary, C. H.Todd,
next Saturday, May 2d. A portion of the
running purses filledon the day originally
set for theclosing, but there were four which
lacked but one entry each to complete
them, and it was decided to reopen them
untilthe above date,' upon which the trot-
tingand pacing entries close. These run-
ning races arc for a five-eighths dash for
two-year-olds, selling race for all ages,
three-quarter mile dash for two-year-olds,
and a mile ami repeat fur ullages. The
trottingpurses are Tor the 2:50, 2:35, 2:30
and 2:27 classes, and the pacing for the 'lAA
and 2:20 classes. There are enough horses
in training to fillall these purses satis-
factorily, and the owners of horses cannot
do better in their own interest, and the in-
terest of the turf, than by assisting the
Club inpresenting the public with attract-
ive programmes.

Trial of A. D. January-

Yesterday morning, in Department One

of the Superior Court, the trial of Arthur
].).January for embezzlement was entered
upon before Judge Van Fleet. There are

five indictments against him, specifying
that whilein the officeof the State Treas-

urer lieembezzled the sum of $3i»,*>-12 25 of
funds that had been left on special deposit
to the credit of certain County Treasurer-.

The indictment upon which the present
trial isbased is a general one, and charges

that Arthur D.January, whilst a 'clerk
an "agent* and "servant in the
employ of the State Treasurer em-
bezzled the amount of the funds ol

certain individuals above referred to. Ihe

other four indictments specify particularly
to whom the several amounts belonged.

The juryimpaneled totry the cause is as
follows: K.T. Butler. T.E. Davis, \\. A.
Caswell, P. Flaherty; Peter Robinson, \\.
11. Hobby. J. A.Huston. Charles Barnes,

Parks. The attorneys for the defense are
llenrv Edgerton, >'.

WilliamA. January, the first witness,

testified that he was State Treasurer tor
nearly two years, and that during a portion
of that time Arthur D. January was his
deputy, acted officially in that capacity
and assumed the duties of the office during
witness1absence.

The District Attorney asked : ''Bid the
defendant receive money on special deposit
from County Treasurers while acting as
Deputy Treasurer?*'

- -
This was objected to by counsel for the

defense on the ground that it was irrelev-
ant, inasmuch as the indictment upon
which defendant was being tried did not

claim that he was a deputy in the office.
The objection was sustained, ami after

much legal sparring the District Attorney
succeeded inhaving the witness testify to
the fact that the stubs in the receipt book
wherein receipts bad been made out to the
various depositors were, he thought, in the
handwriting of the defendant, but he would
nut swear to it. He could not remember
any special sums so left, or who made the
deposits. -j'-'

The District Attorney placed the receipt
books of the State Treasurer in evidence.

Witness said he presumed the books were
right. He saw some entries in his own
hand writing, but be had no recollection of
the transactions. §jp#

The District Attorney desired the witness
to take the receipt books, select all the
stubs that were indefendant's handwriting,
and slate what instruction he had given his
deputy or clerk regarding the receiving of
special deposits.

This was objected to on the ground that
there was no law authorizing the Treasurer
to receive special deposits, that the receipts
were a personal matter, and that the ques-
tion was irrelevant.

The Court hold that the receipt bonks
were not a public but a private record. The
foundation for the question had not been
laid, and consequently was irrelevant. He
added, " You mint prove that certain
amounts were paid into the State Treas-
ury."

To the question. Did the defendant re-
ceive money on special deposit? the witness
replied : "He did. The custom was to
give a receipt and keep a memorandum on
the stub.' He said the book-keeper, the
deputy and himself were the only ones who
wrote in the receipt book.

The District Attorney offered stubs Xos.
4, 14, 16. 17, 18, 20, 21. 23, 24, 26, 27, 28 and
110, which witness recognized as the hand-
writingof the defendant, in evidence.

Witness then described, how the money
for special deposits" was received) placed in
a sack by itself, and was not placed among
the State cash untilpaid into the Treasury.

The unit at 5 i*.m. adjourned to10 a.it.
to-day.

Warwick's Report.— The rainfall at Sac-
ramento, according to the Signal Service
reports yesterday, was ,01 of an inch, mak-
ing .*!7 of an inch for the month, 3.40 inches
for the year and 16.40 inches for the season,
as against 23.27 inches for last season to an
equal date. From the Ist of January, 1884,
to the 30thof April same year, there was
30.35 inches precipitated, while up to date
this year there has been but 3.30 inches.
Last season's rainfall up to January Ist
was but 2..12 inches, while the present sea-
son up to the same date gave 13.06 incites.
This season and i..- year's rainfall records
are. just reversed. Last season less rain fell
before January, while the present season
more rain fell,and last season more rain
fell after January Ist than before, while he
present season had three times as much
rain before January as afterwards. The
Signal Service reports at .s o'clock last night
showed a rising barometer, falling tempera-
ture, westerly winds and clearing weather
along the Pacific slope. During this storm
there has been a rainfall of .1" of an inch
at ited Blurt. .02 of an inch at Sacramento,
.01 of an inch at San Francisco, .82 of an
inch at Los An *,\u25a0'.,-. \u25a0*\u0084:.I .81 of an inch at
San Diego, showing how very much more
rain fell south of San Francisco than north
of that place. The highest temperature
along the Pacific;slope yesterday. was 73°
at Portland at i..«.. the lowest being 38°
at Spokane Fa.':*- at -I *\u0084 m. The highest at
12 m. as far east as Omaha was 61*at Salt
Lake, the lowest being -10° at Denver.*

People vs. Preston. The Woodland
Mail of yesterday says that on motion ol
District Attorney Sprague, in the Superior
Court of Yolocounty, on Monday, the case
of the People vs. Preston was dimissed.
