The Gov-
ernment forces willtake possession of Panama
to-morrow , am! the trouble on the isthmus will
be practically ended.

in an interview this morning, Secretary
Whitney explains the delicate position in
which AdmiralJouett was placed. He says:-

The trouble at Panama is practically
ended, ! think. Admiral Jouett and his
associates in the expedition have, in my
opinion, acted with great judgment and dis-
cretion, Yesterday morning they were in
a troublesome position. The two forces
were prepared to fight itout in the city of
Panama. I think Admiral Jouett's
position, under his instructions, that to set-
tle the disputes in that city would result in
an embarrassment of the Isthmus transit,
and be inviolationof the treaty obligations,
and should not be done, has resulted
in forcing a settlement of their matters and
the preservation of;property. The insur-
gents, ii obliged to fight outside the city,
unprotected by buildings and barricades,
could not, under any circumstances, suc-
ceed. They have, therefore, surrendered
without fighting. Ithink the conciliatory
manner of our people, at the same lime
their determined opposition when anything
was done which looked like peril to the
interests they were then to protect, must
have inspired a very desirable feeling
of respect, and at the same time has
avoided that feeling of hostility likely t"

from without, ami which would tend to
occasion a permanent iiritation and un-
friendliness.

The reve-
nues from the tea and tobacco duties
showed a steady gain, indicating a satis-
factory progress of the people. ; Die Oppo-
sition benches received this statement with
much laughter The income tax pro-
duced il2.otXV.njo, exceeding the esti-
mate by £750,000. The total receipts
from taxation was £14,427,000, and the
whole revenue 13.000. The total ex-
penditures were £80,092,000. The present
(iovernincnt had paid all the war charges
bequeathed by the late Government, in-
elu ling £5,000,000 given tothe Indian Gov-
ernment. Mr.Childers estimated thai the
outlay for is*-;. not including the vote of
credit, would In* £-8,872,000. With the
income tax at $pence on the pound ster-
ling, the total revenue would I*-* £85,180,*
000. There would be a reduction in the
revenue of £40,000 on six penny telegrams.
The deficitChilders estimated at £3,732,-
--000, and adding the vote of credit, together i
with reasonable allowances for supple-
inentai*y estimates, the total deficit was'
estimated at £14,992,300. Childers pro-
posed various modifications of
the '•*... and Accession and
probate duties. He also proposed the im-
posing of new taxes upon properly hith-
erto exempt, and that the duty on foreign
stocks made payable to bearer be raised "to
ten shillings per cent.; that the duty on
home-made and foreign manufactured
spirits be raised by two shillings a gallon,

and the duty on beer one shilling a barrel.
The foregoing additional taxation will
produce £7,500,000. leaving a deficit of
£7,432,000, which it is proposed to get by
taking £4,600,000 of the sum annually de-
voted to the reduction of the national debt,
leaving the balance to be met by the opera-
tion of the sinking fund. Mr. Childers
continued his exposition of the budget by
asking that the second reading be fixed for
the llth day ol May,so as to enable the
House to gain time tofollystudy the pro-
posals ofthe Government.

London, April 30th.— The forecast of
Childers of the deficit in the budget for the
ensuing financial year, which is estimated
at £14,932,000, has created a sensation; It
is the largest deficitsince the Crimean war.
Childers said it would require a great de-
mand upon the patriotism of the people.
Foreign patent medicines willbe charged
the same duty as those manufactured in
England, but the stamps for foreign med-
icines willbe so altered as to avoid any
appearance of the medicines being Eng-
lish. The Government will guarantee a
synopsis of the budget. The increase of

There is probably not an article prepared
for food that cannot be manipulated to
prove that something is wrong about it;
and when a person goes into a kitchen or
before a housekeeper who is not to be pre-
sumed to understand chemical relations.
and performs an experiment of even the
simplest character, it is not difficult to im-
press one that something awful is the mat-
ter.
