In other words, it renders the law certain,

and it is in the certainty rather than the

severity of the law that its chief virtue

resides. It »* altogether too common

a thins? to read inthe daily press of the
country that in such and such casts the

injured party "declines to prosecute f al-
together too common to read,

no arrests,

as warrants have not been sworn out." It
might he made the duty of some officer to

lay information before a magistrate when-
ever it is rumored that a crime has been
committed. When that is done by any
one itis the duty, under the law as it is.
of the magistrate to use all his judicial
powers to ascertain who is the offender and
order his arrest. That power was first in-

voked in this State in San Francisco by
the Society for the Prevention of Cruelty
to Animais, and w:i- so successful in its ef-
fect as to stop criminal cruelty to a large
extent. Societies for the suppression of
vice invoke the-ineuisitorial power of the
magistracy inNew Yorkand Philadelphia
to-day, and with seldom a failure, and it is
found to be a powerful deterrent. Society
cannot be said tohave the full protection
of the laws it makes, so long as it is a

matter of ease to satisfy the pexson who
should prosecute in criminal actions and
thereby check the processes of the law.

HOME HAPPENINGS.

"The Government" at Gettysburg.
\u25a0Washington, May 4th.—The President,

Secretary Eudicott and Secretary Whitney
and Postmaster-General Vilas to-day ac-
companied the Veterans of the Army of
the Potomac to Gettysburg battlefield.

"
THREE PISTOL SHOTS.,

"Washington, May 4th. When the Pres-
ident's train was near Mount Hope station,
Maryland, returning from Gettysburg,
about S o'clock this evening, three pistol
shots were heard in rapid succession, as
froma revolver, and the flash of the weapon
was within two or three feet of the moving
train. Itis probable that some enthusiast
had devised this method of celebrating the
passage ofthePresident, and the demonstra-
tion was intended as a salute. Itcreated
some amazement, and gave rise to several
jocular remarks among the passengers ;
butsince the return of the train a rumor
has spread through the city that the Prsi-
dent was shot at. The President expressed
himself, however, as having passed a pleas-
ant day, and having been very much in-
terested by what he had seen and heard
upon the battlefield of Gettysburg.

PJtOBABLE CAUSE OF THE SHOOTING.
Washington, May 4th.—After the return

of the Presidential train from Gettysburg,
this afternoon, a rumor gained wide circu-
lation that the President had been shot at

between Baltimoreand this city. Inquiry
of persons who were passengers on the
train elicits the fact that the only ground
for the sensational report is that shortly
after the train left Baltimore an enthusi-
astic countryman, standing near the track,
fired his revolver in the air as the train
passed him, by way of a salute to the Pres-
ident. Nobody on the train imagined for a
moment that there was any intention of
shooting at the President or the President's
car.
Henry Wattersoii and the* Administration.

Itwas only this morning that
the artist came to me with tears in his
eyes, and exclaimed, 1 can conceal it from
you no Longer, Mr,Ward : they are horses.'

doubted this inthe least," and he details
how "personal contact and opportunities
for getting at both sides of points of criti-
cism have strengthened these original im-
pressions, and the case of sore eyes has en-
tirely disappeared." Watterson then, in a
characteristic manner, dwells upon the
"admirable qualities" of the President,
and incidentally refers in a similar vein to
Miss Cleveland. Watterson deems the
President

" equally loyal to his great place
and to his party, asking no favors, and
looking to bis work to vindicate itself."
Says the dispatch :"Very great forbearance
and a patient temper should be extended by
the public to such a public servant." The
attack of Senator Kustis upon the.Admin-
istration seem- to Watti rson equally un-
just and unwise. The President has been
just two months in office. There has been
no attempt to shape a policy. The thank-
less duty of considering the claims of
aspirants for office has consumed all the
time. There is no doubt that when' Co-
ngress assembles, Eustis willfindhimself in
sympathy with the Administration upon
all the leading issues of the times, so that
he will'\u25a0>• in v, situation of having its sup-
port forced from him in spite of his ;

personal hostility. There will be time
enough to disown the Administration
when it violates its pledges. The commu-
nication closes thus :
