had been arranged indetail. His Lordship
said that both England and Russia had
agreed that the difficulties which had arisen
from the Penjdeb incident should be sub-
mitted to "a full investigation and refer-
ence to friendly Powers." Lord Grauville
said that both Governments would facili-
tate the inquiryas much as possible. The
Penjdeb. district willremain neutral terri-
tory daring the progress of the negotia- i
tions. TheRussian Government, continued
LordGranville, have stated their readiness
to consider the question of withdrawing
their troops, should the decision of the Af-

ghan Boundary Commission prove to be
against them.

Vesuvius at Work Again.
Home, May 4th.—At 7 o'clock Saturday

evening a new opening came inside "t Mt.
Vesuvius, near the Terre del Greco, twelve
kilometers from Naples. Lava flowed
abundantly from the new mouth, while the
grand crater only belched reddish smoke.
Scientific observers said in the morning
that there was no great danger, bnl there
was apanic in Torre del Greco, the site of
which !ia> been several times covered, first
in 1631, when many thousands perished;
again in June, 1794, destroying the cathe-
dral, churches and bouses, and last in 1861.
Tin1 inhabitants who witnessed this lasl
eruption say that the present appearances
are like the beginning of that one. Nosand
or ashes bave yef been seen, as in the mem-
orable eruption of 1.577. when showers of
these reached Rome. Signer Lewis Pal-
meri, tln> celebrated meteorologist who,
since 1854, has had the direction of the
Vesuvian Observatory, and lias written
books f.n the eruptions, said this morning
to your correspondent: "The Absence ol
any trace of trembling indicates no imme-
diate grand eruption, and Ithink this is a
!i_litgrowtL of the eruptive period begin-
ning in December, L875." Nevertheless,
