Thirty-twodeadlypoisons are known to
be used in the adulteration of wines, and
whisky is even treated worse. The popular
lager boor is adulterated also to an alarm-
ing extent, for itis drank freely by so many
under belief that it is healthful and cannot
be meddled with as arc alcoholic beverages,
Even drugs— the very drugs used for adul-
terations themselves adulterated, Paris
green, for instance, being one."

It cleans
the sink and penetrates into the drainpipe.
