A Belgian Colonel has
notified his regiment, which is in garrison
at Ghent, tli.it wearing the hairCaponl-
fashion willno Longer be tolerated, such a
coiffure being girlish, and exhorted the
men to tend their beards carefully, since it" compromised the dignityoftheuniform to
\u25a0wear a beard resemblingthe hairyfringeof
an oarang-oatdng's rnuzele." Itis not so
long since AC. Hagum, the French Minister
ofFinance, authorized the members of the
Court ofAccounts to wear beards, InBel-
gium the Chief Justice of the Court ofAp-
peals warned a young advocate who was
about to plead a case that itwas a violation
of precedent and propriety for a lawyer to
appear. before the tribunal wearing a mus-
tache, and replied to the young gentle-
man's plea that the mustache was only a
microscopical one: '"Itis not a question of
quantity, butof principle." However, the
ik>urt di1 not insist upon the offender's go-
ing; nut and purging himself of contempt
forthwith, as he obediently offered to do.
The wearing of mustaches has become
common among English barristers, probab-
ly to the increased despair ofgood conserv-
ative lawyers; but the English law wigstill
maintains itself upon the heads of bench
and bar, though itcannot boast of any very
great antiquity, and can be studied inall the
stages of its development The Judges,
(Queen's Counsel ana .some other officials
stillwear the long, full-bottomed wig when
i:: full dress. The Judges on ordinary
occasions wear ashort wig, much likewhat
was worn by divine.-* in the latter part of
the last century, and by all gentlemen in
its middle portion, The barrister's ordi-
nary wig exactly represents the wig as it
was worn in its last stage, just before the
great French Revolution. The wigas seen,
for instance, in the well-known portrait of
James Boswell, might at this day be worn
in Court by a barrister, and would hardly
attract notice. The only difference would
be that Boswell's wig was powdered,
whereas the modern legal wig is made of
white horsehair. Examination of collec-
tions of old English portraits reveals the
fact that the legal wig has an antiquity of
less than two centuries, and falls short by
5uQ years of being entitled to claim the
immemorial usage of English law. which
run*from the beginning ot the reign of
Richard I. On the firstuse of the wig by
the Judges, they wore it as it was worn by
persons of fashion, and as powder came in
they also followed suit. The earlier
Judges are all represented in their portraits
inblack caps, worn over the sergeant's coif,
which were afterwards both indicated in
the circular depression in the top of the
wig, in which might be seen the edges of
the whitemuslincoifbelow the diminished
representative of the Mack cap. shrunken
to* a round black patch. The Manchester
Omnibus Guards were not long ago for-
bidden to wear ".flies, though the
prohibition was not extended to whisk-
ers or beards. No little excitement
wasicaused in Berlin by the action of
the hotel-keepers, who first forbade the
wearing of the mustache by waiters
and then extended the prohibition to
all their male hcuse servants. Inno well
regulated Paris cafe orrestaurant would a
garcon be tolerated who wore a mustache.
There would be no great difficulty expe-
rienced in compiling a very fair-sized vol-
ume of French officialregulations concern-
ing the beard and mustache. In1702, for
instance, all soldiers were forbidden to wax
their mustaches or to twist the ends into
pointed shape, and only a few months later
the wearing of the mustache was per-
mitted to the grenadiers alone. This per-
mission was extended in the thirteenth
year of the Republic to all cavalrymen
except dragoons. In 1822 the circle was
widened and all officers in infantry
corps, whether with the grenadiers,
carbineers and voltiguers, were allowed
to wear the coveted appendage, and ten
years later Soult made the wearing of
the mustache by all soldiers compul-
sory. The prohibition of mustaches in
the navy was always based upon their
tendency to attract salty particles and cause
ulceration of the lip. The employes ofthe
Bank of France are forbidden to wear
mustaches, and though there is not any
fixedrule in the Courts, there is a strong
and very general prejudice against listen-
ing to advocates who wear them. The
orders of 1 10 and 1822, regulating the
costume of lawyers at the bar, are silent
upon the subject, and in the ancient Par-
liaments the mustache was worn impar-
tially byJudges and advocates; The French
clergy abjure the mustache, with the
exception of missionaries, priests in the
colonial service and chaplains, who wear
it and the beard as well, but this
interdiction is of modern origin,
as \u25a0'.: the da; of Mazarin and Richelieu
the priests wore the royale just as the
courtiers did, and the natty and nicely po-
maded and powdered mustache was until
17*9 the invariable ornament of the stylish
aJtibe. Itis not so long since the prisoners
in the Massachusetts State Prison were al-
lowed to wear beards, when they sired to
I*so, withthe res \u25a0 that three men out of
five availed themselves of the privilege.
Out in Hungary, at the city of tizegedin,
forcible shaving of the heed has been
adopted with success as a method for the
discouragement of trump.; and gypsies. In
China not long ago, for some reason not
statci, the Government ordered its subjects
to abstain from shaving the '.. ad for a
period of one hundred days, and pun-
ished some sixty residents of the
city of Fooihow with a '-astigation with
bamboo rods and a round fine, after which
thf"ir heads were carefully painted and
varnished. It is rather curious, by the
way, that the Chinese should regard the
pigtailas an almost sacred object, whereas,
in reality, it is a bad of contest, and the
people 'if China were known before the
Manchu invasion as the long-haired na-
tion. Itis only a few months since Bishop
Laflecbe, of Three Rivers, in the adjoining
Dominion^ forbade all the Catholic Indies
:n his diocese to wear artificial hair or curls,
a prohibition which was listened to with
reverence and promptly nd cheerfully
disobeyed. It is wort while noticing
that there .-.. two tremendous anach-
ronisms perpetrated on the bronze
panels of the "griflin"memorial at Temple
it::r. In the scene which represents the first
entry into the city ofHer Majesty after her
accession in1837 the features of the sword
and mace bearers are i~portraits of the :'i-
cers who hold those places to-day, and they
wear mustaches, whereas in 1 537 no one
would have bad -\u25a0 chance of appointment
either to the ..'•• of*Wora or mace bearer
who wore an appendage then permitted
only dragoons and musicians. Inpoint of
fact close shaving, as tothe mouth and chin,
was the absolute rule in both Anglo-
Saxon nations down to the time of the
revolution of 1&1S, which emanci-
pated them, as that of 1830 bad
emancipated the French. '1he first
bearded member of the House of Com-
mons a.i George Frederick Muntz, the
representative ofBirmingham, thefatherof
the present member. He was regarded as
very eccentric, rather era -y and a great cu-
riosity altogether. The first boarded peer
was the Duke of Newcastle, Lord Aber-
deen's War Minister, whose beard was a
consequence of his visit to the seal of war
in the Crimea. Prince Albert was the first
person near the English throne who wore
mustaches, from the days of Charles [. to
our own time and General Grant was the
first aril \u25a0'. President known '•\u25a0\u25a0 the
American Republic, Lincoln having only
