Sadden Death of ttoc Queen ot the Saiul-
inch Islands.

Sax Francisco, May Bth.—
Advices from

Honolulu announce the death of the Queen
Dowager Emma, of the Sandwich Islands,
April25th. The death of the Queen was
sudden. On the day preceding the sad
event she had complained ofa sever* head-
ache, and called in her physician, Dr.Mc-
Kibbon, who had not deemed the symp-
toms alarming. Her headache continued
untilSaturday, and no fear was entertained !

that itwould result in anyway seriously.
Shortly before 1o'clock a telegram called
the doctor quickly to the Queen's bedside.
The doctor's fears were immediately
aroused upon seeing her condition, and he
sent for Dr. Trosscau. Medicine was ad-
ministered and quick improvement fol-
lowed. The Queen arose, attempted to
pass into another room, but at the thresh-
old was seized with violent convulsions.
She was seriously illless than an hour,
when death ensued. She was 49 years of

age.
£. Emma Kaieloonalarji was the daughter
of Fanny Young Kekelaokalani and Naea,
a high chief. Fanny Young Kekelokalani
was the daughter of Kacanaeha, a high
chiefess, whose father, Keliimaikai, was
own brother to Kamehameha I. The fu-
ture Queen was born January 2, 1836, in a
bouse makai of the premises now occupied
by the Catholic Sisters. Before her birthshe
had. according to native custom, 1- en
promised to Dr.T. C. B. Rooke, who was
married to Grace Kamaikui Young, a
younger sister of Queen Emma's mother.
Immediately after her birth the little
chiefess was" carried to the residence of Dr.
Rooke, which then became her home till
her marriage, and to which she returned
upon the demise of her royal husband, and
in which she has just' closed her eyes in
death.

The Kagan-Ashton Affair.
Saw Francisco, May Sth.

—To-day Charles
Ashton, the real estate dealer, who was
shot in his office on Montgomery street
yesterday by Captain J. 1.. Eagan, was
resting easily on his cot in the Receiving
Hospital, with every prospect, according to
the Police Surgeon's diagnosis, of speedy
recovery. The ball which struck him in
front glanced off on a rib and was found
afterward by the police officers on the floor
of his office. The other ball, which en-
tered behind and was cut out in front, it is
believed penetrated no vital part, though
passing near the wall of the abdominal
cavity. Ashton's wifespent the night with
him and was in attendance to-day. lie
ate a hearty breakfast this morning, and
talked cheerfully to those about him.
Eagan yesterday suffered with cramps,
caused by the strychnine he swallowed,
but to-day was out of alldanger.

The citizens of the val-
ley have been abiding, and the decrees
of the Con must and shall be enforced,
and that the Supervisors of the different
counties willuse every legal means intheir
power to see them enforced. The granting
of six writs of habeas corpus before as
many Courts in th Sta is withoutparal-
lelinlegal jurisprudence. We call on the
Governor of the State to bring the military
into requisition, and place enough of them
on the different rivers where the hydraulic
mines have been enjoined, and are now
running in open violation of said decrees,
to enforce the decrees of the Courts Other
counties in this district willtake similar
action in the premises.
