On Sunday
they brought the. prisoners to Blackfoot,
after an attempt had been made at Mont-
j-clier to rescue them from the officers.
i'he deputies telegraphed Marshal Dubois
Sunday, and he took a special train for
Montpelier, srrivifig there Monday morn-
ing. He called at the ices ot'all the
county officers, bul none were there. He
searched two or three houses, but found un
one that was wanted. At least 150 Jlnr-
mons were on the street, but no resistance
was offered. Dubois had warrants for
nearly all the officers, who are polyg-
araists, and willbe charged under the new
laws oi the Territory.
