rows of soutache braid. The front is seam-
less and the dress is buttoned up the back.
A fullscarf-drapery of embroidered cash-
mere is fastened behind, just below the
waist line, and is much puffed and falls
behind to the middle of the flounce. The
collar and sleeves are trimmed with the

The costumes fur tennis and skating are
made with very light drapery, but with
more fullness than other skirts. Their
weight keeps them inplace. Plain lady's
cloth iia favorite material. Apretty style
is to tuck the skirt from the hem to the
waist, '..' li.- a band of fur, astrakhan or
rough plush, over the hem. Tho basque is
short and round on the hip, and has a
broad band of fur around it. Fur vests are

There never was a lime that we remem-
ber when metals were SO worked into dress
.trimmings as they arc at present. Gold,
silver and steel fabrics in every shape are
used as ornaments and drapery. The hand-
somest and most brilliant of these metallic
effects is produced by drapery. There is a
thin fabric or veiling into which the
metal threads are woven till the transpar-
ent cloth has a sheen that ;« indescribable.
Itis called gold and silver tissue. A piece
of itthrown about the head and shoulders
likea scarf, or tastefully disposed about the
dress, gives an effect like the moonlight of
a midsummer night's dream. All these
tissues, gold, silver and steel, are much used
for making waists that go withvelvet and
brocade skirts for evening and reception
dresses. The same flashing, exquisite ma-
terial is made into panels upon the skirt.
The front of the skirt is covered with bead
embroidery or lace of the same metal. The
steel tissue is much used with dark blue
velvet. Pearl beading is also very popular.
There are beautiful and novel combinations
of color also. Light and dark shades of
the same color are associated with beauti-
ful effect. Another striking combination
v.of old gold, green and scarlet. Ruchings
are not as much worn as they were. The
tendency is now in the direction of flat col-
lars and cuffs.

The subjoined simple preparation is sail
to be desirable for cleaning and polishing
old furniture. Over a moderate fire put a
perfectly clean vessel. Into this drop two
ounces "of while or yellow wax. When
melted, add four ounces ofpure turpentine
then stir until cool, when itis ready for
use. The mixture brings out the original
color of the wood, adding a luster equal
to that ofvarnish.

To stew green peas, take a pint of young
peas and two young lettuces, cut the latter
up small, and put them with the peas into
a saucepan with a small, cupful of water
and a little salt, let them stew very gently
until quite tender, then add a lump o
white sugar the yelks of two eggs well
beaten and two tablespoon fuls of cream
Stir all together fora short time, but do not
allow the mixture to boil.

This dish must be sent to the table very
quickly, or else the eggs willharden.

This is ft crimson stain which is fre-

Wring through a wringer, hang on
the line and ; ill straight and smooth,
Blankets should always be washed on a
sunny day, when they can dry quickly,
and lie folded npbefore the dew commences
to fall. They do not need to be ironed, but
can be passed through a mangle, ifone is
at hand. They can be laid between two
mattresses ami pressed, or put on shelves
inthe linen closet, and heavy books placed
upon them.—[N.Y.Post.

Amendment Relating to Fish.— A cor-
respondent of the Record-Union inquires

what the last Legislature did in the matter

of amending the Penal Code relative to

fish. An Act was passed amending Sec-
tion 034, as follows :

"
Every person who,

between the 31st day of August and the
Ist day of October of each year, takes or
catches, buys, sells, or has in bis posses-
sion, any fresh salmon, is guiltyof a mis-
demeanor Every person who shall set or
draw,or assist in setting or drawing, any-

net or seine for the purpose of taking or
catching salmon or shad inany of the pub-
liiwaters of this State at any time between
sunrise of each Saturday and sunset of the
following Sunday, is guilt* of .1 misde-
meanor. Every person who shall, for the
purpose of catohing shad or salmon in any

public waters of this State, fish with or use
any seine or net the meshes, when drawn
closely together and measured, inside the
knot,"less than seven and one-half inches
in length, is guilty of a misdemeanor, and,
upon conviction, shall be fined not less
than $100, or in default, not less than 100
days in the County Jail. One-half of all
moneys collected for fines for violationof
the provisions of this chapter shall be paid
to the informer, one-quarter to the District
Attorney of the county in which tho action
is tried, and one-quarter shall be paid into
the Fish Commission fund ;all other costs
shall be charged and collected from the
county in which tho action is prosecuted.
Nothing in this chapter shall prohibit the
United States Fish Commissioners, or the
Fish Commissioners of this State, from
taking such fish as they deem necessary for
the purpose of artificial hatching at all
times.

BUTTER MAKING.

A Xew Egg-Preserving Process—

PROF. ARNOLD ON PUTTER MAKIX...

In a communication to the New York
Tribune Professor' Arnold says upon

the subject of butter making : "It is
generally taken for granted that the
ripening of cream consists in the souring

of it. There is a bare possibility that the

souring may have something to do with
the results, but the ripening does not
depend upon souring alone. When Iset a
sample of milk for forty- hours at
sixty-three degrees in an atmosphere oi

pure oxygen, and another equal sample
from the same mess of milk at the same
time and at the same temperature in an
atmosphere containing no oxygen, both
soured exactly alike and both produced
exactly the same quantity of butter. li

the ripening of cream and the development
of butter flavor depended on souring alone
those two samples of butter should have
been alike, since the milk and cream were
sour alike inboth samples: but they weit

not alike. They were different and .the
churning was different. The cream from
the milk set in oxygen gas was churned in
two-thirds the time required forchurning
the cream of the milk from which oxygen
was excluded by enveloping in it carbonic
acid gas."

The butter from the former was very
high-flavored and delicious, and remark-
able for its long keeping. The butter from
the latter was less flavored, and equally
remarkable forits being short-lived, The
milk-fats inthe lattercase appeared to have
acquired -no new flavor from the fact ol
souring, but to have retained unchanged
the new milk flavor they had when the
milk was first set. This* experiment, re-
peated tillthe results were demonstrated to
be uniform, is interesting as showing the
fallacy of the current opinion that souring
is the potent agent inripening cream, either
for the purpose of brightening the flavor oi
the butter, or to give itling keeping, or to

make churning easy, for itproves positively
that something else than souring is neces-
sary to these ends, and that something is
free 'oxygen. Airing, not souring, is the
efficient ascnt for effecting these purpose?..,

but even ifwellaired the effect will be but
feeble ifthe temperature is kept too low.

"These statements are demonstrated
facts, and they explain why submerging
milk in ice-water, or any water, while it
affords the best protection from deleterious
influences without, fails in promoting the
highest possible attainment of good in the
resulting butter. They explain how cream,
in being separated by a centrifugal ma-
chine, whilefresh from the cow sweet and
warm, willdevelop more flavor in a min-
ute, by the powerful airing it gets by the
lightning speed at which it rotates, than
can be developed in a day under ice-
water with an effectual exclusion from air.
the developing agent. It is true that cream
may be quickly raised by refrigeration, and

j warmed and ripened afterwards, hut not
! with the best effects. Cream which is grow-

ingold without growing better isdeterio-
rating; and since it has been shown that
aeration i- essential to a proper ripening, it

I mustjbe after itis collected into a mass, as
:it can be when it is spread out on the sur-
| face of the milk at just the right tempera-'

ture.

The facts abbreviated are not offered
withany thought of settling the question
whether acidity plays any part in ripening
cream or developing butter flavor, for they
do not decide whether the influence of air-
ing is increased or diminished, ornot at all
affected by the fact of souring, but they do
demonstrate that souring alone does not

i develop any new or improved flavor in the
butter-fats, and they prove that airing is
absolutely essential. Neither are they in-
tended to decide whether open setting,sub-
merging, the centrifugal, or some other
mode of separating cream is the most
profitable for general adoption."

. NEW EOG-PKESEEVIKCJ PROCESS.
J. Hudson, ofCoos county, Or., write,

as follows to the Prairie Farmer :
"

After
many experiments, Ithink Ihave hit upon
the right way to preserve eggs. It is inex-

!pensive. Igot my idea by seeing sea-cap-
tains bum charcoal and sulphur, to disin-
fect ships, killrats, etc., with carbonic acid
and other gases, set free by combustion.
Free carbon and sulphur fumes are death
to living things, septic germs not excepted.
Graphite and lampblack are carbon, and I
chose lampblack for my experiment. Sul-
phur, with lampblack sufficient to hide it,

i were mixed together. Itook a churn
!twenty inches square, having a circular

hole inone side, and onthe Ist of Febru-
ary, 1883, placed in it two dozen fresh-laid
hen's eggs and two goose eggs, filleda sau-
cer about two-thirds full of the sulphur
and lampblack compound and placed iton
the eggs; set on tire with a match (it burns
slowly and without endangering any-
thing); put on the churn cover, pastil a
paper over it, to keep inall the smoke, and
leftover night On opening the churn I
found about two-thirds of the compound
consumed, and that combustion had

| ceased. Iremoved the eggs to an open
paper box and set them in the store-room.
IAlter four weeks they were examined, and

found all right; the last of them were
tested on the following 4th of July, and
were as fresh a. when laid. ibroke one in
a saucer, and placed it in the sun, and it
dried out perfectly sweet. Two of the eggs
were placed under a ben. with other eggs.
The fresh eggs hatched, but she could not
spoil the two which bad undergone the
process; they came out as good as new.- I
advise I'rairie Parmer readers to try the ex-
periment. Use perfectly fresh eggs and a
dry, air-tight box. Idon't pretend to say
how long they wdlkeep, but do know the
result of my own test."

A HIIEEPSKIr. BUG
Ifirst wash the skin inwarm soapsuds to

make the wool white and clean, and with
the fingers pick out matted pieces and all
bits of dirtor brush. Itgenerally needs to
be washed through at least three waters to
get clean, and then must be rinsed once
thoroughly in clear, hard water to take out
the suds. Diss,.!,-,' a half pound of alum
and a pound ofsalt in ten quarts of boiling
water, and mix this in a tubful of water.
Let the skins lie iii this ten hours; then
hang them over a line to drain, wool side
out. As soon as tliowool is dry, stretch
and lack the skins, wool side down, on
some Hat surface, as a large board on the
side ofthe barn or wood-house. 1 stretched
mine on the garret floor, alter first placing
a few papers over the boards, and tacked in
as many pieces as needed As soon as the
skin is about halfdry, rub itthoroughly over
with a mixture of equal parts of powdered
Saltpeter and alum, and repeat this every
day for three days; then take it up. fold
the skin sides together, and lay it away.
After three days, spread it down on a table
and scrape off all the lumpy places with
a blunt knife, and rub wellwith sand-paper
or pumice stone ;itwill then be soil and

' pliable.—[Prairie Farmer.

GENERAL NOTES,

Dr. Sturtevant asserts that one cream
can be easily and quickly churned by a
regular and even motion, while another
may be benefited ,by, may even require, a
more violent agitation. There is more dif-
ference between creams than between the
best specimens of churns.

A correspondent of the Rural Press says
the wild morning-glory can be killed. If
the patch is small, use a hoe thoroughly
once a week during theentire season, never
letting the sprouts get above ground and
leaf out. Ifthe patch is large, use a cul-
tivator thoroughly. One season's work
does the business. Itis worth trying.

Anexchange says : Cows which receive
every day at morning, noon and night an
ordinary waterpailful of water slightly
warmed and slightlysalted, in which bran
has been stirred at the rate of one quart to
two gallons of water, willgive 25 per cent,

more milk immediately under the effects
of this drink, and she will become so at-
tached to it as to refuse to drink clear
water, unless very thirsty. ':.;."-;;>.

The White

Lined Sphinx— The
False Chinch Bug—-Woolly

Aphis and Remedies.

THE WHITE-USED SPHINX.

Amoth received from Redding, Shasta
county, foridentification and its history, is
the white-lined sphinx {Deilephila .. ...
Itis a very common insect in this State,
and inthe States east of the Rocky Moun-
tains, Mexico and Canada. It is generally
seen on the wing about twilight,although
it flies sometimes in the daytime. It is
often seen around honey-suckles, and from
its darting flight and method of hovel
over flowers, it has received the popular
name of the humming-bird moth. In
common with the other sphinx mot:,.-. its
flight is rapid and powerful, therefore dif-
cult to capture, with destroying the
scales of the wings and body.

The caterpillar of tins moth feeds upon
the foliage of the grape-vine to some ex-
tent. Itis especially fond of young vines,
but itis also found on the alfiieria,purs-
lane and other field and garden produce,
us wellas on the foliage of the apple tree.
The caterpillar is a yellowish green color,
with a subdorsal row of large brown or red
foots : also dark spots around the spiracles.
When full-grown itmeasures three tothree
and a half inches, and enter. the ground to
pupate. Only in a few cases in young vine-
yards have they been noticed insuch num-
bers as to be destructive.

Last year the number ofthose moths cap-
tured in the globes of the electric lights, at
an elevation of one hundred and fiftyfeet,
inLos Angeles, was really immense. In
some cases they filled the globes until they
put out the lights. The moth has an ex-
panse of wings oi three and a halt inches,
and is readily detected by the white line on
the fore wings, extending from the base
along ihe center of the wing to the ex.

FUKGUS OROWTIt.-----
--.'.
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The rose leaves received having a rusty
appearance, are infested by a species of
fungus, which is very destructive to the
foliage of the bush attacked. As soon .1-

the small orange-yellow particles are seen
on the leaves, if the brush and foliage is
sprayed with a solution as followsit will
prevent itsspread :Water, one gallon and

!a quarter (five quart-); soft soap, three-'
quarters of a pound ;sulphur, quarter of a
|pound. Boil together and apply in a
spray.

WOOLLY A-PHie.

E. A. Mount, Juniper ranch, Tehama
county: Early in the fall dig a trench
around each tree infested by woolly aphis,
until the roots are laidbare: in the trench
place several shovelfuls '..-I {fresh unslai
lime, and mix with some wood ashes if
convenient. Pour on this two or three
;bucketfuls of water; then cover with
earth. This willbe carried down with the
winter rains, and destroy the lice on the
roots. Inthe season when the tree is dor-
mant, wash or spray the parts infested
with concentrated lye or commercial pot-
ash, one pound of either to each gallon of
water used. This, if thoroughly applied,
willdestroy any lice or eggs on the tree.

In summer fasten a pie of cloth on the
end of a pole orshort rod; place some of
the best coal oilina bowl or pannikin; with
the swab daub the "clusters of WOO arihis
on the body and branches of the tree. ...
willdestroy them without fail, but as nev.
broods appear, willneed to be repeated.

r/.LSE CHINCH BUG.

Two years ago this pest, known as false
chinch hug (_tV"_/«iu» destructor eared in
San Diego county, and spread rapidly in a
vineyard at Apex. Iadvised the placing
of hay under the vines, in which the in-
sects would enter to lodge at night, and
that it be removed and burned before sun-
rise. Mr.Merriman reported favorably on
this remedy, with an addition of his own ;
he found that when the hay taken from
around the vines was burning, a great
many of the insects escaped into
!lie ground. To prevent this he saturated
some hay with coal oiland spread itupon
the ground, then placed the hay taken
from the vine upon it,and the rapid burn-
ing of the saturated hay prevented the <\u25a0-:-

(ape of the pests. This season they have
been reported from Courtland, Sacramento
county, Davisville, Yolocounty, and Stock-
ton. "In common with other true bugs, the
false chinch bug live by piercing the
leaves of the plant with its beak, extract
ing the juices and causing them to wilt.
The specimens sent are larva: and pupae.
I have not found a perfect insect among
them;the larvameasures about a sixteenth
of an inch in length, color dingy yellow,
with some longitudinaldark lines on the
body and bead; antennas long and stub-
shaped (clovate). The pupa: length about

•twelfth of an inch, same color as
larva, lines on back more distinct red and
brown, wing-pads in form of two tooth-
like yellow processes.

Itis strange that these insects have ap-
peared at Davisville,and only infest the
grape vines damaged by the frosts. Inad-
dition to the hay Irecommend the use of a
solution for spraying the vines when the at-
tack is of a serious nature. Although
these insects are small, they appear in such
numbers as to destroy a grape vineina
very short time.

REPORTS OF REMEDIES.

coal oilprocess same as used for flea-beetles;
also putting hay on the ground and burn-
ing it. The whale-oil soap and iron com-
pound does not affect then:, unless by
chance they get drowned."

B.H.Gould, of Davisville, writes, dated
May Bth:

"
Your recommendation was a

lone. The whale-oil soap ten pounds;
Buhach, one pound: water, ten gallons,
killsail insects on the vine. The greatest
difficulty we have is inreaching the crea-
tures, as many of them are in the ground.
Perhaps by repeated operations we can
reach them all. They do not seem to be
spreading rapidly."*

E.C.Neidt &Co.. Los Angeles: Yourletter
in some wav got mislaid, and has just been
found. Idonot know of any combination
ofthe coal oil and lime that would make it
an insecticide superior to others at present
known for scale insects in citrus trees. I
must say that Ihave never tried iton fruit
trees. Ihave used it in white- ting
floors, etc., of granaries to killthe wheat-
weevil, but this was much stronger than
could be putupon a tree.
