thelndian struck the Sheriff on the head
with his handcuffs.

blow with a pair of shackles he held in his
hands, inflictinga slight scalp wound.

Your correspondent was informed by the
courierwho brought Paul's message that
the Indians were restless and defiant, and
that lights were burning in every hut and
wickiup through the night la-M night.

ABitor Hotel Law.

A man went to a
Milwaukee hotel one night and registered

for the amount. The Supreme Court of
Wisconsin decides that the owner is not
liable. It admits that an innkeeper is
liable to aguest for the loss of money in-
trusted toa clerk. But it holds that the
plaintiff in this case was- not a guest ina
legal sense, for the reason that he had gone
to the hotel to stay butonenight for an im-
proper and unlawful purpose. Hence he
was not entitled to the rights of a guest or
the protection due & guest. Had the hotel
keeper known of his purpose he might,
says the Court, have refused to receive him
into his house, or, having subsequently
learned the truth, he might have "incon-
tinently turned the plaintiffand the woman
withhim into the street, or have called the
police and had them arrested."
