True, he
may be sent to an asylum, but it is rare
that the "crank" is kept there for any
great length of tiim-. We need a prison
for cranks, where disciplinary and curative
methods maybe applied, while the party
i- closely confined <.. Imade to feel that he
is \u25a0 criminaL

Itnow appears that Mr.Congressman
Henley's defense is weaker than water.

His claim that return to the country re-
stores him to citizensliip, is not good ex-
cept his State readopts him by the natu-

ralization process. The Mew York Tribune
thus sums up the case :

"
Barclay Henley,

who wishes to be considered as Congress-

man-fleet from California, really seems to

be a man without a country. He resigned
his United States citizenship years ago

and he became a Mexican. Then he gave
that country up, but it is by no means
dear that he lias since beer, naturalized

under our laws. Legally speaking, he is
an alien. He rests his claim to be an

American upon a certain clause in a
treaty between the Inited States and
Mexico, but. according to the interpreta-
tion pul upon this same clause in other
international agreements, Wh by protocol
and judicial decision, it requires that a
prodigal son like Henley must be natural-
ized again like any other alien."

Tiieijk is a revival of quarreling be-
tween papers in San Francisco.

15 itlt the pamphlets are aimed against free
schools, and the author of them is the
man selected by Attorney-General Garland
for the office ofAssistant Attorney-General
of the United States for the Interior De-

!partment, under which department is the
Bureau ofEducation. It is reported thai
the account of Montgomery's literary ex-
ploits and the statement of his bitter
hostility to the public schools were given
to the President while he was at luncheon
Saturday, and he directed that the pamph-
lets should be sent for, adding that it' the
statements were correct it would not do to
give Montgomery the office for which he
had been named by the Attorney-General.

California Office-seeking.

names of General Rosecrans for Collector
of Customs at San Francisco, McHweeney
as Surveyor of the Port, and Zach. Mont-
gomery as Assistant Attorney-General. It
is understood that Chairman Gordon and
Senators Gorman and Voorhees all insist
that McSweeney, the "silver-tongued,"
shall receive his reward, and it is certain
that McSweeney :s neither modest nor
backward in his demands. By adopting
him the Henley-Buckley faction hopes to
succeed with the remainder of their slate.

More Postmasters .Appointed.

and Postmaster-General spent the greater
part of Saturday night and all day yester-
day! examining the post-i applications,
and as a result the appointment of ->> Pres-
idential Postmasters were announced to-
day. With two exceptions, they are to till
vacancies caused by the expiration of the
commission of the incumbents. The ex-
ceptions were at Tatna, lowa, and Marion
Court-house, S. C, where the Postmaster
had been suspended for cause. No fourth-
class Postmasters were appointed to-day.
First Assistant Postmaster-General Hay is
expected to return tomorrow. His arrival
willset the machine again inmotion, and
not less than 200 appointments of iross-

roads Postmasters a day arc expected after
to-morrow. It' Hay is found physically
unable to do that amount of work per '.say,
the Democratic Congressmen who have
been howling for his return will demand
his immediate resignation, it is said that
Hay's health has cot been improved by his
trip nth, and in the belief that he will
shortly resign, Congressman Muicher's
friends have again put him forward for the
position.

The Kailv.ny Strike at Dearer.
Dkxvkx, May 18th. The shopmen's

strike on the Denver and Rio Grande Rail-
road assumed a very serious aspect to-day.
Inaccordance with announcement made at
a strikers' meeting yesterday aftern i,at
which several incendiary speeches were
made, about 500 men. and" U> or 50 women,
assembled in the vicinity of the shops this
morning. Several inflammatory speeches
were made, songs sung and a general dem-
onstration ofdefiance indulged in. One of
the yardmen, returning t.i work, was si ;

upon by the crowd, knocked down, kicked
and cut about the face i:i the most brutal
manner. The other workmen were escorted
through the crowd by a posse of Deputy
(hjited States Marshals.

No one

remedy can be successfully applied inall
localities for extermination of the grass-
hoppers, as differentconditions and circum-
stances will make varied methods neces-
sary. Itis believed, however, that the cre-
mation process is of more genera] utility
than any other, and. it vigorously put int.p

operation will be the means of clearing
most localities of the hopper scourge. Thi~
method is to cut a ditch in advance of the
hoppers, of sufficient width

—
so that they

willnot bop across it
—

and deep enough so
that when once in it they willnot hop Out.
The width and depth must be determined
by the ability of the pest. Ordinarily, a
ditch two feet or a littlemore in width, and
say eighteen inches deep, with perpendicu-
lar sides, is sufficient. In trying to pass
over it they jump into the ditch, ana the
sides being perpendicular there is sufficient
crumbling offfrom the sides al their touch
to prevent their crawling out. To make
the traji complete, a very thin layer ofdry
straw should be spread in the bottom of the
ditch. Thus prepared, take sufficient num-
ber of persons, armed with irush in each
hand, and, forming in line behind the hop-
pers, carefully and patiently drivethem into
the ditch. When this part ofthe operation
has been successfully done, and the ditch i*
well lined with the pests, cremate the in-
vaders by setting lire to the straw, of
course can' must be taken not to let the fire
communicate outside the ditch. There is
littl danger ofthis, however, ifbut a small
amount of Straw is used, and as soon as
one batch has been thus disposed of, an-
other layer of. .straw can be spread in,and
the pood workrepeated ti!ithe premises or
locality is freed from the enemy.
