break at the San Carlos reservation. The
information is meagre, but500 Indians are
said u> be on the warpath. The Chairman
of the Board oi Supervisors has dispatched
couriers in all directions to warn ranchers
and miners, and private parties are depart-
in- <>n like errands. The military forces
at Huachuca have been called out to inter-
cept the Apaches at the •' hirieahua moun-
tains, where they pass into Sonora, and
Captain Tisdale and his company were on
the road thi- afternoon, incompliance with
orders. Company E, National Guard, of
this city, i- prepared to co-operate against
the savages in caseoi lers are issued to that
effect. Prospecti rs and mining men now in
tin- city will defer their departure tor the
mountains until their safety is assured.

Should the Indians iross the railroad to-
night, they may escape without a fight;but
it is doubtful if they succeed in reaching
the Mexican line, as all the time has been
utilized i" thoroughly rouse the country,
arm and equip nun. ami. if possible, ex-
terminate the band while the opportunity
offers.
