With theold
amount' of subsidy, less the rebates, the
steamship company received but $76,200.

of the Court.
The Court— lthink it is better that these

If lie has been guilty of
any unlawful interference with the Court
or its officers, it is proper that it should
be dealt with in a proper manner, but 1
think that matters outside the Court should
be presented to it by affidavit.

Mr. Johnson

book. Witness said he had no recollection
of making sucl) answers, and he doubted
doing so. 11,- said the way he balanced ln~
cash-book was to charge on thedebit side
the amount paid into the Treasury, and
then charge tJie tagsupon the same side,
making a balance. Twice while employed
at tlie Secretary of State's office, Iwent to
Arizona. Tlie first timein the summer of
1880; tl.e second timein the fall oi 1881.
The lirst time i went there 1 was gone
three, four or live weeks. In December,
ix--'_'. I weni t-i Mexico. I resigned my
position in the Secretary ol State's office,
because Igot tired of the way the affairs of
the office were being conducted, ami told
Mr. Burns so. The books in the office
v.r :• somewhat behind when 1 lelt.
