A TERRIBLE CATASTROPHE I>'

CINCINNATI.

\u25a0Frightful Catastrophe In Cincinnati
Cincinnati, May 21st.— a tire this

afternoon inSullivan's printing establish-
ment, No. 10 Sixth street, eight girts and
women jumped from the fifth story to the
sidewalk. Five of them are dead.

frSECOXD DISPATCH. 1
ga Cincinnati, May Mat—The fir*on Sixth
street this afternoon caused the death of;
eighteen persons. Itwas at first thought
that only the women who jumped from
the fifth-story window were killed, but
when the (ire was subdued so that the fire-
men could enter it was found that ten dead
bodies lay ina heap on the fifth floor,and
one on "the fourth. There were six who
jumped from the window. They were
killed, and one man, after saving the lives
of two women by letting them down a rope
from the roof, was killedby the burning of
the same rope before he reached the
ground. This was Mr.Sullivan, a brother
of the proprietor of the priming works.
The fire originated by the explosion of a
gasoline Stove on the" ground floor. The
Barnes entered the elevator chute, which is
near the stairway, and allchance ofescape
was thus cut off. The killed were mostly
employes of the dye works, whichoccupied
a portion of the building.

[THIRD DISPATCH.!
Cincinnati, May 21st.

—
Inaddition to the

lives of those who were killed by leaping
from the fifth story eleven more corpses
were found inside the building, and the
search is now being prosecuted. The fifth
story was completely burned out, but the
wall is still standing. The other floors
were not much damaged. Itwas not long
until the tire was under control. A mass
Of telegraph and telephone wires prevented
the firemen from putting up ladders
promptly for the relief of inmates.

DETAILS OF THE DISASTER.

Cincinnati, May '-'Ist.
—This city has had

its share of shocking disasters, but never
has one happened where such a pitifulloss
of lifehas occurred as that to-day, with so
little occasion. Within fifteen minutes
after the fatal blunder begun, 16 or 17 per-
sons perished. Looking over the scene
after the event, it is plain that every life
could have been easily saved, short as the
time was. There weredisplays ofthought-
fulheroism that saved two lives, but one
of the heroes lost his own life.

At 1:30 o'clock this afternoon, J. A.
Green, city editor of the Times-Star, upon
going up the stairway to his office, saw
dense clouds of

*
smoke issuing

from a rear window of the build-
ing Xos. 19 and 21 West Sixth street,
and immediately telephoned to the fire de-
partment. An alarm brought the engines
almost instantly, and as the firemen could
reach the building from the front and rear,
itwas not fifteen minutes until the lire was
-\u25a0> much under control that Chief Engineer
Wisby was able to reach the top floor. But
he was too late to rescue the girls employed
there, and to his horror he found ten dead
bodies, with hands to their faces and faces
blackened and discolored in death.

THE CHIEF ENGINEER'S STATEMENT.

The Chiefsaid, inspeaking of it:\u25a0'The
house is not burned out. In fact the lire
waschiefly in the fiftk story. I counted
tin 'jirls lying upon the benches, tables add
oih-r things, and so:ue on the floor. Their
clothing was not burned, but the skin on
the back of their hands was scorched. It
was a terrible sight

—
tiie worst I ever saw-

in my experience. The uirls lay where
ihey had fallen in their wild and helpless
despair."

WHERE ME FIRE STARTED.

It has now been fairlyascertained that
the firestarted from a can of benzine on
tlic second floor, near the elevator shaft.
A boy on thai floor says he beard shouts,
and instantly the fire leaped to the elevator
shaft and darted up it. The shaft readies
to the top of the building, and from the
thirdstory to the fifthit wn< encircled by a
wooden stairway, which was the only
means ofaccess to those Moors. Theele-
vatoT shaft, to :ii<! to its combustibility,
was encased with a thin w len lattice-
work. The second floor, when- the fire
started, was a press-room, the third a com-
posing-room, the fourth a storage and
waste room, ami die fifth was the folding-
room.

A- soon a- the tire started John .Sullivan,
a young man. cousin of the proprietor, ran
up the stairway to the fifth floor to give
warning to the girls. Instantly, almost, ho
found that he was too late to get them
down the stairway, and that his own re-
treat was cut off. What he did for the
frightened girls could only be told by
glimpses that could he seen oi him
through the smoking windows, whence, the
girl- had already leaped to their death.
.1. K. Kinsley s son and hi- foreman had
gone to their roof, adjoining this one on
the west, and, knowing that the girl- were
imprisoned on the floor below, they pro-
cured a rone and lowered it to the window
where Sullivan was. He instantly grasped
it. and fa-toning one of the girls to it he
helped her out of the wind*>w. and Kinsley
and Schxoeder lowered her safely to the
sidewalk. The rope was brought back,
and Sullivan quickly fastened it to another
girl and sent her down safely. The rope
came up a third time, and a- the other
girls by this time were all suffocated,
or were afraid to venture. Sullivan
fastened the rope to his own body,
and was being lowered, when, as he was
half way down, the Barnes shot out at a
window and he fell head foremost to the
sidewalk, in the presence of a horrified
crowd of people who had witnessed his he-
roism.

When the girls were jumping from the
window a large colored man heroically
tried to catch them and break the force of
their fall, and nearly lost his own life in
the attempt. Within ten minute- after the'
tire began patrol wagons were called into
use to carry away the wounded and dead.
A- well as can be ascertained at
present there were about 50 occupants

of the building, of whom i!i> or ir>
weregirls, on the fifth story. Boys were
On the second and third floors, and this
accounts for their escape. All agree that
1he spread of the Barnes was almost instant.
Mr. Kin-ley, who ran to his upper floors
in the rear, where the flames were in dan-
ger of coming through his window, found
ihe smoke a > dense that be had to crawl on
the Hoor to reach his window ami close it.
A.llthis whilethere was an avenue of es-

THE WAT. SCARE REVIVED.
Vienna, May 21st.—The war scare is not

over yet. Great anxiety lias been occa-
sioned at the Palace through reports that
Russian officers, disguised, have been in-
specting the fortifications of the Darda-
nelles and Bosphorus, ami watching closely
the Turkish preparations for defense of
those waters. Indeed, fears are entertained
that Russia contemplates seizing the Bos-
phorus should the crisis again become
acute in Eastern affairs. Such action lias
been openly advocated lately in the Nome
Vremya in an article professing to give

NellidofFs views respecting the possibility
of preventing the British from passing the
Dardanelles. The article speaks of the ab-
solute necedfty of obtaining the dismissal
of Woods Pasha, on account of his nation-
ality. A few nights ago a false alarm of
the approach of a Russian squadron occa-
sioned great excitement at the upper mouth
of the Bosphorus. The batteries were
manned and troops hastened up to rein-
force the garrison. Allmeasures proposed
by the Turco-Gerrran Commission are be-
ingactively carried out. Krupp has just
received a large order for ritie mortars, in-
tended to be placed on the bights ol the
Dardanelles.
