The
interior i*changed beyond recognition. In
frontie a large apartment, the church par-
tor, entered by aside ilo-ir from the street,
or by doora from the interior, the inside
doors being so arranged that they,can (>.>
thrown open, incorporating the room with
the auditorium of the church! Over the
parlor is a well-arranged f»allery. A: the
eastern end of the church is a niche. hack
of the pulpit,to be occupied by the choir.
Connected with this is an ante-room, with
» door opening from the exterior. On the
south sale ufuie choir is a neat littlestudy.
Back of the choir id a beautiful stained
i»iH*B window, and equally handsome win-
dows ornament the front of tho edifice.
The seats are all '\u25a0..-. newly cushioned,
and arranged so oa '.\u25a0> be reached by two
wide aisles. The painting of the interior
has btjou done very tastefully, and the tloor
ia covered withft carpet of cheerful design.
The seating rapacity i.inow 450, whereas it
swas formerly but about 250. Among the
changes in the front of the buildingiis a
tower on the southwest corner, which fur-
nishes the main entrance, and also room
for the stairway leading to the gallery. The
entire structure baa been raited and placed
upona6ernre foundation* iron braces in-
twsod and the exterior neatly painted. The
coat of tho work was about $3,000. Carle

Guard-Mounting by Companies X and G

Decoration Day Orders— Eto.

The guard-mount byCompanies X aiid
<r Monday evening was a success. The
Idetailu were brought on without a hitch
'scarcely, {he inspection well conducted in
j the front rank, with the exception, that

very maiiy of the men di.l not bring the
piece to the proper position for inspection,
showing a lack of knowledge of what was
expected from them ;and this is also a hint
to company officers to drilltheir met: more
thoroughly in the manual of arms. The
officers who inspected the rear rank should

1 take the piece at tho small of the stock.
and hand it back with the barrel toward
the parly to whom he hands if. The piece
should be taken with the !< ft band by each
man, whose duty it would then be to see
that the hammer is resting on the safety-
notch before bringing the piece to an
"order.1.1 Itis the intention at the next
guard-mount to go through the entire, de-
tails of the ceremony— poet the guard, re-
lievesentinels, go the grand rounds, etc.,
and to Ibis purpose the entire evening will
be devoted.

tion marching by the flank in c oso
column J warmed the boys v.\> somewhat.
The inarching inline was very well done,
but some of the chiefs of companies do net
seem to understand yet that they should
march on the fade of their companies
furthesWrom the colors. There was a bad
break at the command, ''Kight forward,
fours right," by the third company, .'..-.
chiefunderstanding that the command was
"companies," etc. This command can
also be given,

Wings, rifrht forward," etc ,

and is proper. Many of the men have the
bad habit of lookingat their I«-et to the
right or left whilemarching in lino, instead
of holding the head insuch a position that
the eyes willstrike the ground at a dis-
tance of fifteen yards. These are matters
that should be attended to at company
drills, -.nil the nun taught to walk erect.

The wheelings wore well executed, but
the commander Was caught napping, we
think, when he gave the command to
wheel into lino and continue the march
whilethe companies were at mark time."
The command

"
forward" should t;e given

before the command to wheel. We think
he was in error, also, when ho didnot placn
the guided of companies facing to the rear
when the command "on the right close
column of companies" was given, aa para-
graph '17G (Upton) states that "whenever
the ploymen t is in front of a designated di-
vision, the guides face to the rear, and the
movement is terminated by the command,
'Guides, about face,' otherwise a guide
could not place himself in a proper posi-
tion, because bis back would be toward;
the company on which he was to aliign
himself." In thin particular maneuver the
positions of guides are not stated, but this
should not be an excuse for the officer who
commanded the battalion that evening.

fered from one another when on the stand.
Ergon's testimony was that he did mit, on
li!- li:-; visit,kimck at Ilotz's door, but at
one on the opposite side of the ball; that
llotzcame out"used abusive language to
him, and assaulted him; that he after-
wards returned with Brown for the
purpose of having an explanation
with Hotz with a view to settling the
matter inan amicable way: that he then
knocked at Hots1door, and that the latter
appeared with a hatchet in his hand,
raised as ifto strike him ; thai he instantly
grabbed Uotz to prevent him using the
hatchet: that Brown then took the hatchet
away from llotzand threwitbehind asofa;
that in the scuffle witness and Hotz fell to

the i"!,and while there struggling Mrs.
Hot/, appeared with a pistol, whereupon
witness disengaged himself and be and
Brown left the place. Brown's testimony
was to the same effect.' Hotz himself ad-
mitted going to the door with the hatchet
inhis hand, and also testified that Brown
didnot touch nor strike him, as far as he
knew, nor could he account for the scalp
wound on his bead. Mrs. Shaw, the cham-
bermaid, claimed to have witnessed the
difficulty,and testified that Hotz was not
struck with the hatchet. Mrs. llotz stated
that bad she gone to the door, instead of
the husband, there would have been no
difficulty,butshe declared that Brown didi
strike the latter with the hatchet. There
was some testimony to the effect that the
wound on Hots' head might have been
caused by his falling against the fender in
front of the fire-place. Arguments in the
case were postponed until9 o'clock to-day,

in order that "Judge Henry might in.*pect
the room for the purpose of ascertaining
what rnny have been the possibilities of
such an occurrence.

Iiwillbo
found by the" above dry record that the
atmosphere was lacking from80 to 89 per
cent, ofmoisture before it would become
completely saturated, or from 40 to 50 per
cent, dryer than (he air usually i.- in Sacra-
mento and vicinity. The total velocity of
wind for the 2-1 hours ending at 8 o'clock
last night was 450 miles, or ilittleover 181
miles per hour, reaching a maximum
(highest) velocity SO miles per hour at
10 o'clock yesterday morning, The total
velocity at 8-hour intervals was, up to 4 a.
