It isa positive triumph
for the enemies of the common school
system. It is a direct victory for those
who hold that non-religious publicschools
are instrument of evil ami the fountains
of moral corruption. The issue is square-
lymade.

ground.

The St. Louis Globe-Democrat hits the

right spot when, inanswer to the nervous
inquiry "Why does emigration from the
South continue?" itreplicj-: "The real
reason ofthe emigration is the inability of
the poor land-owners, who are compelled
to do their own work, to compete with the

former slaves. The latter often work hard

Piatt who was to-day appointed Post-
master at Napa City, is the lirst Presiden-
tialPostmaster appointed under the present
Administration inCalifornia. lie succeeds
George W. Francis, who resigned. Henley
indorsed Piatt's appointment.

Capital Notes.
Washington. May 27th.

—
The appoint-

ment of Robert C. Macfarland tube Regis-
ter of the Land Olliee at Cceur d'Alene,
Idaho, was made to-day.

The appointment of Edward Campbell,
Jr., as Marshal of the Southern District of
lowa, is in place ofC. W. Williams, who
was originallyselected for the oflice,but
whose commission was withheld in order
to allow the President further time to con-
sider fully the wishes of residents of the
district.

Secretary Whitney has ordered the United
States vessels at Aspinwall, with the ex-
ception of the Tennessee, toproceed to Key
West, and await further orders. Admiral
Jonett is instructed to remain with the
Tennessee for the present, to watch Amer-
ican interests on the Isthmus.

Adjutant-General Dramni received a tel-
egram from General Bradley to-day, saying
that he would need no additional troops to
settle the Indian disturbance, unless an
additional outbreak should occur.

Secretary Lamar was seized with a chill
last night, from the effects of which he
was confined to his bouse to-day. iiis
physicians advised against his going to the
department.

In the case of John W. Drew, who is on
trialbefore the Criminal Court in this city
on a charge of presenting false vouchers
against the Navy Department, the prosecu-
tion to-day reported its case. After the in-
troduction of some unimportant testi-
mony, the taking of testimony for the
defense was proceeded with until the hour
of adjournment for the day.

The usual Decoration Day services will

Saturday.

The Presbyterian General Assembly.
Ci.Nci.v-v.vTi.May 27th.— At a meeting of

the Presbyterian General Assembly this
morning the Committee on Foreign Mis-
sions presented a report. The receipts for
the year weres7oo 000; expenditures, $750,-
--000,' leaving a debt of §50,000.

IFTERXOON SESSION.

Cixcixxati.May 27th. At the afternoon
session of the Presbyterian Assembly the
report of the Foreign Mission Board was
discussed, and the importance of raising the
debt of $50,000 was emphasized. At the
conclusion of the discussion; the following
recommendation was adopted :

Resolved, Thai inview ofthe above statement
(referring tothe debt), your committee urges up-
on the churches He early liquidation of the
debt by such efforts us shall, in each case, seen
best to Ihe session of the churches.

The report of the Board of Publication
was next in order. Itspeaks in the strong-
est terms uf the efli iim management of
the business department,' and it was said
but few houses in Philadelphia could have
Stood such a thorough cxan -ination-as was
made of the affairs of this Board
and have coma out so well. The
work of the missionary de-
partment was also highly commended.
Itemploy- 107 colporteurs, who have vis-
ited 150,000 families, held 17.000 religious
meeetings end organized 270 Sabbath-
schools.

At
this announcement the girl became frantic,
began screaming at the top <.J her voice,
mid resisted desperately the officers who
took bold of her to remove her to the van.
She fought with all her strength, and being
a strong, robust young woman, it took all
the strength oftwo of the strongest officers
of the Court to remove her from the room.
New York City lo Have a Railroad Under

Broadway.

New York; May 27th.
—

The contract for
the construction ofa railroad under Broad-
way has been let by the Arcade Railroad
Company. The road is to extend from the
Battery to Harlem. Four tracks will be
laidside by side to occupy all the space be-
tween the curbstones. The work of con-
struction is to be done under the direction
of engineer-commissioners who have been
appointed by the Mayor. The capital stock
of the company is $20,000,CHi0. The inner
trains are to stop once a mile, entrance or
exit to be obtained by dropping the outer
or way trains five or six feet at those points,
so that passengers can pass over them. The
company will not be permitted to use \u25a0

steam power. The contractors are bound
to complete the work to Forty-second street
in four years.

The International Single Scull Hatch.

Redemption of Mutilated l'nitcd State*

Washington, May 27th.
—

An interesting
question inregard to United States bonds
has been decided by Judge Durham, First
Comptroller of the Currency. Mr. Fren-
nett, of the city of Belgium, recently pre-
sented for redemption three mutilated
coupon bonds of $1,000 each, which, he
said, he had found in Brussels in 1574. The
First Comptroller refuses to consent to
their redemption, on the ground that the
finder of the notes only has a qualified in-
terest in them, ami simplyholds possession
of them against all persons except the
rightful owner. He holds that the finder of
the bonds acquired no title therein as
against the owner or the Government by
which tbey were issued, and; cannot main-
tain an action for their redemption. He
further holds, in regard to mutilatedbonds.
that they cannot be redeemed unless the
Treasury Department is satisfied that the
parts presented are all that remain of the
bonds; or. in other words, that the unpro-
duced parts must be satisfactorily accounted
fi.r.

The Baptist Home mission Society.
Saratoga, May 27th.—The fifty-third

annual meeting of the Baptist Home Mis-
sion Society began this morning. The re

--061 members inthe churches under charge
of missionaries. Total receipts for the
year, $447,379 ;expenses in excess of re-
ceipts, $03,067: debt at the beginning of
the year. $54,330— -making the entire deficit
$117,997.
