Under these circumstances it would
be unwise to indulge in the usual large ex
pensc for a general Fourth of July cele-
bration. We should by all means cele-
brate the day, but at a comparatively nom-
inal cost. Thus let us welcome the day
with ringing of bells and floating of ban-

sands. We step out of the usual editorial
course, to present the whole subject clearly—

to say that there willboon that occasion
a balloon ascension by an accomplished
aeronaut :a competitive militarydrillfor
prizes, for which great preparation isbeing

made; playing of the popular game of
baseball by leading clubs ;bicycle, foot and
sack-racing, and a large number of com-
petitive games, music by bands, and a

variety of proper amusements sufficient to

fill the afternoon and extend well into
evening. The character of the men man-
aging the affair is a guarantee that it will
be of a good order, and not in the slightest
degree deceptive. The committees in
charge of it are such as have the honor
and credit of the community at heart, and
they propose to advertise the entertain-
ment widely in all the surrounding coun-

try. Inview of tin- fact the opportunity
is for once presented for the city to make

.HE act of the National Commercial

'

Convention, held at Atlanta last week, in
voting down a resolution favoring the con-
tinued coinage of silver, is very signifi-
cant of the Southern commercial senti-
ment. The Convention had just listened
to S. D. Horton, late United Mates dele-
gate to the Monetary Conference at Paris,
in favor of a suspension of coinage, and to
delegate Flankey, of Colorado, in favor of
its continuance.

It is recorded that all
the Kentucky delegates so voted, though,
as the New York Times puts it,Senator
Peck, ifthat State, is the most energetic ad-
vocateof silvercoinage inthe United States
Senate.

Dissatisfaction Among Postmasters.

Attorneys for

certain Postmasters have complained to
Postmaster-General Vilas that the con-
struction placed by Postmaster-General
Gresbam upon the Act of March 3, 1883,
providing for a readjustment of the salaries
of Postmasters of the third and fourth
classes, was arbitrary and extremely unjust
to the Postmasters in whose behalf the Act
was passed, Assistant Attorney-General
Bryant, of the Postoffice Department, has
carefully examined the complicated
statutes bearing upon this subject, and
as a result of his report the Postmaster-
General has decided that whilethe matter
of construction is not tree from doubt, and
he is not absolutely sure that the construc-
tion of Postmaster General Gresbam was
right in thepremises, yet the rule having
been followedfor twoyears, and something
over $200,000 having been appropriated by
Congress for the payment of salaries on
that basis, lie does hot deem itproper, on
the strength ofhis ownindividual opinion,
even if it were adverse, to change that
ruling.

Llewellyn, of the Mescalen \u25a0 Agency, N.M..
has telegraphed the Indian Bureau us ho-
lows: "The Apaches under Geronimo are
now depredating west of the Rio Grande.
Two women of Geronimo's camp came in
hereto-day. Ihave confined them in the
guard house. Major Van Born, command-
ing at Fort Stanton, i- hereto-day. The
Mescaleros have tendered him 150 men to
accompany his troops, should the hostiles
come within striking distance. There are
twenty-five bucks of Victoria's band, who
have livedat Mescaleros forthree years. If
necessary 1 willarrest and hold them until
the trouble is over. The Mescaleros can be
depended upon and willnot join the hos-
tiles." The agent has been instructed not
to arrest the Victoria Indians as long as
they are peaceable, but to keep them under
surveillance.

in a Nebraska Canyon.

Lincoln (Neb.), May 28th. A special to
the State Journal from Indianola git the
following particulars of the bursting of a
water-spout :Tuesday evening a party of
seventeen Bohemians, en route to Dundy
creek, camped in Richman canyon, half a
mile from Republican river, nine miles
east of this place. At dark a heavy rain
set in, and about 10 o'clock a water-spout
burst a short distance above. flooding the
heretofore dry canyon to a depth of fifteen
feet. This came down xthe canyon, the
waves each rising a foot or two higher than
their predecessors. The party was asleep
in their wagons. The one nearest to the
bed of the stream was occupied by John
Wacek, wife and son; the center one by
John Osmer, wife and four children, and
two other children;the third occupied by
Joseph Havelic, wife and three children.
When the floodstruck the wagons Havelic
was the first to arouse. He jumped up.
grasped the wagon tongue, and attempted
to pull the wagon out of the water; but
fresh waves struck it, wresting the
tongue from his grasp, and carrying

;the wagon out in the raging flood.
iOsmer had already jumped to his wagon
1 and succeeded in getting four children to
the shore; but before he could return to the
wagon itwas carried down inthe seething
canyon. The first -Macek knew ofthe situ-
ation he was sailing down stream. Seeing
a tree just ahead, he bade wife and son
cling to him, and he would try and catch
the tree. He succeeded, but the sudden
stop shook offhis wife and son, and they
went down inthe flood. Macek climbed
into the tree, from which he was rescued in
the morning. Havelic and Osmer finally
found the residence of Simon Jennings,
hall a mileoff, and made known what hud
happened. Word was sent to Indianola,
and by noon 100 people were searching for
the bodies. Up toto-night bat two of the
eleven bodies missing bad been found.

The report of the Committee on the Board
of Church Erection shows the total amount
received during the year from all sources
to be 5120,696. Three hundred and ninety-
eight applications for aid have been re-
ceived, amounting to $221,500. Two hun-
dred and forty of these have been enter-
tained, amounting to$108,042. The Board
was authorized to release the mortgage
held on a church in the South, in order
that they may unite with one in the same
city, connected with the Southern Presby-
terian Assembly, and sell their property,
the proceeds of the sale to apply to the en-
largement of the church with which they
unite.

The Committee on Judicial Commissions
reported that the overture was adopted by
a vote of 135 to 31.

Drowned.
New Yoek. May 28th.—The Tribune Jsays: The steamer City ofRome, of the j

Anchor line, reached here to-day, having j
on board, besides her 1,821 regular passen-
gers, two French fishermen, the only sur- j
vivors of the crew of the French fishing
bark George Jeanne, which was sunk by
the Cityof Rome in a collision on the
Banks ofNewfoundland May 25th. The
names of the rescued men are Hubert Al-
bert and Front Alphonse Marie. The ill-
fated vessel was struck and sank in less
than a minute, carrying down with her
twenty-four men, only two of whom were
saved. Captain R. D. Munro, of the
City of Rome, was too much
broken up by the remembrance of the
scene to give more than a brief statement.
The steamer leftLiverpool May 20th. The
weather was fine until Monday, when
after a bright morning a dense fog came
on. Itwas so thick that from tne bow of
the boat it was difficult to see 100 feet
ahead. A great many icebergs were
passed. Between 10 a." M. and 4 P. _.

fifty-eight were counted, large find small.
The Captain asserts that the vessel's pace
was slackened to halt speed, ami fully rea-
lizing the danger, every precaution was
taken. Bells were rung and whistles
sounded continuously* At 4:10 a. _\u0084

when the fog was the thickest, the men
forward saw the spars and masts of a hark
appear in the mist barely twenty feet
away. The bark lay at anchor, and ac-
cording to the Captain's story was not ring-
ing its hell or keeping a look-out. Signals
to reverse the engines were given, but she
struck the bark, and her iron bow cut
through the Jeanne with as littleresistance
as ifshe had been a piece of cheese. Peo-
pleon the City of Rome saw a few bare-
footed Frenchmen, in blue fishermen's
blouses, rushing frantically forward on the
the bark, the murky air was tilled with
their aflrightened cries, the shrill exclama-
tions of honor from the deck of the
steamer and the hoarse sounding of the
steamer's foghorn, and then the bark went
out of sight. A few spars floated on the
sea, and four men could be seen struggling
in the water. Life buoys were thrown to
them, and as soon as possible the steamer
was stopped and backed to where the boat

.had been, and two boats were lowered. By
this time one of the fishermen had sunk,
two were clinging to a buoy, and a
third floated alongside the steamer,
supporting himself by a spar. Fourth
officer .Arthur C. Turner rigged a rope
around bis body, and taking another rope
had himself lowered to the man. Turner
succeeded in getting a loop about the
Frenchman's arm and neck. Strong arms
pulled him half way up .the side of the
boat, when the loop slipped over his head,
and he fell back into the water and sank
out of sight. This man was the captain of
the George Jeanne. Joseph R. I.ontlin.
Meantime Albert and Marie were picked
up by the boats. The steerage passengers
who" lauded from the City of Koine at
Castle Garden declared with one accord
that the steamer was making at least 14
knots an hour when the collision occurred.
Everyone on the George Jeanne, except
Marie, was below. Marie sat near the
stern keeping a lookout. He heard the
whistle of the Rome for eight minutes be-
fore she appeared. He rang the bell of the
George Jeanne, and kept it up, and was
ringing it when the Rome crashed intoher.
The lost fishermen were all married.
Charles Morgan, a steerage passenger, de-
clared that the officers on the bridge were
watching the passengers leaping and jump-
ing, and were not keeping a proper look-
out, The official logof the steamer states
that on Monday the steamer made 18
miles. A memorial was presented to
Captain Monroe, signed by the cabin pas-
sengers, praising his efforts to save the sur-
vivors.
