In two hours nay temperature rose
to fever heat Tlu'd was roll' wed by
clammy bands, lassitude and pains in the
legs. In four hours my arms became very
painful, with :i sensation as though they
had been severely bruised. After this the
activity of the vaccine subsided, but the
arms grew very stiff, so that Icould scarcely
liftthem. Later onIbegan to experience
nausea, accompanied by a dull headache,
while the pain in the arms spread tv the
muscles of the back. Iwent to bed and
slept well. Many who submitted to the
test, however, are troubled with sleepless
ness. ] awoke with a severe headache,
which remains. This dispatch i.s sent off
twenty-eight hours after my inoculation.
The period during which symptons con-
tinue is. 1am informed, forty-eight hours."
The cholera germ i.s cultivated ina broth
specially prepared for the purpose. A sin-
gle inocnlntion, it is claimed, gives im-
munity from the cholera for three months :

o nd inoculation is required to insure a

longer period 61 safety.
