Emperor William's Health,

BerLIN, June 7th.—The Prince Imperial
has written to King Leopold, of Belgium,
requesting him to postpone his visit to
Emperor William until the end of autumn.
The Prince states that although the Em-
peror is convalescent, it is de~1r able that he
be spared all excitement.

Bismarck’s Popularity.,

Berrin, June 7th.—Prince Bismarck was
received at Kissingen to-day by an enor-
mous crowd of pcuple, who greeted him
with enthusiastic acclamations. The
Prince gave a dinner this evening, to cele-
brate the fiftieth anniversary of his en-
trance into the service of the State.

The German Army to be Increased.

Berrin, June 7th.—The Imperial War
Minister is drafting a plan for a large in-
crease of the army, based upon the calcu-
Jated results ot the coming general
census. The peace eflective will be
raised from 418,000 to 480,000. Be-
sides these, two new batteries will be
added to each corps d'armee, and two guns
to each battery not mobilized, pl:ulu.lll\'
augmenting the artillery sixty per cent.
The cavairy increase has not vet been de-
cided upon.

The Brunswick Succession.

BerLIN, June 7th.—A bill has been pre-
sented to the Bundesrath in relation to the
Brunswick succession. It omits the usual
demand for urgency, an indication that
Prince Bismarck expects serious opposi-
tion to the measure.
