On the contrary, the carrier service is of
no account to the active business houses,
but they require, for the prompttrans action
of business, ,boxes at the postoffice, and
these must be visited as soon as each mail
is distributed, and letters, again, are taken
to the office before the close of each mail.
It has always been a decided commercial
advantage to the trade of this city that it
was able to receive and answer correspond-
ence and orders on thesame day. Todo this
it is necessary to work up to the last mo-
ment before outgoing mails. Remoteness
of the Postoffice from the trade center will
propertionately lessen this ability. Thus
it will be seen that the location of the new
site is of utmost vupo**tanre to the active
business people, and they should promptly
and stoutly protest to the Secretary of the
Treasury at Washington against the ap-
proval of any location wlnch is not central
and convenient for them. Any location
above Fifth street is neither central nor
convenient to this class. Let steps be
immediately taken to make this fact known
to the Federal authorities.
