The race for the Swift stakes lost a deal of
interest from the fact that Tyra'jt, the Cal-
ifornia colt, did not start against Wanda,
but as Wanda was beaten there was a great
surprise for all. The three-quarter mile,
all ages, Jim Ilenwick won, Thackeray
second, Lizzie Mack third. Time, 1:161.
The mileand a quarter Pontiac won, Du-
plex second, Himalaya third. Time, 2:12.
The seven furlongs, Swift stakes, for three-
year-olds, Brookwood won, Grenadier sec

THE WITHDRAWAL OF TYRANT.

New York,June 13th.— A wild rumor
was afloat insporting circles this morning
regarding the condition of Haggin's colt
Tyrant. He was withdrawn from the
Swiftstakes, although everybody expected
he wouldstart and that there would be a
grand race between him and Pierre Lo-
rillard's fillyWanda. Your correspondent
called on Haggin at his office, but he had
taken the early train for Sheepshead Bay.
His partner, Mr. Mier, said :

"
There is

nothing in the world the matter with
Tyrant. Haggin told me after the colt
won the Belmont he did not intend to en-
ter him for the Swift stakes, but proposed
giving him a rest. "Why, he is entered for
twenty-two races, and has run only two of
them. Haggin has splendid stables, and
doesn't propose to abuse his racers. As to
bis being afraid of Wanda, that's all bosh.
Eastern people don't know what Tyrant
can do. He can mil two miles as easily as
a mile, and that is not generally known.
Wanda willhave a chance to meet Tyrant
in both the Tidalstakes and the Empori-
um sweepstakes, in which both horses are
entered. The latter race is the event of the
Sheepshead meeting. It is for three-year-
olds, ;?ir>o each, with $5,000 added by the
Association, and $1,000 to second horse.
Hidalgo is also entered. Isuppose this
law against betting inthe State willcause
a rush to Monmouth Park, N. J.""

Have you any idea what Haggin's win-
nings were on the Belmont?""No, sir; Inever asked him.He wouldn't
tell me ifIdid."

The Tribune says : It was generally ex-
pected among turfmen that Tyrant and
Wanda would meet in the Swift stakes to-
day. There has been the liveliest discus-
sion ofthe relative speed ofthe colt and filly.
The California colt willnot start, but Pierre
Lorillard's will meet Brookwood, Grena-
dier, Exile,Erebus and Telie Doe. When
Haggin was asked why he did not start his
horse in the Swiftstakes he said :

"
Ido

not believe in running a horse toe much.
As he is well engaged, 1 thought it best to
save him. There is nothing the matter
With him that 1know of."

At the sale of thoroughbreds yesterday,
under the auspices of the Eastern National
Horse and Cattle Exchange, attended by
the most prominent turfmen in the East,
Hasgin bought for $5,100 the Alta Vela
colt. There were ten youngsters sold, of
which seven were secured forHaggin. The
ten brought $20,000. prices never before
equalled here.

The Sporting World says: Next spring
no doubt all of the California youngsters
and many Kentucky and Tennessee-bred
yearlings willbe sent to this city, where
they willget a better chance than oh the
home farms.

Frightful -storm in lowa.
Dix Moines, June 13th.

—
During the

storm last night, about four miles north of
Ruthven five houses were destroyed. A
man named Helgson was fatally injured
and his wife slightly injured. Their baby
was carried quite a distance, and leftunder
a board pile unharmed. In Polaski, a
number of buildings were demolished and
three lives lost. At Council Bluffs, the
storm struck the Deal' and Dumb Institute,
tearing the roof from its moorings, and
carrying it 600 feet. The storm at Whiting
blew down many houses and barns, and
severely injured Mrs. John Crossley. It
tore W. Packard's house to pieces, broke
Mrs. Packard's arm, and carried her babe,
a week old, 200 yards, stripped offall its
clothingand left itunhurt. Near Marshall-
town the Christian Brothers' Institute was
unroofed ami the river bridge was blown
down. In the neighborhood of Sloan
several houses and other buildings were
wrecked and fifteen persons injured, several
seriously. A babe was blown from its
mother's arms and found at daylight several
yards distant in the mud. Itwas at first
supposed to be dead, butafter being washed
and laidout, suddenly came to ami is re-
covering. In Jasper county the rivershave
alloverflown their banks. The bridge of
the lowa Central was carried away and two
miles of track on the Newton and Monroe
Railway have been washed out. At Hal-
burten some freight can were blown from
the track into the ditch. The crops suf-
fered but little.

The southeast part of Davis county was
visited by a cyclone. The house of Solo-
man Myers was blown into fragments, and
his wife and one child were instantly
killed. He and three other children were
seriously injured. One mile east of here
the house of John Stevick was destroyed,
an.l Ella Hoffman, the hired girl, was
killed.

the interests of the United States, in the
Central Pacific Railroad were Injuriously
affected by the making of the lease, and to
the extent of warranting any interference
by the Government. The Attorney-Gen-
oral has decided that it is not proper for
the Government to take any steps what-
ever in the matter.

Losses, June i3th.—Earl Derby, Co-
lonialMinister in the Cabinet of Gladstone,
in an official communication to the Gov-
ernment of Cape Colony has intimated his
approval of the action of General Sir
Charles Warren in the annexation ofBech-
uana land. This expansion of the Cai>e
Colony excites interest inEngland subordi-
nate only to the resignation of the Glad-
stone Cabinet, and this interest is made
even greater by the glowing descriptions
being published of the capacity and possi-
bilitiesof the new territory.

Cholera in Spain.
Madrid, June loth.

—
The Government's

order forbidding inoculation forbids also
any one to hav#tn his possession in unin-
fected provinces any microbe inoculation
liquor. The decree states that the Govern-
ment is of the opinion that inoculation is
liable to transmit a dangerous type of
cholera, and foreshadows the decision of
theNational Medical Commission appointed
to examine Ferran's system. Itis probable
if the report is against Ferran, that it may
lead toriots among the poorer classes, who
now trust solely in Ferran and supersti-
tious formulas. The bay-windows of the
hospital at Valencia were stoned by a mob,
thus showing popular fear of infection and
complete distrust of the physicians. Sta-
tistics of the infection show that in thirty-
eight villages of the province of Valencia a
total of 1,283 persons were infected and 511
deaths. In Muro, 00 cases and 15 deaths.
InVillaVieja there were many cases of in-
fection. There is good reason to believe all
these figures are underestimated.

2,000 Guatemalans with nine cannon have
entered Santa Ana. Fighting has been
going on around Ahuachapam, Coate-
peque and Guayabal, in San Salvador, for
four days without definite results.
