PUT YOURSELF IN HIS PLACE.

Joseph Shelton was beating his wife.
The 15-year-old son of the pair attempted
to restrain his father and prevent injury to
his mother. Failing in this by reason of
the superior strength of the man, the boy
fired upon and killed iii.- father. To who-
ever reads the San Andreas dispatch the
question instantly presents itself,

"
Was

the boy justified?" The act of the lad
shows deliberation. He did what the law
and affection demanded ;lieremonstrate i.
This failing, he attempted by physical
force to save his mother from injury. That
proving ineffective, and evidently believ-
ing the beating likely to endanger life,
he told his sisters to stand aside that they
might not take harm, and then he deliber-
ately blew out his father's brains. We have
no information as to the severity of the
beating the man was giving his wife. We
may assume that it was severe and endan-
gered her life. Certainly a 15-year-old
boy may have believed it very dangerous
to life. The effect upon the son justifies
this conclusion. But the man had do right
to beat his wife at all. He had sworn to
guard and protect her. Of allothers he
should have been the last to strike her.
Any severe beating is dangerous ; even a
light blow delivered upon certain parts
may kill, and when administered in
some places upon the person is almost
certain to kill. "

Thou shall not murder."
But was this murder? Hoes the recital
we have disclose any malice or passion
upon the part of the lad? Suppose any
other th.-m his father had assailed the boy's
mother with blows and refuse.! to desist
1- there a man living who ha- a -park of
manhood inhim who wouldnot shoot down
his physical superior when assaulting the
woman who bore him '.' What jury in the
land can be impaneled to convict a man
for killing one who was brutally beating
the wife of his bosom? What jury is
there that would not justify an adult son
indefending his mother under likecircum-
stances? How much more readily would
a jury justify a mere lad? How does the
fact that the assailant is the father of the
slayer alter the -a-,-.' Men killthose who
insult their wives and juries refuse t.i con-
vict. It is a chivalry that is indorsed by
the mass of men despite the law. Forced
t> the wall, one may take life to defend
himself, his wife and the members of his
family. Here iii* is the person who should
have protected the wife abandoning his trust
and obligation and becoming her assailant.

Did the office of protector then devolve
upon the boyish son » Having the ability
to prevent his father killing his mother
ami failing to use it,what would we say of
even a mere boy who would stand idlyby
and refuse to prevent an act by one parent
iilKintin- other at all likely to result in
death, or even in permanent injury?
Who of us, it put in that boy's place,
would have acted differently ? These are
questions that present themselves to every
reader of the sad story. For ourself, con-
vinced that the boy believed his mother 1
to be inimminent danger, we would hold
the lad blameless, while pityinghim as an
unwilling parricide. One of mature judg-
ment would have BOUght to so wound as to
disable the assailant, but who shall say
that this unfortunate boy of fifteen in-
tended to make his .shot fatal? In any
light inwhich viewed the lad willbe safe .
from punishment ; no jury will convict
him of any crime in the premises.

We call your
attention to the fact that in times past we were
the police of the nation, and twenty years has

not diminished our respect lor law and order. ,
We come unarmed and on a peaceful mission,

as your guests, and respectfully ask permission

to enter your city,unmolested by special police
orspecial investigating committees.

The whole trouble arises out of the pre-

cautions of fanatical temperance men, who
propose to seize and open all the baggage
of the guests and confiscate any liquors
found in the packages. This is an unwar-
ranted interference, and does not reflect
credit upon the hosts of the Grand Army.
The laws of Maine are, of course, entitled
to respect, and must lie obeyed, but we
doubt very much whether even the strict-
est interpretation of the law will justify
the seizure of the baggage of a traveler
who comes into the State for but a few
days' stay. Ifitdoes, however, there could
have been made such a statement to the
Grand Army weeks ago as -would have pre-
vented the bad feeling that has now re-
sulted from the issuance of the circular of
the Law and Order League. It may be
said that the guests must be presumed to

know the law
—

this rigid rule can
hardly be applied to several thousand men
coming from allparts of the Union to en.
gage in a social reunion. Probably vert-

few of them knew that the lawprohibited
a guest bringing liquors into the State un-
der any circumstances, and that the ab-
sence of intent to sell them cuts no figure
in the eve of the law.

ZACB Montgomery wrote a very indig-
nant letter to the Oakland Times, demand-
ing to know its authority for the state-
ment made by the Times that Montgomery
had enlivened his assault upon the com-
mon schools by application: of the word
"harlot" to the female teachers in the
schools.

Is it any wonder that vice
flourishes or that virtue perishes uuder the in-
fluence ofsuch a system ?

The Times then says :
"
Ifany implica-

tion or meaning can be extracted from
that, except that the act of School Direct-
ors put subjunctively, is the common prac-
tice, and that hence and therefore

'
vice

flourishes and virtue perishes,' how to ex-
tract it is beyond our knowledge or the're-
sources of the English language."

THE assurances given to the Conserva-

The Indian Troubles.
Washington, June 23d.

—
No additional

advices have been received at the Interior
Department to-day concerning the Indian
troubles existing at the Cheyenne and
Araphoe Indian Agency, in Indian Terri-
tory, but the situation is regarded as
threatening. This agency was last inspect-
ed by Inspect Gardiner on September 13,
1884, who, after stating the little advance-
ment made by these Indians, reported in
substance as "follows:"

The Indians have
no desire tobecome farmers or try to be-
come self-supporting as long as .the Gov-
ernment supports them in idleness, and
they receive cash payments from leased
lands."

The Dog Soldiers prevent those inclined
to work from working, and consider them-
selves masters of the situation, and have
defied the agent and military at Fort Reno.
Agent Dyer has made a fair statement of
the situation, and should he push these
people in the matter of farming he will
meet with resistance from the Dog Soldiers,
and in such case the military force at Fort
Reno is entirely too small, numbering only
268 soldiers, lt should be increased to ten
companies. The Indians number: Ara-
pahoes, 2,109; Cheyenne, 3,769; children
at school in the States, 340. Total, 6,371.
These Indians are well armed and well
supplied with ammunition. The male
adults over 18 number from 1,300 to 1,400.
Atthe Arapahoe .school the pupils number
571, and at the Cheyenne school 13. The
Indians say they will not send any more
children to school until they have* a talk
with the Great Father in Washington.

COMMISSIONER APPOINTED.
Washington, June 23d.—Secretary La-

mar has invited Colonel Wm, McMichael,
of New -York, a member of the Board of
Indian Commissioners, to serve as a mem-
ber of the Board toinvestigate the differ-
ences and troubles at the Cheyenne Agency,
and he has signified his acceptance, and
willreport to the Secretary at once for in-
structions.

THE CABINET CONSIDERING THE QUESTION.
Washington, June

—
The threatened

outbreak among the Cheyenne and Arapa-
hoe Indians, inIndian Territory, was dis-
cussed in the Cabinet session to-day. Sec-
retary Lamar presented a letter from Mr.
Corry, in charge of the mission school at
the Agency, givinga full statement of the
condition of affairs, the adverse circum-
stances with which the Agent has had to
contend, and the origin of the troubles that
have arisen. Remedial measures were
suggested, and they were carefully consid-
ered by the Cabinet.
1 TRAIL OF THE APACHES ABANDONED.

Washington, June 23d.—General Pope
has telegraphed the War Department that
Captain Law ton was obliged to abandon
the trialof the hostile Apaches inMexico
at a point in the Sierra Madres fifteen
miles southeast of Bavispe river, his
horses being completely exhausted. The

Washington, June -Congressman
Townsbend said to-day: "I was" over in
New York the other day introducing Col.
Denby to a number of gentlemen who are
deeply interested in developing commer-
cial relations with China, and who have a
great deal of information that willprove
useful to our new Minister to Pekin. I
have taken a great interest in thismatter of
increasing our commerce with Asia and
South American countries, and this is the
result in part of having in New York a
number of friends who understand the
subject and are anxious to see something
accomplished. The time is ripe for draw-
ing this country and China close together,
it is not necessary to give statistics. Every-
one knows that China buys enormous
quantities of manufactured roods and for-
eign notions, and that we have a verysmall
part of this trade. We are China's nearest
neighbor among civilized nations, and we
have no political designs upon China, and
she understands that we are the best friend
China has among the Western nations.

Portland (Me.), June 23d.—The second
day of the National Encampment of the
Grand Army of the Republic is as beautiful
a day as could be desired for the great pro-
cession. The streets through which the :
parade was to pass were crowded withpeo- \
pieand gay with bunting. , At 11 o'clock
the signal gun for starting the procession
was fired and the linemoved forward with- i
out confusion. It had been calculated that
it wouldrequire two hours for the proces-
sion to pass, but instead of that it took
more than three hours. The most careful
estimates of the number of men in line
place the figures at 25,000, of which num-
ber 20,000 wore the uniform of the Grand
Army of the Republic.

The Governorship ofVirginia.
Richmond, June 23d.

—
The boom of ex-

Congressman John J. Wise for the Gov-
ernorship is rapidly growing, and many
Republicans consider his nomination as
their party standard-bearer as almost as-
sured. He is an intimate personal friend
of Mahone's, and equally intimate with
Governor Cameron. It is certainly the
wish ofboth of these two party leaders to
advance the political ambitions of Mr.
Wise. His greatest disadvantage in enter-
ing the race for this nomination is his
location. The mountain counties of the
Southwest have always been regarded by
Mahone as his great stronghold. In all
past campaigns since Mahone became
prominent in Virginia politics, except the
two last, that section of the State has al-
ways given his party large majorities. It
has generally been thought that the nomi-
nee for Governor ofMahone's party would
be selected from the Southwest!

From quite a number ofsources, respecta-
ble incharacter, complaints reach us that
the $10,000 appropriated by the State of
California inaid of the exhibit of this com-
monwealth at New Orleans have not been
expended with the public spirit and judi-
cious distribution naturally looked for in
the administration of a fund of such de-
scription, It was generally understood
that Mr. Andrews exhibited considerable
indifference to his appointment until he
had learned that Director-General Burke
had appropriated the sum of $5,000 to each
of the States and Territories. At this stage
the Commissioner from California is be-
lieved to have pricked up his ears, and
when the prospect ofthe appropriation of
an additional sum by the State of Califor-
nia became apparent, Mr. Andrews showed
that a change had come over the spirit of
his dream. He appointed local deputies,
but itis not said that he gave them any
portion of the money which he had drawn,
including $10,000 from the State and $4,500
of the $5,000 allotted by Director-Gen-
eral Burke from the Exposition Fund.
He arrived at New Orleans at .a

'
com-

paratively late day. and at a lime when
most of the good which accrues to this
section from the Exposition had been ac-
complished. As we have been advised, his
principal outlays have been for remodel-
ing the California headquarters, the total
expense, it is claimed, not exceeding $100
or $500. The leading feature of his efforts
has been thought by dispassionate observ-
ers to have been in the lineof exhibiting

1his own jewelry specialties as the Diamond
King of California. He has not succeeded
in making himself agreeable to his fellow-
Commissioners fromother States and Ter-
ritories, or rumor sadly belies him. In
one case, that of Frank • Kitv.ball, of Na-
tional City, San Diego county, a consign-
ment of citrus and other fruits, whose send-
ing had been invited by Mr. Andrews, was
allowed to lie at the New Orleans freight
depot because the California Commissioner
wouldnot pay the charges. It was only
made available to swell the Southern Cal-
ifornia display at Horticultural Hall
through the liberality ofa Califoniian then
at New Orleans, who paid the charges
himself, taking his chances of reimburse-
ment. Mr. Andrews' principal ell'orts, as
we have been informed, have been directed
to claiming all the credit for the energy
and liberality shown by the Southern
Pacific Railway, which corporation
kept Major Truman at the Crescent City for
months, and which had collected and car-
ried gratis to New Orleans the principal
California exhibits, always excepting Mr.
Andrews' jewelry specialties". Inaddition,
that company has constantly maintained
there, at its own charge, their agent, an en-
ergetic and capable young man, who worked
for the best interests of the whole State.
The California Commissioner has shown
himself notably indifferent to the interests
of southern California. It is asserted that
S. E.Pleasants, who maintained for months
amost creditable exhibitionofLos Angeles
honey the finest ever made in the world
at his own expense, and gave it away lav-
ishly to allwho desired to sample the de-
licious staple, after being promised $75 a
month from Mr.Andrews forthreemonths,
only received this trilling stipend for one
month. The "Diamond King.'' however,
has been very careful to maintain a police-
man to keep guard night and day, over his
diamonds and other bijouterie, and doubt-
less the State pays for this. Altogether the
Herald would liketo hear better, accounts
of the California Commissioner to the New
Orleans :Exposition -

Judge Field and Mr.Addington, of the
Sun, were warm personal friends many
years ago, when both resided inMarysville.
The following letter was a personal one,
and not intended for publication, but Mr.
Addington telegraphed Judge Field for the
privilege of giving it to the public, and the
Judge left itto his judgment. We think it
opportune, and that it willdo good at this
time. Judge Field has been as badly mis-
represented as any man in America, and as
the Stat is always ready to do justice to the
humblest citizen, it is proud to give the
same measure to a man whom it believes
to be thegreatest living jurist :

Washington, D. C,June 5, 1885,
Stephen Addington, J-^q.—Dear Silt: Your let-

ter was received some months ago. 1 perhaps
owe youan apology for not acknowledging it-
receipt before. Ihesitated towrite to you, be-
cause ofyour connection with the Colusa .Sun.
That paper, of which you are part proprietor,
has within the past two years contained many
references to me ofa most unfriendly character.
As the terms and .one of your letter forbid the
Idea that youapprove oi them, much less that
you are the author ofany of them. 1 pass them
by unnoticed, and answer your letter without
regard to your connection with the paper.

1reCall with pleasure my acquaintance with
you some years ago, and should be glad if op-
portunity occurred by which we might again De
brought together.-

lam not particularly sensitive toattacks upon
myself. These have been so frequent lor years,
nud based upon such miserable fictions ana mis-
representations, that they have ceased to dis-
turb me. 1 know that they are leveled, not at
my real self, but at my supposed another
party altogether, possessing different qualities,
doing different things, and holding different
opinions, Iwill not tret myself, because this
imaginary party, whom Iam supposed to repre-
sent, is assailed for acts of which 1 know noth-
ing, and foropinions whichInever held.
lv a private letter to Mr. I'ixley. some por-

tions of which have been recently made public
in the Argonaut, 1have refcrred.Jiu illustration
of the disposition to misrepresent and malign,
ofa portion ofthe California press, to the fiction
Ofa banquet alleged to have been givenme by
Governor Stanford in Washington, pending the
argument ofthe tux eases; ami to the comments
of the papers of the Slate, founded upon thesup-
posed truth ol that story, as to the Indecorum of
my conduct. Ialso referred to the statements,
now going the rounds of these papers, of my en-
deavors to control the Federal patronage on the
coast, and to the criticisms passed upon my
supposed action in that respect. County Com-
mittees also, composed always, ofcourse, of the
most intelligent and moral of the community,
like the pure-minded Mr. Breckinridge, ofMer-
ced county, and the statesmanlike .Mr. Buckley,
ofSan Francisco county, are much exercised
overmy want of judicial decorum and propri-
ety in this respect, and, in torse and energetic
language, express their grief and righteous in-
dignation. From that letter to Mr. i'ixley you
will have seen how utterly unfounded those
stories are. lam confident that no man hold-
ing a high position, living in Washington, has
had, for the last half a century, so little to do
with seeking appointments tooffice as myself.
Before the inauguration of Mr Cleveland,
though residing here for over twenty-one years,
1 asked for only about twelve appointments,
and a majority of these were for poor women in
the Departments. Since his Inauguration I
have not asked for as many: and these three
were for women. Itis true 1 have signed the
recommendations ofa great many persons with
whom I have been acquainted in California,
and who have asked me join others Inrecom-
mending them. In some instances Ihave also
written letters expressive of my high appre-
ciation ofthe character and abilities of the ap-
plicants.

Inthe light of these facts, what do you think
ofthe stuffwith which many of the papers of
California are tilled-.' Of course the President
and the heads of the departments, who know-
how much Ihave importuned them for ap-
pointments, will be greatly edified by state-
ments of my supposed importunity, and the
stirring and patriotic resolutions of the County
Committees, condemning it, if, indeed, such
stuffever attracts their attention. What a pity
the committees could not make facts by resolv-
ing that they exist !
In illustration of the fictions put forth, re-

specting myself, Iwill mention one more in-
stance, which appeared in the Examiner of the
19th ofMay. The correspondent of that paper
nt Washington seems to have an inventive
faculty for all occasions, indeed, his inventive
power"seems t'» be his particular merit with the
proprietors of that mendacious and leprous
journal. Bis dispatch, published that day, con-
tains the following:"

Washington. May ISth.— Judge Field ins
forced the fight during the past few days. His
attack on General Rosecrans, it appears, was
made in the presence of Speaker Carlisle, who
now champions Rosecrans 1cause. To-day Gen-
eral Denver and a number of Mexican veterans,
General Crawford of Gettysburg, with a dele-
gation of the Loyal Legion, and Congressman
Ryan of Kansas, with members of the Grand
Army ofthe Republic, called 011 the President
to refute the attack of Judge Field on Rose-
crans. The President answered each dele-
gation, that the Administration intended to
recognize the services of the great Democratic
Union General, and that his wishes would be
considered.

'

And also this :"
Zach Montgomery is assailed because he is

a Catholic. Judge Field said to the Attorney-
iGeneral that Montgomery was a Catholic, mid
was opposed tocommon school education. The
Attorney-General replied that it would be just
as important to know what were the view's of
Montgomery on Infant baptism."

Itis difficult to comprehend the vileness of
the nature which could send forth such pure
fabrications. Ihave never spoken to the ['resi-
dent, or to any head of a Department, respect-
lugGeneral Rosecrans. Ihave never mentioned
hi.- name in the presence of either of them,
whether inpraise or dispraise. Nor didIever
state to the Attorney-General, or to any one
else, that Mr.Montgomery was a Catholic. In-
deed, Idid not know that he was a Catholic,
and his religion was never the subject ofcon-
versation between the Attorney-General and
myself nor was iteven alluded to. (See letter

Mr.Garland, a copy of which Iinclose.) The
same mendacity and malignity attend nil dis-
patches of the Examiner's correspondent from
Washington, respecting myself. So far as they
relate to me, they have, inall eases, been pure
fabrications.
Imention these instances, not because T

should need any excuse for presenting my
views to the President, or to the bends of de-
partments, at any lime, respecting any person
who should be an applicant foroffice, whom I
deemed unworthy or unlit for it. Ihave ex-
pressed opinions to him, and tosome of them,
against the appointment ofany men who enter-
tain communistic or agrarian views, thinking
only those should hold office who believe in or-
der ami law and property, and the great institu-
tions of society upon which progress and civili-
zation depend. Iknow ofno principle by which
one, however high his position,' is to be denied
the privileges, or released" from the duties of
citizenship. Imention them onlyin illustration
of that persistent system of misrepresentation
which for years has characterized a portion of
the press ofCalifornia.

Representations respecting opinions held by
me have, of late years, inmany instances, also
lieen equally false and malignant. Ofcourse, I
amnot going to attempt any vindication to you,
or to any one else, ofmy judicial action. That
is a mutter of record, and 1 am content toleave
itto the judgment of the severest, but the most
just, cf nil tribunals, the legal profession.
There is,however, one opinion to whichIwill
refer, as ithas been the frequent subject of elo-
quent denunciation by politicians inCalifornia,
who have assumed to possess great learning In
the law. Imean my dissenting opinion in the
railroad cases, which involved the validity of
the Thurman Act. But Iwill do so simply to
call your attention to a letter, a copy of which I
inclose, of a former friend. Judge Wallace, late
Chief Justice of the Supreme Court ofCalifornia.
and now of "bad eminence" for his extreme
communistic views.

ButImust bring to an end this long letter. 1
did not intend, when Icommenced, to write
more than one or two pages, but in dictating to
my secretary Ihave run on until now my letter
embraces several sheets.

What 1 have written to you is strictly private,
and when yon have rend these lines you can

Court at San Francisco, yesterday morning,
handed down a decision inthe ease of the
United States against EllenRose. Itis as
follows:

In the Circuit Court of the United States.
Ninth Circuit, District of California, United
States vs. Ellen Rose. No. 096.

This is another suit in which, as in the ease
ofthe United States vs. The Sail Jacinto Tin
Company, upon an indemnity against costs
given to the Government by parties in Interest,
the indemnifying parties have been permitted
toprosecute a suit in the name of the United
States against the defendant, to set aside a
United Mates patent, upon the ground thai it
was obtained upon fraudulent representations
made to the Register of the Land Office, sup-
ported by perjury in the allidavits tiled, stating
the land"to be non-mineral, vacant land, when
it is alleged to have been, in fact, known min-
eral land, and to have been in the actual pos-
session of private parties claiming and work-
ins it as mineral land at the time of the en-
try in the Land Office and of the issue of the
patent. The fraud and perjury alleged con-
stitute the grounds ujion which it is sought
to -ate the patent, in I'nited States vs.
White, '.ILaw, 125, although Ientertained at the
time grave doubts as to its applicability, I
finally held upon the demurrer that the case
was governed by the principle established in
the I'uited States vs. Flint, iLaw.61-3; affirmed
in i»S United States, 68, and in Vance vs. Bur-
bank, 101 United States, Sl'J, and dismissed the
bill. Ithought it better thai tbe point should
be settled by the Supreme Court for that and all
other contemplated cases at that stage of the
case. The value of the property turned out to
be insufficient to give the Supreme Court juris-
diction. The question again arose in Culled
States vs. .Minor, and in other eases wherein
the value was also insufficient to give the Su-
preme Court jurisdiction, and itwas manifestly
likely to arise in numerous other cases in this
state. Still, being in doubt, and not fully sat-
isfied as to the correctness ofmy former ruling,
and the question being one certain to arise in
a L-:..it number of other eases, iinvited the
District Judge to sit with me, and though still
not fullysatisfied on the poiut,Iadhered to mv
rulingin White's case. # .

The District Judge, (hough somewhat indoubt, taking a different view of the question,
we divided in opinion, and upon the request of
the counsel forcomplainant, certified a division
of opinion to the Supreme Court; Judgment
was thereupon suspended in this and all other
cases involving the same questions then pend-
ing, until the joint should be authoritatively
settled in that case

Toward thecloseof the last term Minor's case
was decided by the Supreme court, and distin-
guished from the Cases upon whichIhad ruled:
and the views adopted In White's and Minor's
cases were overruled. The decision in Minor's
case therefore authoritative! v settles in favor of
complainant the main question presented by thedemurrer, and relied on by defendant in this
case.

Several questions arc made as to the suffi-
ciency ofsome ofthe material allegations ofthe
bill. However itmight be on special demurrer,
Ithink upon the whole that they are sufficient
upon a general demurrer, which only goes to a
v. ant ofequity in the bill,assuming the defend-
ant to be correct upon all other points discussed.
Upon the authority of United Sta'es vs. Minor,
5Sup. Ct I:*|>..83b, the demurrer must be over-ruled, and leave given toanswer to the bill on
orbefore the rule day in August; and itis so or-
dered.

The decision is an important one, as it
affects a great many United States patents
to land. • m
