Tre heat in New York on the 16th inst.
was intense. The thermometer climbed to
95°, and men and women by the hundred
were prostrated, and some died because of

the stifling atmosphere. Here in Sacra-
mento 95° of heat causes little or no dis-
comfort. In New York the air is humid,
the streets narrow, and the buildings high.
The pavements and walls retain the heat
and give it off'at night. The avenuesthus
become hot air flues, the moist atmosphere
surcharged with heat oppresses the lungs
and heats the blood, and as a consequence
the vitality of the people is fairly wilted
when the thermometer registers 95° in the
shade. Here the atmosphere is dry, and
not retentive of heat; our streets are broad,
our walls low, and our foliage abundant.
Up in the nineties it is hot, of course, but
never that kind of heat that incapacitates
from labor or results in any physical pros-
tration. With the setting of the sun the
air and the earth cool, and at night that
equable temperature prevails which makes
the evenings in the valley glimpses of par-
adise. Even in San Francisco the degree
of hieat that oppresses the people living in
that humid atmosphere makes the day
here delightful.
