He is Vice-President
of the North Hirer Bank, and Director in
several insurance companies. He always
has |been a Democrat in politics. His
father studied law withAlexander Hamil-
ton, and was a representative of New York
city on the occasion of the opening of the
Erie Canal. He was indorsed to the Presi-
dent for appointment byEdward Cooper,
Genera] John B. Woodward, and a large
number of other merchants and politicians..H. 8. Beattie is a lawyer, and was asso-
ciate attorney in the corporation counsel's
office during'Secretary Whitney's term. He
has been an active man in the County
Democracy organization, and is at present
Deputy County Clerk of New York. He

Colonel Silas W.Burl was formerly Naval
Officer, and was removed by President
Arthur. He is at present the Chief Exam-
iner of the Now YorkCivil Service Com-
mission. He supported Cleveland forGov-
ernor in 1832, and was an active supporter
ofthe Democratic candidate last fall. The
term of General Graham wouldnot expire
until1887, but he is suspended because the
President believes a sound public policy
requires the reorganization of the whole
customs service at the port of New York,
and it is deemed that a complete new or-
ganization is essential to the proposed
change of methods.
