SHOT DOWN ON THE STREET.

[DETAILS OF THE MURDER OF
JOHN C. GREEN.

A Pull Report of the Coroner's In-

quest— 31. Hot/. Charged

with the Crime.

About a quarter past 1- yesterday morn-
ing the residents in the neighborhood of

Eighth and JI streets were startled by the
report of a shotgun. A man was seen to
ran along the west side of Eighth, toward
M,and fallon the sidewalk near Zoiler's
butcher simp. He was soon surrounded
by several gentlemen who live near by or
who were passing at the time. It proved

to be John C. Green, or
"

Nigger Green,"
as he- was familiarly known in sporting
circles. He seemed to be somewhat
under the influence of liquor, and it

was noticed that lie had a fear-
ful gunshot wound in the bowels,

from which the intestines were protruding.

He was apparently in his right mind, and
said he had been shot down by John Hot/.
without cause. He was conveyed to his
home, in the alley between M and N.
Second and Third stxets, where he died
ingreat agony at a quarter past 5, or just
live hours trom the time he was wounded.
Green was a man well known in sporting
circles, and had lived in this city for up-
wards of thirty years. He leaves a wife
ami three sons. 'The latter are aged re-
spectively 18, 1") and 7. Hotz was imme-
diately arrested, and is now in the City
Prison. Hotz has obtained Charles T.
Jones as counsel. The funeral of Green
willtake place at 2 p. m. to-day from his
late residence. There are many conflicting
rumors as to the causes that led to the
murder. The following is the sworn testi-
mony given at the Coroner's inquest,
which was bald last evening by Justice
C.X. Post

PROCEEDINGS OF THE INQUEST.

Officer J. D. Kent sworn. Said that he
was acquainted with the deceased during
his life-time. He was also wellacquainted
with John SI. Hotz. He found the de-
ceased yesterday morning, between 12 and
1o'clock, lying on the sidewalk on Eighth
street, between I. and SI streets. When
questioned Green said Hot/, had shot him.
Witness then proceeded to Hotz's reside
and placed him under arrest. He admitted
doing the deed, and said he was not sorry
for what he had done. Witness then took
his prisoner to the city jail. He said he
found Green lying on the east side of
Eighth street, between L and M, about 60
feet north of the alley. Several parties
were standing around the wounded man
when witness arrived: Sirs. Hotz's resi-
dence is on Eighth street, between M and
X. in the west side, very near a block away
from where the deceased fell to the walk.
Hotz told witness that he had shot Green
with ashotgun, and that the gun could be
found in his house on the alley. Witness
went and got the gun. and Hotz identified
it as the one withwhich lie had committed
tin- deed. Witness said all these things
had been repeated in the city prison before
the Chief oi Police and the District Attor-
ney. Hotz remarked that the deceased had
give;) him no end of trouble, and he
thought he had done right in getting rid. of
him. Witness said he was withdeceased
when he died.

Officer L. W. Farrell said he knew Green
very wellduring his lifetime, and also was
quite wellacquainted with Mr.H.etz. . He
said about ten minutes past 12 he beard a
police whistle blowing. He went immedi-
ately to ascertain the trouble, and found
John Green lying on the walkon Eighth
street, as described by officer Kent. Green
recognized witness, calling him by name,
and. in answer to inquiry, said that he bad
been
SHOT DOWN 111" JOHN hotz WITHOUT cause.
Afterwards inGreen's house he told officer
Jackson in my presence that Mrs. Hotz
was the cause of the trouble. He said they
quarreled over leer, thief Jackson took
down what be said. Witness said he was
withhim when he died about 5 o'clock in
the morning.

Chief Jackson, sworn—."said he knew
Green very well,and was also acquainted
with John Hotz. As sen, nas heard "1 the
shooting he took a hack and went over to
see Hot/., having heard that Green had
been fatally wounded. Hotz said he was
stopping at a house in the alley some
distance from where his wife lived.
He was staving there to watch
some goods. He said he heard Mrs.
Hotz scream and call forhim to come. He
went out with his shotgun. Arriving at
the gate in front of hi- wife's house he
found Green there, standing in the gateway.
He spoke to Green, asked him what he
wanted, and he replied by saying,

!"and throwing hark his hand, as if
to draw a pistol. Hotz said lie then pulled
up his gun and fired. To use his own
words:

"'
Green started and ran down the

street like the very devil. 1 didn't think
then that Ihad hit him." Hotz said there
bad been troublebetween them for some
time When the Brown and Eagan case
was rife be had heard that his wife was at
Madame Frey's one night with another
party. He also heard that Green and Ed.
McGraw

HAD FOLLOWED HER THAT SIGHT.

He knew*tbcse things from having been
told of them by Green himself. The night
ol'the trouble Mrs. Hotz informed her hus-
band that Green bad slapped her on the
sideofthe bead. When Hotz heard his wife
scream be says he lost no time in running
over to her rescue. He did not wait to put
on all his clothes but slipped on !ns panta-
loons and shoes, and, seizing his gun, ran
out. When witness first saw Creen be re-
fused to have anything to say about the
shooting. He was somewhat under the in-
fluence of liquor, a. '. did not seem tee
realize that he must soon .ii .1 was
finally convinced by the attending physi-
cian that his moments on earth were very
few, and seeming for the !ir.-t time to
realize that death was staring him in the
face, he said : "iioiz shot me for nothing.
Iwas coming alone on Eighth street, and
v. hen about half way between the butcher
shop and Mrs.Hotz's reside] 1 was met by
Hotz. He said '1 have got you at last,"
and tired." <irecn also'acknowledgcd that
he had been
CEIMIXAI.LYINTIMATE WITH MRa.

He said she is not Hotz' wife, and never
was. Mrs. Hotz was sent for, and when
she arrived at the bedside' ifthe ing man
-in got down, cried, and seemed to be very
much affected, Green said,

"
This is all on

your account." She said Ilo;/ was a
wretch, used other uncomplimentary terms
regarding him. She said that she and her
son were not parties to the crime, had
nothing to •:•' with it, and called upon
Green to say so. Green admitted what she
said was true. He also said that early in
the evening he was drunk, and had slapped
her in the face at the corner of Third and
X streets. Green and Mrs. Hotz seemed to
think considerable of one another. She
kissed him and he kissed her. Witness
said to Green, "Hid you not say to me a
moment ago that Ho;/, was not married to
this woman?" Mrs. Hotz spoke up
quickly and excitedly, saying, "Why, John,
you know we are. Do you want to put me
in trouble?" Green said, "Allright, then;
let it go." When Mrs. Hotz was told that
Green was fatally wounded, she said, tear-
ing a bandage from offher head,

lvmse she said :

and he
replied that he did.

William F. HuntOOO, who lives at 721M
street, said he arrived on the spot very
early after thr shooting. Green told him
his name and address, and asked him to
send for Mr-. Green. Witness sent two
young men after the wounded man's wife,
and hastened off himself to find a physi-
cian.

George Green, the 18-year-old son of de-
ceased, was the next witness. He said bis
father was 30 years of age; a native of
Louisiana; had a wife ami three children.
lie was not acquainted with any of the
facts in relation to the murder. His father's
fullname was John Cheunint; Green.

John Green, another of the sons' of the
deceased, 15 years of age, related how his
father bail been brought home on a litter,
am! described some of the incidents of his
death. lie said,

"
Isaw him gasping, and

tried to get near him, but he said, 'Go
away, Johnnie,

YOU MAKE PAPA KEEL HAD.' ".'

The post mortem examination was made
by Drs. Parkinson and White. They found
no external marks of violence. On the right
side of the center line, just below the chest,
we:.- a very large gunshot wound. The
wound was very much lacerated and a
large portion ofthe liver torn away. Por-
tions of the clothing, a number of -hot and
two pints of blood were found in the cavity

of the stomach. The cause of death was
hemorrhage and shock.

-
Willie Horton, step-son of Mr. Iloiz,

was next, sworn.- He stated that Green
called at bis mother's house late that night
and tried to get in. His mother called him
and he went to the door and kept Green
out. He had a bottle in*his hand and
threatened to mash itover Green's head if
he came in. He did not see his fathershoot, but looking out after the shot saw
!him taking his gun down from his shoul-
|der. He said he and his mother for a long
!time, with their littlesister, roomed in the
|Grand Hotel.

HIS FATHER HID -NOT LIVE WITH THEM,
But at the Grand Hotel; used to come
around early of mornings and help do up
the work. While Iwas keeping Green
out of the house that night, my mother
ran around to the alley and called my
father. She had been back about three
minutes, and she and Iwere standing in
the middle room when we heard the shot.
Iwas trying to persuade her to stay in.
While at the door. Green tried to explain
something to me, but he was too fullof
liquor. After my father had shot Green,
he came in the house; said hewould#go
over and put on his clothes, and be ready
to give himself up to the police. One
night at the Grand Hotel Green tried to
get into my mother's room. He tried to
kick in the door, and then attempted to
get through the transom, and was only-
frightened offwhen

MV MOTHER DISCHARGED A PISTOL;

This was a month or si.*; weeks ago. Hotz
ate at home occasionally. Green owed my
mother a sum of money ; be had become
responsible for money due her from another
party.

After hearing the above testimony the
jury brought in the following verdict:"' We, the Coroner's jury, being duly sworn
by C. X. Post, Justice of the Peace," do find
that said man's name is John C. Green, a
native' of Louisiana, aged .'l9 years, and
that be came to his death from a gunshot
wound, as described in annexed surgeon's
certificate; said wound was caused bya
gun in the hands ofJohn M.Hotz,and we,
the jury, charge John SI. Hotz with the
killingof the above-described deceased."—

City Trustees.

The Board of City Trustees met at 10 a.
m. yesterday, all the members present.

The motion of Street Commissioner
Nielsen to have the streets and alleys
throughout the city all declared open cre-
ated considerable discussion. This, involv-
ing several very important blocks in vari-
ous parts of the city, a number of inter-
ested property-owners were present. Judge
W.H.Beatty appeared on behalf of the
heirs of the Hooker estate who own -even
blocks east ofAgricultural Park. They are
inclosed, planted to young fruit trees and
asparagus. He said the opening of those
streets wouldnot be any advantage to the
traveling public. The streets are cut of by
Agricultural Park, and those blocks are
only fitfor the purpose for which they arc
now used —

cultivation. They are not
salable for buildinglots. Mrs". Hooker, a
widow lady with live minor children, owns
those lots, and makes a livingupon them.
It would cost at least $3,000 to make the
necessary fences ifthey were forced toopen
the streets and alleys,

'
liesaid the cutting

tipof those young orchards would render
them valueless ;not being salable as build-
inglots they wouldbe depreciated in value,
and thus the estate of these minors, which
now affords them a living, would be prac-
tically destroyed.

Mr"Catlin said he did not think thai the
Board should declare streets and alleys
open, to the detriment of property, just on,
the caprice of one who comes here, de-
clares that he is an American citizen, says
the officialmap shows streets and alleys
now under fence and demands that they be
open. His demand is not worth the serious
consideration of theBoard. Those alleys and
streets, instead of being an accommodation
to the traveling public, would actually be a
nuisance. Allthe thoroughfares are" there
that are required by the traveling public.
The motives which prompt these requests
are not known, but they certainly are not
commendable. He spoke about the open-
ing of the alley through Recreation Park.
He said the citizens adjoining did not ask
for its being opened for traveling purposes,
but because they objected to Sunday
amusements. He said the opening of the
alley would not accomplish the desired
end. but would result in making two dia-
mond fields whirl- but one now exists.
He counseled the Board to leave matters as
they now are. When, in the course of
time, the cityof Sacramento shall have be-
come twice as populous and wealthy as at
present, which perhaps will not be for
twenty-five years, it may be necessary to
open these alleys topublic use.

Add.C. Hinkson said the parties east of
Agricultural Park who had fenced the
streets were land-grabbers and monopolists.
They went there with their eyes open,
fenced the streets and alleys, knowing that
they had no right to them, andcould never
acquire a titles Judge Beattie ami Judge
Catlin ignore me fact that we. the citizens
of that portion of the city, have some
rights in this matter. Those people have
(armed those streets long enough.'and we
demand them opened, because they are a
convenience, a nceessity, and the closing
up of those streets by those land-grabbers
is a detriment to our property. It would
also improve the property of those individ-
uals who now have the streets closed.
Their property for residence purposes, any
real estate agent will tell you, would be
increased by 100 per cent. You should
look to the common good of the whole
people. This act of opening streets will
add to our taxable property. Open those
streets and alleys, as Ithink you are sol-
emnly bound to do, and you will find that
those asparagus fields of Mrs. Hooker and
those orchards of Mr. Todd willsoon be
dotted over with beautiful homes. Iam
here sincerely in this matter, without any
feeling toward any one. Idon't think that
individual rights should be given, which
are a detriment to the whole community.
He spoke about the Recreation Grounds.
The language used at those places is not
what one would like to have their wives
and daughters hear, especially on Sunday,
and those livingin the immediate vicinity
cannot avoid bearing such every Sunday,
under the present management of that
block.

Mr.Nielsen said tie- object ofhis pro-
posing the resolution was to bring the
matter squarely before the Board, and
Settle this much-mooted question.

Mayor Brown and Trustee Jones were
both opposed to the resolution. They

night ittoo sweeping.
Mayor Brown said be thought this mat-

ter should b'_> taken a block at a time. Any
person de.-iring that an alley or street be
closed must properly present the matter to
the Boar Ifor itsaction. Nielsen's motion
was lost by a unanimous vote. The fol-
lowing, drawn un by Mr.Beatty, was in-
troduced by Trustee Jones : ''At a regular
meeting of the Board of Trustees of the
city ofSacramento, the followingorder was
adopted : That it is the intention of the
Board of Trustees of the city of Sacra-
mento to vacate the alters in the blocks
bounded by E and F, and Fifteenth and
Sixteenth streets, and X and F, and Six-
teenth ami Seventeenth streets ;and also
Twenty-fourth street, from 15 to F streets, C
street, from Twenty-third to Twenty-fifth
-tree:-, D street, from Twenty-third to
Twenty-fifth streets, and E street, from
Twenty-third to Twenty-fifth street, and
also all the alley- between l'> and !\u25a0'. and
Twenty-third and Twenty-fifth streets, in
said city."
