Proposed Railroad to the Coal Fields.

Frorexce, July 27th. —It is learned
through reliable sources that the Southern
Pacitic Company has sent Engineer Gus-
tave Cox out to survey and prepare esti-
mates of the cost of running the necessary
tunnels for the contemplated railroad fron
Willcox, A. T, to the Deer creek or San
Carlos coal fields.
