manufactures,” which required 217,451,000
pounds in 1884,

orchestral scores of Weber's opera of “ 1
ryanthe,” Mozart’s ““ Don Giovanni,” “Aj
thekeinm and Doctor,” ** Les Paysons en
Grenovilles,” *“Olympia” and *‘ Literatia
et Patnodia.””
