On the
other hand, an ordinary variety, .sel out in
a manner which willbring to the growth
oi the tree all the forces of nature which
are possible, and which has subsequent!}
the beel and most thorough cultiva-
tion, willproduces superior quality of its
kind, and which willbe. more tempting to
'.itf eye and more saleable than tii.- former.

Among the classes of >vk'k which fastest
deteriorate in value, under lack of due
care, is perhaps the horse, since it is not
even allowed to look out for itself, but
<:-; strength i.-> largely required and
appropriated for the use of man.
This tact has brought the horse into special
relation with mankind, and its claims for
protection, and the best treatment that can
be bestowed, is not only a consideration
having amoney qualification, but also ap-
peals to the humane sentiment. A writer

\u2666he f eding produces most of the intestinal
disorders. Bad shoeingcaases almost every
prevalent lament.-.-: ; even spavins and
ringbones are due to bad shoeing and the
use of calks, which throw the foot out of
proper level, and cause straining of the
joints a;iii ligaments. The cutting away of
the frog «x|)obeH thu tender interior vi the
foot to bruises, and causes disease. Foul
stables with pungent odors, which causes
the harness to rot. and destroy the varnish
npji\carriagi i, may wellbe expected to in-
jure the eyes and the lunir.s and air pas-
sages ; ar.<! over-feeding, or irregular feed-
ingand watering, produce indigestion and
colic, and encourage the multiplication of
worms. I;is of far gnater importance to

avoid all thtse causes of trouble than to
seek remedies for them."

TUF INJURY CAUSED BY BABBITS.
The Shasta county Dcm^xral refers to the

injury bring caused by rabbit.-, in the north-
ern part of the State as follow.: "Rab-
bits ure now causingagreat deal of trouble
and annoyance to horticulturists and viti-
culturists in the oonnty, much more so
than .li<: the grasshoppers, so we are in-
formed by \V. C. Lee, of Stillwater. They
Will greatly injure, ii not t. taily destroy.
Rowing vims and young fruit'irct.s ina
very short time when- the fences are not
tight enough to exclude his rabbitship.
As a majority of the new-comers are not
able to fence proof against the depredations
of this long-eared pest, Mr. Lee offers this
mo'it; of abating orexterminating the evil :
Takea cupful ofsalt, add about a fourth
A . teaspoonful of strychnine, mix it
thoroughly and place iton a board in your
oneyard, or orchard. The rabbits "will
come up to lick the sal:, and there partake
of the fatal mixture. Another way is to
divide :\r. apple into quarters, and' place?he;i! conveniently under the tree-. lie
careful not to use too much strychnine in
cither case, as itwillmake the bait too bit-
ter to be effectual. Mr. L. says thai one
year the rabbits cleaned him out slick and
clean, but since he adopted the above
method he has not been bothered much."

A NIZU SHEEP DIBEASX,

A re table gentleman who has jt^i re-
turned from northern California and Ore-g«n states that many sheep in the section
•vbir.'jhe- visited are- seriously afflicted with

•- in the liver. The leeches are a
flat insect or worm, much resem-

blingLhe linger nail in ,\/.r. and .shape, but. iie same coloras liver. These parasites
literally honeycomb the liver by eating it,
and the sheep soon die. Our informant
believes the leech to be taken into the
system with the water which the sheep
drink, and gradually make- their way to theLiver. Some sheepmen have already lost
large numbers from tiu-ir flocks lij this
disease.

A1.K.'.1.l A \-SFA-iM::NTS.
The County Board of Equalization of

Kern county, says the Ca&tfornian, has
granted the petition of the owners ofgrow-
ingcrops ofalfalfa to be relieved from tax-
ation thereon, and the assessment of |G
per acre on this crop has been .stricken from
ihe- assessment roll. That paper says :''

This must bring about a conflict with"the
State Board of Equalization, who were in-
etrumental in imposing the tax. But in
this matter the impression is general that
this Board exceeded their constitutional
powers. With" the same propriety the
owner of a wildstock range could be taxed
>n his grass, because itis perennial, spring-
ing tipevery year from the seed or roots.
Alfalfais a just the same, disappear-
ingat :i certain season and springing up
again after an interval of several months.
Fruit tree? and vines, on the contrary. a-v
always there, a visible fact. Besides, a di-
rect tax on production is wrong. The
farmer is hampered enough by natural
causes in making things grow, without an
artificialburden being directly imposed on
liis efforts."

EAKTnqtAK&i AND PH YI.LOXKKA.
A curious phenomenon is repotted from

some of the vineyards in the province of
Malaga. According to Spanish papers
plants attacked by the phylloxera and given
up as practically dead have begun to show
marked symptoms of vitality, due, it is
believed in the localities, to the destruction
of the insect by gases or electrical condi-
tions consequent on the earthquakes in
lhat district. The earthquakes exert a
destructive influence on the phylloxera
insect of the grape, in the opinion of S.
Villaiogne. who has told the l'uri.s Academy
of Sciences ofa vineyard near Malaga which
had apparently been destroyed by the para-
site, but which vigorously hurst into leaf
after the recent earthquakes in southern
Spain. The destruction of the phylloxera
by earthquakes, if such ts the case, is un-
doubtedly due to certain deleterious gases
which are thereby liberated in the lower
strata of the earth which find a gradual
access t-j the surface through a crevice ver-
tically opened.— [Scientific Press.

nsw msacc pests.

An Eastern paper speaks of two pests
which have recently made their first ap-
pearance there, and as all these injurious in-
sects willsooner or later reach this cot.st,
their advent, even as far away as Xew York
State, is of interest. The exchange speaks
of them as follows :

"
One makes havoc

among the onion beds, and the other at-
tacks strawberry beds. So far as could be
judged from the young caterpillars, the one
so destructive to the onions in Orange
couuty, New York, appears to be the spe-
cies known as the greasy cut-worm. The
worms make a hole in the ground, to
which they retire in the early morning,
and remain quiet during the day. Atnigllt
they issne forth on their work of destruc-
tion, and those which do not climb cut off
young and tender plants jr.si at the surface
of the soil. They feed upon the plant, and
often drag pieces of the leaves to '.heir bur-
tows, wlr.ch leads to thtir detection. I'pon
inquiring what bad been done tocheck the
insect in its destructive work, we learned
that plaster, lime, salt, ashes, Paris green
*nda secret poisonous prtpiration called
•* slug-shot

'
had been used, with but

little or no perceptible effect. The
most effective method was to col-

lect the worms at night and Jkill
them. This, wheie the area is several
acres, \* :in aim cat hopeless task. She
strawberry weevil is annoyins growers in
Michigan and o:i.Ptatc-n lslaud, K. Y. It
is closely related to the plum weevil, or
eurcnlio. The strawberry weevil feeds
upon the flowers of the strawberry, and
abo pierces the stalk*, just bt.ow the
flower clusters, causing thetn to break off
with the young berries, and thus the crop
is lost. 1\ G. Winant, of Staten Island,
who lirst brought this in^ot to notice losj

year, writes that the weevil sc.irce.ly
troubles those kind of strawberries which
have pistillate flowers. This Immunity of
the pisTillate varieties may be due to the
fact thai the insect is fond of pollen, and
avoids Bowers which do not furnish ;'>..

The weevil will probably Bpread, and
strawberry growers should be on the watch
for its first appearance. Band-picking a... \u25a0 Vila when tiiey arc first seen upon
the flower may save much trouble, the
Insect is no imported enemy, but native,
vihi.:li has only recently invaded cultivated
grounds. As in other cases, finding an
abundance of food to its liking, the insect
jrill : d ' increase with a rapidity

ifore unknown to it."

A small feedofdrv hay is said to give
relief t" a cow suffering from clover or
alfalfa bloat, After having eaten the hay
the animal will otart to chewing the cod,
which seems to give relief by belching up
wind which attends the operation of cod
chewing. Ifthe cud does not come readily
it may be assisted by tyiiiir a short stick
crosswise in the cow's mouth, which seems
to cause her to work her jaws and bring
into play the attendant muscles employed
in cud chewing, and allowing the escape of
gas with each portion of cud ua it is
Brought up for sec >nd chewing.

The cool spring and late cool weather
have been very favorable to our r;.< ii-ii
crop. There ure less dried and sunburnt
berries, and both grapes and bunches are
larger than ever before. Muscata are this
year ijigreat demand, and our large grape-
growers buy them now at from £1C to $20
pi-i- ton, according to quality. In sweat
boxes six and seven cents have been of-
fered for better kinds, an.t live for medium,
quality.- -[Fresno Republican.

The culture of hemp has been revived in
central Illinois the present season. The
fiberis tobe sold to the manufacturers of
them for self-binders. It is thought thut
the demand for hemp for this purpose will
cause this crop tobe extensively raised in
the future.

Sheep should never he allowed to suffer
from the heat ofthe sun and from being
worried bythe gadfly for want of shade.
