DOMESTIC.

Preparing Their Final Report.

WasHincToN, August 23d.—The South
American Commissioners are preparing
their final report, which will be transmitted
to Congress by the President, along with
eleven specizl reports upon the different
countries, which have been forwarded
from time to time to the Secretary of State.
These 'q»'»lts being addressed to Congress,
cannot be furnished for publication With-

. -

out viuluting official m:;:iv:)ﬁ but they
have been briefly foreshadowed by dis-

patches sent from time to tine to the Sec-
retary, informing him of the progress of
the Commissioners. The detailed reports

are  very voluminous, 1 contain
much valuable matter r contain not
only the views and conclusions of the

Commission, but also statements taken by
stenogiaphers from mnearly all prominent
parts of merchants emmged in the foreign
trade in the countries visited, giving the
result of their obseryations and their
opinions as to the best modes of promoting
trade between those countries and the
United Btates. It was the practice of the
Commission at cities visited to invite
before them the prominent merchants who
were sapposed to be friendly disposed
towards the United States, and to secure
from them all information possible relating
to the trade of their own countries with the
United States and its commercial rivals,
and to ascertain from them the reason why
our country had so small a share of the
South American commerce. Various
topics, upon which dose inquiry was made,
were furnished in the instructions given by
Mr. Frelinghuysen, late Secretary of State,
bearing upon a closer intimacy between
the U mtc«* States and the other republics
of this hemisphere. They embodied a
series of propositions, which were accepted
by every one of the Governments except
Chile. The report, which will be submit-
ted to Congress, will make two or three
\ thousund pages. including the information
W furnished by 250 or more merchants inter-
A viewed. The Commission have been con-

A Triple Murder.

Cricaeo, August 23d.—The Daily News
Sprm«;.rehl I1l., special, says: The city is
greatly excited ‘over the double, and what
may turn out to be triple, murder, which
occurred in broad d: awylight to-day in one of
the principal sireets. This morning Leon-

leased. He immediately armed himself
with twa reyolvers of large caliber, and be-
came loud in threats against policemen W.
e J. Camp and Fred Gall, who arrested him

About noon-time Gardner saw the two
officers approaching Lim on Washington
wesiieet. Hastily entering a hallway, he
opened fire. Officer ( mp fell dead. "Gall

returned the fire rapidly, and in a moment
Gardner fell, pierced by ‘three bullets. He
died m:t.mll\' Officer Gall fell with two
bullets in him. It is not thought likely he
will recover.

Killed His Mistress,

Cuicaco, August 23d.—Late Saturday
night, in a sparsely populated section of the
town of Lake, Sarah Snider, the mistress of
Cornelius O’ Learv was shot and instantly
killed, and Kate 0 Leary, a sister of the
supposed murderer, was so seriously
wounded by a mstol shot that she will
probably die. It is believed almost certain
that O'Leary killed his mistress, and at-
tempted the life of his sister, as shortly
previous to the shooting the trio were seen
together drinking beer. O Leary has not
yet been found. The wounded woman re-
fuses to say anything whatever about the
affair. The occurrence assumes an histori-
cal aspect, in that Cornelius O’Leary is a
Son of Mrs. O’Leary, whose fractious cow
kicked over the lamp that started the fire
that burned Chicago.
