General Grant's Will.

Washington speda! says: General Frede-
rick T. Dent, brother-in-law of General
Grant, was spoken to to-day with regard to
the statement of George W. ChiMS, that
Grunt made a will during his residence at
Long Branch last summer. "General
Grant did make a will,"said Dent, "but at
that time he hud something to leave his
wifeand children. When he dii-d he had
absolutely nothing to bequeath. What \v;is

the use, then, of a will made when he had
property. I know, bowers, that he left
explicit instructions to Mrs. Grant, which
will be as sacred to her as any will that
could be drawn." General Dent also said:
"Itwas the wish of Fred Grant that his
father be buried at Arlington. 1 aiu satis-
fied the entire family would have liked
him to lie there, but who was there that
could guarantee that Mrs. Grant could rest
beside him? Congress alone has jurisdic-
tion over the jrround at Arlington.''

Visitors to Gram's Tomb.
New York, August J4th.—The rain

caught very few persons napping at River-
side lark yesterday morning. In the after-
noon, however, about lo.uOo visited Grant's
tomb. On week days the majority «f the
visitors are strangers. .Sundays they are
generally residents of the city." It is esti-
mated that 200,000 people have visited the
tomb since the day of the funeral.

Challenged to a Duel.

Nkw Yor.K, August 24th.—A Washing-
ton special to the Sun says : The Treasury
Commission, which has been investigating
the otriee of the Supervising Architect, has
ordered the suspension of all payments in
the case of the new Postofh'ce building in
Kansas City. A bad state of things has
been developed there. At the last session
of Congress Jl'O.tXKj was appropriated for
the completion of the approaches to the
building, for a dock, and for sewer connec-
tions. On the strength of this appropri-
ation citizens subscribed $lf>,ooo for a tine
clock, the bell of which was to enable res-
ih-M- ol the city and vicinity within a
radius of six miles to keep the time and
set their watches by. But months passed
by and there was no sign of the clock. This
led to inquiry, and inuuiry led to disagree-
able revelations. Itappears that the Super-
vising Architect, Bell, has spent the whole
120,000, and that only $1,4U0 of that sum
has gone for any of the objects embraced
in the appropriation. This sum was paid
for an iron fence. tThe Sum of$18,680 has
been spent for heavy marble wainscoting
within the Postoffiee, for which there is
found no warrant in the appropriations.
The result is that accounts are suspended,
and Mr. Bell finds himself charged with
an Illegal and improper expenditure of
public funds.

Here during the forenoon he re-
mained for some time, and assisted in fig-
uring up the interest accounts of deposit-
ors, who came to-day to draw their money.
Shortly afier 2 o'clock Mr. Gatchell arrived
at the lawyer's ofhee. and began to look
over Adams' ledger. Adams then went
down into the bank and killed him»e!f. He
leaves a widow, daughter and two sons.
