A letter from General Stahel stated that
he intended leaving Shanghai on the 14th
'if July, and that during his absence <J. H.
Scidmore. United States Vice-Consul-Gen-
eral, will be in charge of the Consulate-
General in that city.

All the cargo and passenger boats [dying
tetween Canton and the coast ports wont
on ;i strike on account of the officials hav-
ing levied a ta\ amounting to lUO taol> per
anntun for small, and higher sums for
larger boats. The tax was levied to raise
(buds for liquidating the expenses of the
late war. The result was a compromise,
the authorities agreeing to reduce the
amount of the tax, whereupon the boats
recommenced running.

The Pekingese are decidedly "cheekier"
