SHASTA'S SPOOK.

INCIDENTS AND FACTS OF THE
MYSTERIOUS AFFAIR.

Worse Than Table-Tipping and
More of It—Statements of Offi-

cials —Cavorting Spirits —Etc.

Some time since an article appeared in
a San Francisco paper in which were -de-
scribed certain mysterious phenomena said
to have occurred gn a farm nine miles
from Millvillf.Shasta county. According
to the article in question stones were
thrown into the house.doors opened. Eurni-
ture moved, etc., and many other things
done —all without a visible cause. To
ascertain if there was any foundation for
the statements referred to, a letter was
written to the Postmaster at Millville,ask-
ing it the statements as published were
credited by the general public, and request-
ing his own opinion on the subject. The
gentleman replied as follows—the note be-
ing on tile in the RacoXD-TTxiOB office ;

ANOTHER OFFICIAL s STVTEMEXT.

Mn.i.vii.i.F:. August 18, 1885.
Yours of August 14th has been duly re-

ceived. The newspaper article referred to
of the 10th inst. is substantially correct,
but does not contain an account of one-
half of the strange doings which have
taken place at the Fisher ranch near this
place. The manifestations stated were seen
and witnessed by upwards oi twenty per-
sons ofgood standing in this neighborhood,
and to doubt their statements would be
very difficult. These statements are gener-
ally believed by the people of this neigh-
borhood to have taken place, and more he-
sides. 1 cannot doubt the veracity of the
many persons who have stated to me per-
sonally that they >aw those occurrences in
open daylight. 1 therefore believe them to
be true.

The strange doings arc described in detail
in tin* Eatt-adt Time* of August Bth, pub-
lished at Millville,and in the following
language:

Millvilleis just now the center of the
sensation of the day. the cause being the
supernatural exhibition which has been
taking placeTbr tin- past two weete on the
ranch of Peter Fisher, situated on the Tam-
arac road, ten miles from town. It is a case
without parallel in the annals of spirit
manifestations heretofore known. Wi
endeavor to clearly state the facts aa they
exists—facts to which many of our prom-
inent people are ready to* swear, having
been witnesses to the strange manifesta-
tions.

We will premise by staling that the
house is situated on a Blight rise about -50
yards from Old Cow creek ; the \u25a0

building is the barn, fifty yards away; no
trees or shrubbery are nearer to the house
than the orchard, which is at the bo:; im of
the rise, some fiftyyards away. The tem-
porary cabin is on the opposite bank of the
creek fron the house.

Two weeks ago Thursday, while Mr.
Fi-hor was away from home, toe \>:<\ man-
ifestation was made. Itwas in the shape
of rocks being thrown. Jim Fisher, the [
fifteen-year-old son, was fishing in the!
creek, when small rocks began falling]
around his line. Bearing away the Bab, and
caused him to quit fishing and go op to the
house. His mother took Jimmie to task
when he got to the house for throwing
rocks into the front rdbsi, which laces the
creek, several roc!.-1 having been thrown in
on the iloor. The boy denied throwing the

: indeed, it would have been im;
ble for him'to have thrown the distance
from the creek. On tie. return of ;
the phenomenon continued in the .-!. I \u25a0

rocks falling on the kitchen door, i!,,
appearing to come through a small open-
ing where a window-pane was out. and
were never seen until after tiny were .
to strike the floor. This fusilade kept up
at intervals lor two days before other mani-
festations appeared. The next il to
the moving of pictures, the opening!
umbrella on the front-room table, the
throwing of the bedclothes ami mattress oil
ofa bed. Although a strict watch was kept,
no forms ofany kind were seen ; and what
made it still more mysterious all the mani-
festations were made in the daytime.

Mr. Fisher being afraid that Some Of the
family might be hit by the jiving ri
removed his family ami household goods
to a camp on the other side ot the i
250 yards from the house, and built a tem-
porary cabin. After tiie removal the man-
ifestations \u25a0\u25a0'.'. ti:.- house continued \u25a0,\u25a0.;.•\u25a0;!
any of the members of the family were
present. On one occasion Mr. Fisher and
John Meats went to a bedroom doort and
on trying to open it found it lock) d ; ;], v
turned the key in the lock, and even then
could not open the door, and proposed ; i
break it in; but, pending doing so,
down into the orchard, and on coming back
in a few moments found the bedroom door
not only unlocked but partly open. A
clock had been placed in a satchel and the
key left in the lock, but on a member of
the family going to the satchel they found
the key gone, and it was missing for three
days, when suddenly the eleven-year-old
daughter, Annie, felt something' gliding
down her back, and on investigation i: was
found to be the lost key ; and on unlc
the satchej a siring was found ti.
tightly around the clock that it had to be
cut to get it off. The windows had all
nailed down securely, when
while the family were all present, < \u25a0

the windows shot up its full length, carry-
ing the nails with it. Sticks us well as
stones began to be thrown

These strange acts continued until !Tu< J-
day afternoon without anyone bei::
by the flying stones or sticks. On that
afternoon D. P. and William March were
present, and, while sitting on tin .
porch, heard six or .-even rocks fall <
kitchen floor, the door of which opened on
the porch, and the rocks could not have
been thrown from the outside by mortal
hands without their seeing them. The
Marehs', went home, and about 0 o'clock
the editor put in an appearance on the
sri-ng u£-'*i£iuu. —W#-4«««»t-ri»eJr.rr.:iT in
the orchard about forty yards from' the
house, and down a short bank. Just as we
arrived the first rock that struck anyone
was thrown, striking the girl Annie, 'who
was sitting under a tree, on the right ankle.
H was a rock about the size of a large
peach, and, although it seemed to come
from a distance, it did not leave .-my mark
on the aukle. From this time on a
manifestations scenidxi to center on or
around this girl Annie, although nothing
farther occurred that evening. We went
up to March's and stayed over night, and
the next morning returned with the whole
March family, and were informed that that
morning (Wednesday), before our arriv-jl.
the girl had been struck three times on the
same right ankle, twice by stones, and once
by a stick; one of the atones seemed to
come through a cooking stove, thegirl hav-
ing her feet under it at the time. These
manifestations occurred at the cabin to
which the family had removed. The
family all came up to the honse and we re-

'inaiued there some three hours, when busi-
ness compelled U3 to leave for home ; dur-
ing that time the house was struck three
times by rocks, and the girl once in the
ankle as usual. We then started forborne,
and shortly after our departure quite a fusi-
lade of rocks fell in and about the house.

At 5 o'clock that (Wednesday) afternoon
a delwration of Miflvillitesput in their ap-

j pearance to down the spook. Soon after
their arrival, while Arnold Graham was
talking to the girl, a small rock the size of
an egg fell between them. An adjourn-
ment was then had to the cabin for supper.
The next new phenomenon then occurred.
Itwas the taking of the girl's straw hat
from her head twice and throwing it sixty
feet, lighting crown down both times.
While the girl was eating supper a half-
gallon soap can. one-third fall ofsoap, flew
and struck her on the ankle, and no soap
was spilled. Aftersupper Annie was sit-

| ting holding a willow stick about three feet
1 long in her hands, when it was suddenly

snatched from her grasp by unseen hands
and thrown across the camp. Apitch-pine
stick four feet long was also thrown across
the ca!i:p.

The Miilvilledelegation divide*] for the
night, part sleeping at the earup and the
remainder taking u\> quarters in the so-
called haunted house. The night at the
house was passed quiellv, as none of the
family were present, in fact as yet no man-
itvstaiions bad been made at ni>;lit. At
the cabin, however, a slight manifestation
was noticed for the lirst time. David
King, who is a brother-in-law of Fisher,
was Bleeping with the two little boys whin
be was awakened by the pulling of* the bed
clothes. He sat up in the bed "and seemed
to see a figures! the foot of the bed with
outstretched hands. He edged towards
the foot of the bed and finally grabbed
twice at the apparition, but grasped only
the air, the Bgjne disappearing.

In the morning the manifestations ajriin
began, and Thursday was a regular field
day for the spook. Rocks and sticks fell
frequently, and on froing to the neighbor-
ing! "f the hoose the girl'sbat was taken
from her head four times and thrown from
her; she then put on Abe Webb's hat, ami
it was treated in the same manner twice ;
she then took Arnold Graham's hat, and it
received the same treatment onoo. The
hats always went oIV in front of the girl;
always went the same distance of sixty
feet, and always lit crown down. On
several iiccasions she had her hands crossed
over the lint when it left her head ; a light
breeze was blowing, but it would even go
against the wind in its (light. A close
watch was kept to see the bat leave her
head, but no one ever saw it start, although
twice it w:i> seen when about two feet from
her bead, and once it seenic-d to circle
around is the air before alighting: on all
the other occasions it was not seen until it
struck the ground. The girl was struck
once during the day by a stone, which was
found to weigh eight pounds, cue ounce.

Shortly after noon the Miilvilledelega-
tion started for home,-and the family began
to prepare to come to town; a petted
matinee took place for over one hour, one
manifestation following close after another,
the family having i:i the meantime re-
turned to the cabin. A small satchel had
been prepared to bring along, and set
against the wall ; on going to look for it a
moment later it was found hanging •>> a
nail in the rafters.
