WaAT THE Crecvmstances WEre.—The
pardoning power vested in the Governor

of the State often brings reproach upon
that official, and in many cases unjustly.
An instance of this was an item in Wed-
nesday’s Chronicle, headed “ One of Stone-
man’s Pets—A Pardoned Conviet Arrested
for Robbery.” The item was to the effect
that John McCabe, an ex-conviet, had
robbed a store, a few nichts since, at the
corner of California and Kearny streets, in
San Francisco. The facts relative to the
issuance of that pardon, as recorded in
the office of the Governor, are as follows :
John McCabe was tried and convicted of
the crime of petty larceny in San Francisco
in August, 1882, and was sentenced to im-
prisonment for a term of three years, and
at the time his pardon was issued he only
had three months and eleven 's longer
to serve. The Board of State Prison Direc-
tors, at a regular meeting held July 17,
1884, unanimously recommended the par-
don of said McCabe, saying that * the
prompt and successful interference of said
prisoner to save the life of a prison official,
when murderously assaulted by another
convict, justly entitles him to this reward
for his brave conduct, and the recognition
of such services will have a most beneficial
effect upon the prisoners and upon the
future government of the prison.” In the
face of these facts the Governor thought he
could pursue but one course, and that was
to grant the request.
