Ex-Senator Gwin's Remarkable Vitality—
Particulars of His Death.

New Yorg, September 4th.—The Tribune
says: Ex-Senator Gwin, of California,
who had been sick for a week at the New
York Hotel, was thought to be getting bet-
ter until night before last. At noon yester-
day he died, having lived within one
month of eighty years. His son, ex-State
Senator Gwin, has been on the way from
California since Monday. Owing to the
assurance of the ex-Senator’s speedy recov-
ery telegraphed to Mrs. Gwin at San Fran-
cisco, she made no effort to reach her hus-
band before his death. Last evening his
body lay practically in state at the hotel.
A number of old friends from the South
and West, who had been more or less
associated with him politically, in years
gone by, passed by the coffin to take a last
look at his face, and conversed upon the
remarkable career of the Californian. On
the coffin lay a large wreath of flowers, the
gift of a near friend. Senator Gwin had
been spending the summer at West Point
and Washington. About a week ago ke
was attacked with the dysentery. which
caused his death. For some time he has
been on intimate terms with Senator Call,
of Florida, and he and his family cared for
the ex-Senator during his sickness,

HIS CLOSING HOURS,

Ex-Senator Gwin's closing hours were a
remarkable illustration of the strong will-
power and vitality which characterized his
whole life. The evening papers last night
announced his  condition only a little
worse, when he had been four hours dead.
