“LOYE THY NEIGHBOR.”

A Divine Precept which all Mankind
Should Seek to Follow.

A very able and eloquent discourse was
preached by Rev. Father Grace at St. Rose
Church yesterday. It was based upon the
parable of “The Good Samaritan,” and
Christ’'s injunction to His people to “love
their neighbors as themselves.” The rev-
erend gentleman impressed upon his
hearers the fact that there could be no such
thing as true Christainity, nor perfect luv‘c
of God, where charity and love for one’s
fellow-man was wanting. No outward nor
visible garniture of religion, however im-
pressive, could atone for the lack of that one
great Christian virtue. The Heavenly
Father, he urged, is beyond the reach of
him who disregards the precepts of the
golden rule—to do unto others as he would
have them do to him. It is not enough, in
the sight of God, to love one’s relatives and
friends ; he must have for all mankind, the
bad as well as the good, that trae Christ-
like virtue—charity—which’ alone enables
him to forgive and love even his enemies.
It was little less than mockery for the
would-be Christian to daily approach the
Throne of Grace with, *‘ Forgive us our
trespasses as we forgive those that trespass
agzainst us,”’ unless he had purged his heart
of every semblance of ill feeling or hatred
toward any of his fellowmen. We should
pray for those that revile us, and bless those
that hate us. Going farther than the mere
bearing within the heart of hatred or ill
will for otbers, the reverend gentleman
spoke eloquently and forcibly of the still
greater sins of detraction and calumny.
No person had a right, in a ('hrmm;x sense,
to indulge in that kind of detraction cal-
culated to impair the good name and
standing of any man or woman in
a community. The circulation of idle
reports aifecting the honesty, morality or
integrity of any people—unless such had
previously and legitimately been convicted
of crime against the law—is a direct viola-
tion of Christ’s injunction to His children
to love one another. Calumny is even a
more grievous sin than detraction; {or,
while the latter might even be based upon
truth. the former goes to the extreme of
giving false witness against one’s neighbor,
and seeks to condemn bim before the pub-
lic for crimes or sins of which he is inno-
cent. Good men and women, he said,
whose lives had been pure and innocent,
are frequently despoiled of their good
names through the twin sins of calumny
or detraction. Calumny is like a three-
edged sword; it often kills (before the
world) the victim at whom the blow is
aimed, and it kills the souls of the calum-
niator and him who lends a willing ear to
its recital. The reverend gentleman closed
his interesting and instructive sermon with
an exhortation to his hearers to practice
assiduously the great Christian virtue of
irity, to the end that when they should
seek, by prayer, divine clemency for their
own transgressions their hearts might be
free from the least taint of hatred or unfor-
griveness toward their neighbors, even those
that had injured them or been their ene-
mies.

THE BALLOON AscENstoN.—Professor Van
Tassell’s ascension from Agricultural Park
yesterday afternoon in his mammoth
balloon ““City of London,” was a great
success, and was enjoyed by a large assem-
blage of spectators at the Park, and doubt-
less by all residents of Sacramento and
vicinity. At 3:25 ». M. the Professor gave
the word to let go, and the air-ship Tose
grandly and steadily to a great hight, and
almost perpendicularly, as there was very
little air stirring. It then moved slowly in
a northeasterly direction. In the course of
eight or nine minutes it had reached an
altitude where the wind blew from the
southeast, and the balloon passed rapidly
to the northwest. Throwing out sand, the
Professor made his ship rise higher, and
then another current of air brought it back
from Yolo county and carried it over the
Grant. At the expiration of an hour and
ten minutes the balloon had descended to
the leyel of the tops of the trees lining the
American river, and there it hovered for a
minute or two and disappeared from sight.
Iividently the locality where lie descended
was not satisfactory, as the balloon soon
reappeared above the trees, rose high in
the air, and after ten or fifteen minutes
again descended. It came down op the
Norris Grant about four miles west of Ar-
cade. A large number of people who were
on the Grant at the time rode rapidly to the
spot where it descended and assisted the
Professor in securing his air-ship, after

] which he rode to the city with Tom Scott.
