“RECORD-UNION"” MELANGE.

A penny morning per called the Sun
has been started in Chicago. It is inde-
pendent in politics, vigorous in tone, and
starts well in the race for success.

The high-license proposition has been
adoi)\ed by a popular vote in Wisconsin.
Under it a license of $500 per annum will
be required for selling spirituous_or malt
liquors in that State.

If the small-pox continues epidemic in
Canada, it will tend to postpone the pecu-
lations and midnight excursions of Eastern
bank officers and other members of. the
crooked fraternity, if it does not providen-
tially thin out the army of them already
there.

The moon complied with the astronomi-
cal predictions and partially hid herself be-
hind the earth for about three hours last
night. It was generally observed, especially
by the young people, as it was announced
to be the last moonlight performance of the
kind for the season.

The shortage of the usual food for
birds in the mountains, caused by the un-
usually dry season, has led them to attack
orchards and vineyards, and in many
localities caused much loss. Some vine-
vards in Placer county have been so com-
pletely stripped by birds that not a single
grape can be found upon the vines. One
vineyard of about six acres, which prom-
ised a large yield six weeks ago. has not
been gathered to the extent of twenty-five
pounds, yet not a grape can be found on
the vines at the present time. Orchards of
late apples and pears have been similarly
raided, and the fruit entirely destroyed be-
fore enough matured to pick.

The disfranchisement of the colored peo-
ple of the South, and the liquor ques-
tion, are the issues upon which the pres
ent heated Gubernatorial campaign in Ohio
are being fought. Senator Sherman asserts
that the colored voters of the South are as
literally disfranchised, through Democratic
bulldozing and manipulating of baliot-
boxes, as if they were not permitted by the
Constitution to vote. Governor Hoadly
denies it, and vigorously defends the good
character of the Southern Democracy. Now
comes the ex-Confederate General, James
R. Chalmers, of Mississippi, and publishes
an open letter in reply to Hoadly, and,
while a Southern Democrat, he not only
defends Senator Sherman’s ertion, hut
goes beyond, and declares that the white
Republican voters of the South are, in
many States, as completely deprived of the
free exercise of the elective franchise as the
¢olored voters, and he ,\'Tl‘nl#"l.\' denounces
these outrage
