Shocking Accident,

About 2 r. M. yesterday Geo. C.
an of for
years proprietor of a coffee and spice store
at Tenth and I but latt em-
ployed at the railroad works, met a terrible
death. His occupation at the works con-
sisted in feeding the powertul machine
used in cutting scrap-iron into small
pieces. About hour mentioned, an-
other man, who has charge of the machine,
stopped a few yards away for some pur-
pose, and in a minute saw the beltrunning
the cutting machine fall off. He turned
around and discovered Mr. Heisch caught
between the ponderous gear wheels. One of
these wheels sets about four or five inches
inside of the other, and their rims overlap.
The upper part of the unfortunate man’s
body was caught between the wheels, his
hands raised over his head. He was dead
when discovered, and death had resulted
so quickly that he did not have time to

A small quantity of hair and
blood on the key fastening one of the
wheels to the shaft showed that his head
had been forced against it. Assist-
ance was summoned immediately, and
it was found necessary to use jack-

screws to raise a portion of the machin-
ery before his body could be extricated.
How the accident happened is a mystery,
but the most reasonable supposition is that
he stumbled over something while moving
towards the machine, fell forward upon it,
and raised his hands to try and protect his
head as he fell. Tt may have been that the
bar of iron he was * feeding” swung him
around and into the mmhmc'v but the
position of the bar when he was found
does not warrant the theory.

Coroner (hn\ will hold an inquest in
the case this evening. The only severe in-
jusy that is noticeable about the body is to
the left arm, which is'nearly severed above
the elbow. Death resulted, doubtless, from
the internal injuries consequent upon his
being crushed.

When he was picked
up it was discovered that he was dead. He
was taken into Mr. King's residence. Word
was immediately sent to Washington, and
Justice G. J. Scully went out, summoned a
jury and held an inquest. A few bruises
were found upon the deceased’s head and
face, but they were slight, and had evi-
dently been produced by the fall from his
horse. The jury brought in a verdict in
accordance with the above facts, which was
in substance the testimony of those who
were with higr. Dr. Briggs will hold a
post mortem examination at 9 . m. to-day,
when it is expected it will be ascertained
that the cause of his death was heart dis-
ease. Mr. Hubbard for a long time was a
farmer in Yolo county, but some months
since sold his farm and came to Sacra-
mento to reside.
