1 went over to the sleamer Clyde and re"ceived from Mrs. Davis a lady's water-
proof cloak or rube, which, Mrs. Davis
-; ; !. was worn by Mr. Davis as a disguise
at the time of hi.-capture, and which wasidentifiedby the men who saw it on him
at the time. On the morning fol-
lowing,the remainder of the disguise wasprocured, consisting of a shawl, which
Mrs. Davis identified, and admitted to bethai worn by Mr. Davis. These articles 1
brought to Washington and turned them
over to the Secretary of War. and thus
closed up my account of the capture and
custody up to the time of his being turnedover to the United States authorities of the
great conspirator and traitor, JeffersonThe articles mentioned are still
in the possession of the War Department.
