ASBBB Bamboo.—It. W. Lewis has
Bent this office a stalk of bamboo, about
thirteen feet in hight, and the following
note : " I send you a stalk of bamboo, cut
from a clump on my lawn, of this year's
growth. The root was bought five years
ago, under the name of Japanese bamboo.
The annual growth is about the hight of
this sample, and is cut down each winter,
to start afresh insuring as au ornamental
shrub, on account of its striped leaf and
jem-ral beauty. The root stools out rapid-
ly, a:;.l its extra growth has been given or
thrown^away—to keep it from spreading
over too large a space. This is one of ninety
stems growinc in an area two feet square,
long and short. Ifleft to stand the second
Tear, the leaves are much smaller, the stem
harder, the general appearance less attrac-
tive, and the growth no higher. I send
you also a walking stick cut from a second
year's growth, which is quite firm in text-
ure, yet lacking in strength."

Davis was sent for to perform thecere-
iuony, but, as he did not arrive as soon as
was expected, the party went to the minis-
ter's house, where the ceremony proceeded
pleasantly.

Mr. Miller says that the reports coupling
him with any restraint of the young man
are without foundation, as he had nothing
to do with the matter. The young couple
had been keeping company for a long time,
expected to be married this month, and
Miss Thorpe had her wedding i.Tt;'»> pre-
pared. When Lowe called at the house,
and it being known that he intended to
leave that evening fur the East, inquiry
yras naturally made of him as to what lie
intended to do about the wedding, and he
responded that he was willing to marry
when he came back, or to marry that even-
ing and take his wife with him. So far as
he (Miller) could judge from what he saw
of Lowe, the latter was satisfied and will-
ing to be married. He had at one time told
Miller that he was 22 years of age, and had
given Mr. Thorpe to iinderstand he was 23.

Deputy Sheriff Rider, who served the
writ of habeas corpus, had a talk with
young Lowe at the time. He told the offi-
cer that he was not restrained of his lib-
erty, and seemed cheerful and happy.
After the conversation with his father, who
disowned him when he refused to go with
him unless lie could take his bride, he said
to the officer that he did not care if his
father di^l cast him off, but he was sorry to
do anything that would trouble his mother.

Sergeant Barwick says that the highest
Signal Service temperature at Sacramento
yesterday was 97°, and 95° the day before.

The officers who investiga-
ted the matter were informed by him that a
short time before, while he was passing
through Second street, between K. and L,
two women occupying one of the houses
called to him, and" afterwards pulled him
into their house, where after awhile one of
them held him while the other took $150
from his pockets. Local officer May went
with him to look up the females, but the
house was closed. In a place near by the
Chinaman pointed out a woman as one of
those who had robbed him, and the officer
arrested her, but it was soon found that she
was not a guilty party. Subsequently spe-
cial officer Goods arrested two women who
admitted that they had seen the Chinaman
" hanging around " their place for some
time, and finally called him in, and got
him to buy some beer, by way of joke,
after which he was invited to leave. The
Chief of Police let them go. after taking
the number oftheir house, that they might
be found if wanted hereafter. The China-
man is remembered by the police as an in-
dividual who about six months ago made
a bogus complaint of having been robbed
on the Sacramento and Yolo bridge.
