Arteslan Wells.
"The Mobile Register makes the following
comments on well-boring along the Gulf
coast :

The success attained by the late Charles
T. Howard, of New Orleans, in his efforts
to sink an_ artesian well at his snwier
residence at Biloxi, Miss., has apparently
been accepted by a large number of prop-
2rty owners on the Gulf shore as a satis-
factory solution of the water supply prob-
lem, and, to judge from present indications,
confidence in the system is rapidly increas-
ing throughout that section.

John T. Hardie recently purchased a set
of tools and cansed a well to be sunk on
his property at Pass Christian, securing an
abundant supply of water at a depth of
about 450 feet. Mr. Hardie subsequently
sold his machinery to the Jouisville and
Nashville Railroad Company, and that
corporation cavsed the sinking of asplendid
well at Lake Catherine station, as” was re-
cently detailed in the Register,

In the meantime F. Sutter, of Pass
Christian, purchased from the patentee of
the hydraulic well sinking process the ex-
clusive right {o use that system insSouthern
Mississippi, and has made quite a number
of contracts with property-owners at differ-
ent points on the coast. He is now work-
ing at Pass Christian on the property of E.
Conery, Jr., and, as soon as he completes
the well upon which heis now engaged,
will sink them in succession on the prop-
erties of L. C. Fallon, I. E. Glenny and E.
Conery, Sr., all of the same place. There-
after he will operate at Ocean Springs and
Mississippi City, the well at the last named
place being desired by the county author-
ites for use on the Court-house grounds.

Reclaiming the Uesert.

Some years ago R. M. Graves and T.D.
Parkinson conceived the idea of building a
dam in Willow creek, near the Humboldt
and Elko boundary line, and storing water
in a reservoir for the purpose of irrigating
iand in Squaw valley. They invested con-
siderable money in the purchase of land
and cattle to stock it with, where they pro-
posed building the reservoir, but had not
means to carry out the projected enterprise.
They endeavored to get San Francisco cap-
italists interested in the scheme, but with-
out success ; then they went East to Chicago
and New York, but capitalists considered
the experiment too risky and would not
invest a dollar, Finally Mr, Graves went
to Europe, and in London found men who
knew that storing water for irrigating pur-
poses had been successful in India, and
they at once engagzed in the enterprise and
incorporated under the name of the Ne-
vada Land and Cattle Company. Work
was at once commenced on a dam in Willow
creek, but when it was almost completed
the high water in the spring of 1884 swept
it away. In nowise discouraged by the
failure, the company went to work again
in a more systematic manner, seiecting asa
site for the dam a gorge in the canyo.
through which the creek ran. This gorge
is between two rock bluffs, 100 feet high
and 150 feet apart. A steam pump was
used to keep the water out of the excava-
tion, which was made in the bed of the
creeck for the foundation of the
dam, and at a depth of fifteen feet solid
rock was reached. On this rocks were

laced in position and a dam twenty-three
eet high was built of stones, which were
faced with three-inch planks tightly caulk-
ed. The dam at this hight makes a lake or
reservoir 200 acres in extent with an aver-
age depth of fourteen feet of water. It is
the intention of the company to raise the
dam several feet higher and inerease the
] capacity of the reservoir four-fold.
A tunnel 10x12 feet has been run through
one of thebluffs, and fitted with gates so
nicely adjusted that one inch or 50,000 in-
ches, as the occasion may require, of water
can bedrawn from the reservoirat any time.
The water is ‘cerried in a some
eight or ten miles long to Squaw valley,
where it is used for irrig:\:‘.ngcfurpoaen.
This year the company have cleared off
$00 acres of sage brush land and sown it in

{in the S

alfalfa. The grass came up beantifully,

and now large fields of green greet the eye
where six months ago there was nothing
but sage brush. JItis inteénded to increase
the acreage of alfalfa to ten times its pres-
ent area, and it i3 expected that when the
valley becomes saturated thoroughly with
water very little irrigation will be neces-
sary for grazing lands, and the meadows
will not require near so much water after a
yvear or two. The success of this the first
experiment made in the county, if not in
the State, of storing water in the early
summer, when it is plenty, for irrigating
later in the season. when it is scarce, has
added thousands of dollars to the taxable
property of Humboldt and Elko counties,
and will doubtiess induce others to reclaim
the deserts where the situation is favorable
for making similar reservoirs.—{Winne-
mucca Silver State.
