progress of the fire several firemen weremore or less injured, and two—Martin
Hannau and Peter Haley \u25a0 wire burned
to death. One of the men who were killed
is reported to have been caught by a heavy
Bafe, which fell upon his legs, pinninghim to the Boor. He cried forhelp, and

! some of the firemen to cut his legs
off with an ax and drag him from the
fiames. But when it was possible for as-
sistance to reach him he was found burned
to death.
