THE GRANGE SPEAKS.

The State Grange, the legislative body
of the Order ofPatrons ofHusbandry, has.
spoken upon the .-Ik-kens and the river
navigation ijuestions. Its expression has
no uncertain sound. The Grange declares
that it is a fact that by the deposition of
hydraulic mining debris in and along the
river-, vast tracts ofagricultural land have
I.sen ruined and turned intobarren wastes.
That the prosecution <>f the custom lias
been attended with the most direful conse-
quences to uiir navigable streams. That
the law has !>een tested, and the Courts
•State and Federal, have declared the prac-
tice to be in derogation of the inviolate
rights of the people of the injured sections,
and of the whole State. That the decrees
of the Courts restraining these acts are
evaded and defied, and that attempts to
discover such evasions have been met by

threats of personal violence. The (iraiiire
then resolves that it is the duty both of
the State and Federal Governments to up-
hold the Courts, and see to it that their
decrees are enforced. It demands that the
homes of the valley be afforded protection
from the menace of ruin that now over-
hangs them, and that our water courses
and navigable highways shall be saved
from ruin. The Grange puts itselfsquarely
on record in favor ef Government inter-
ference, by demanding ..f Congress a large
appropriation to restore tin- navigable

to their former condition. Ofcourse,
the Graßge members realized that if the
Government once resolves to do this, it
will amount to, and be followed by an in-
junction from Federal authority that men
willnot dare t..defy, and that willat once
and forever pat an end to the delays of
law suits, and tin- onerous burden of cost
upon a few people to prosecute them.
There is the most absurd and foolish idea

:. that the few people living along
the rive:.- should tax themselves Fear after
year to enforce a law that in its results is
for the good ofall the people, and in which
every taxpayer In the State is deeply in-
terested, ami that is for the protection uf
a river belonging t \u25a0\u25a0 the nation.

The greatest misfortune
which ever befell the Indian was the pol-
icyof furnishing him supplies fir- daily
needs without demanding in return indus-
trial habits. The establishment of the
Indian training schools was the firsl ; ;\u25a0

in the right direction that our Govern-
ment took in the problem. The next was
the scheme of furnishing the Indian land-
holder with agricultural tools and instruc-
tion for a term of years, until lie should
dcv l..|> the Belf-helpful capacity. Wher-

ried faithfully, that scheme has keen
Kful. It has been interrupted re-

cently, but we do not understand ittvhave
I abandoned. If we abolish the res-
ervation system and cease to treat with
tribes as foreign powero, we must ive the
Indian all the protection of the laws and
hold him to allaccountability under them!
I.tit in the mean time he must be aided to
the point where he can manage for him-
self. It: ether words, we must not only
offer the Indian civilization,but we must
teach him the meaning of it and convince
him of its profitableness and its blessings.
It has been demonstrated that the Indian
i- susceptible of civilization. In some
case the task is more difficult than in
"tliers. But in no instance on record
where a sincere and uninterrupted effort
has been made in that direction, has; there

I failure.

ALTHOUGH the times are hard, there
should be no relaxation of effort in the
matter of the State Grant monument. The
mite contribu (ions of the people should he
called for in every town and hamlet, and
when aggregated, the full membership of
the Directory should !>e convened and the
plan of the monument agreed upon. The
scheme lias met with such success thus far

CALIFORNIA.
Over 00,000 Sacks of Wlieut Destroyed

by Fire.
Chic. October 10th.— About 12 (/clock

last night a destructive tire broke out in
Durham, a station on the railroad, about
six miles south of Chico. The track runs
through the town abont north and south,
and lining the west ?ide of it is a row of
four btdkUngs. The firs* of these is a rail-
road depot, then the Grangers' warehouse
stood a few feet to the sooth; a few feet
further on was the warehouse (if Durham,
liurdick & JJoucher, and about a hundred
and liny feet further to the sooth stands the
last building on the row. the l'lattware-
house. The lire was iirst discovered at the
southern end of the Grangers' warehouse,
which was seen to be all in tlames. Dur-
ham is absolutely without protection of
any sort against lire, and the nearest pump
to the tire last night was over a hundred
yards away. The fire soon enveloped the
Grangers' warehouse, a mammoth build-
ing. 286 by 100 feet indimensions, and the
strong north wind blowing carried the
Barnes across the fifty feet of space inter-
vening between it and the second ware-

to the .-nth, and that too was SOOn
ablaze. The people saw that they could
noi save these two warehouses, and leaving
them to tlu-ir [ate, turned their attention to
:aving the other structures. The depol \va<
not more* than thirty feet from the end of
the Grangers' warehouse, and its destruc-
tion Beemed inevitable, but a line of men
was formed with buckets, who fought the
firenobly. The heat was almost intolera-ble, and the water supply was meagre. The
end of the depot was on fire many times
but it was finally saved.

A large number of men who were atwurlcon the Stanford levee, and who had
seen the Barnes, came into town t.> help
fight the (ire, and it was this force thaiBayed the depot. The Pratt warehouse atthe inth end of the row caught fire onceor twice, but it w.;> easily extinguished.
The Grangers' warehouse, owned by Logan
& Depue, was totally destroyed, with be-
tween [0,000 and 50,000 sacks uf wheat
which it contained. The warehouse ofDurham, Burdick & Boucher, a building
96x45 feet, waa also destroyed, with about1,300 sacks ..! wheat.

No one knows anything aK.ut how the
iirud: some say it was incendiary,

whilesome think iiwas caused by tramps
who win-sleeping in the warehouse. The
total amount 01 wheat destroyed isover50,000 Backs, and the total Loss willfoot up
to 125,000. The Grangers' warehouse was
valued at $5,000, and was partially insured.

The Olive inPiackb County.— The Au-
burn Republican of October 7th says :

Evidence accumulates every day that the
olive tree has found a congenial place in
Pla< er county soil and climate. Last March
F.Closa Bet out 250 olive trees on one of
the highest pieces of ground that is culti-
vated around Auburn. They were three-
year-old cuttings. Owing to the difficulty
of getting water on his ground they have
been irrigated only once during the season
and then with not half enough water.
Then the grasshoppers came and stripped
some of them bare, but of the whole Dum-
ber only six have died. All the rest of
them have withstood thedryness, and those
despoiled by the grasshoppers have put
forth new leaves and the whole lot have
made about four inches growth. Mr.Closs,
who was by profession a forester inGer-
many, and understood his business, is
greatly encouraged by his short experience
with the olive,especially since many of his
young vines .have been killed by'rabbits
and drought. Next spring he will add
largely to his olive orchard.
