THE HEALTH OF THE STATE.

Report of the Secretary of the State
Board of Health for September.

Dr. G. G. Tyrrell, Secretary of the State
Board of Health, under date of October
10th, includes the following remarks in his
summary relative to the health of the State
and prevailing diseases:

Mortality reports, received from seventy-
eight localities in various parts of the Stafe,
show that the death rate still continues
much below what we might have expected
from the meteorological changes experi-
enced during the month of September. In
fact, fifteen localities, representing a popu-
lation of over 10,000, viz.: Yuba City, An-
gels Camp, Gonzales, Brentwood, Cotion-
{ wood, Shasta City, Truckee, Castroville,
Azusa, Arbuckle, Galt, Fort Bidwell, Santa
Maria, Plymouth and Bodie, report no
deaths whatever, which speaks well for the
general salubrity of the seasons

Reports from over eighty localities de-
velop a remarkable absence of epidemic
disease in any part of the State, diarrhea
and dysentery being still in advance of all
other affections. It prevails in Shasta,
Ventura, Calico and Daggett, Bakersfield,
Colton, Chico, Azusa, Arbuckle, Willits.
Martinez, Truckee, Newcastle, Sacramento,
San Francisco, Ione, Yuba City, Vallejo,
Anderson and Jolon.

Scarlet fever is mentioned irn Anderson,
Chico, Weaverville, Fall River, Ukiah and
! Redding.

Measles still prevail to a limited extent
in St. Helena, Martinez, Downieville, Val-
lejo, Livermore, Angels Camp, Nicolaus
and Dixon.

surrounding it. Max V. Pettenkoffer. who
has given this subject much atiention. is of
the opinion that the increase or decrease of
typhoid fever coincides with the rise or fall
of the subsoil water, increasine as the
water falls and decreasing as it rises. and
explains it by the asserti>n that with the
recession of the water the air enters deeper
layers of soil and there stimulates into
activity and multiplication disease germs
vhich were dormant so long as they we

many ye

submerged in water. Dr. Henry Baker,
Secretary of Michigan State Board of
Health, a most competent autho has

when the water in the river is lowest,
or after the first rain succeeded by dry and
warm weather. In the highlands and
foothills, where the water is mastly pro-
cured from wells, typboid is noticed after
the first rains when the wells receive the
surface water. All are agreed that filth and
excrementitious matter, without free access
of pure air, and sewer gas and noxious
efluvias, under the same conditions, may
become potent secondary factors in disease,
and by their presence develop and fructify
a poison that otherwise could not exist.
Water exposed to the contamination of
sewage, or other forms of filth, should be
regarded with the gravest suspicion, as
neither chemical analysis nor microscopical
examination has been able to detect the
subtle poison to which the fever is "attrib-
utabel. All possible sources of impurity
should be speedily removed, as hidden in
the recesses of some neglected outhouse, or
within the confines of an apparently harm-
less garbage heap, there may be lying dor-
fatal epidemic which

¥

mant the germs of a fi
only awaits an additional, though to us un-
known, factor to wake them into life and
destructive energy.

Small-pox has not yet made any progress
in this State. Itis spreading in Mexico
andin Canada, and has appeared in New
Hampshire and New York. Italso pre-
vails in England, France, Belgium, Italy,
Austria, Russia and South America, coun-
tries with which we are in constant com-
ication by travel and otherwise. Un-
der these circumstances we may very safely
predict the advent of the disease to this
coast before very long; it is therefore the
act of prudence to take early warning, and
prepare to render the invasion as limited
as possible, and this can only be done by
vaccination. It is a disgrace to civilization
to hear of an epidemic of small-poxin this
century, when the means of averting it are
so accessible, so certain, and so innocuous
to the individual and the community.

INSOLVENT INsurers.—The Santa Rosa
Democrat says:

The Sonoma and Marin Beneficial Asso-
ciation was organized, gnd for a long time
successfully managed, ™ by Coding—now,
and for some time since, gathered to his
fathers. About four years ago this associa-
tion concluded to disincorporate, not satis-
fied with a very safe local husiness. A
new corporation was founded, called the
Order of Mutual Companious, which all
the members of the old corporation joined.
They proposed to have a State Lodge, a
fine regalia and all the other paraphernalia
of a State or National institution. The old
corporation had a surplus of over $40.000.
which was turned into the till of the new
order of Mutual Companions. The mem-
bers of the Sonioma and Marin Association,

new company, to avoid frequent assess-
ments, drew on the reserve inherited from
the old company. It went very fast in the
direction of zero. The corporation now
owes 369,000, death losses, and has assets
amounting to but $23,000. In June last it
had 2,019 members, and now between 500
and 600, and all its property, is under at-
tachment for death Last month
five of the creditors petitioned the Court to
have the corporation declared insolvent.
To this the corporation nted, acknowl-
edging its insolvenc nd asked that it be
so adjudged. C attaching creditors
asked leave, were granted permission,
to intervene. The case of petitioning ered-
itors and application of intervening credit-
ors came up on Thursday.

EvAPORATING WATER For Sona.—The fol-
ln'\\‘:n;: is furnished 1:_\' the [u‘u" 1/4-'1//1« nd-
ent :

Since the portable engine was received at
Owens Lake the work of evaporating the
water for soda is going on more vig rously.
As soon as a vat is filled the engine is
moved to another and the water is left to
evaporate from the one that had been filled.
After all the vats have been filled, the en-
gine will be moved to the first one again
and more water will be pumped in to take
the place of what has evaporated. In this
manner théy will keep refilling the vats
until the soda sediment in the water accu-
mulates in the pit until it reaches the sur-
face. It will take about one vear to get a
crop of soda by this method, which will
bring $35 per ton in the nrarket. They ex-
pect to gather fifty tons of soda to the acre
every year. The number of vats will be
increased continually until they have a
sufficient number to hold an area of 50,000
acres of soda, the income from which will
be nearly $2,000,000, annually. Extensive
works will be erected on the shore of the
lake for refining purposes.

FINe Yienp or Wnear.—The inyo In-
dependent of October 10th says:
Last week E. Robinson, of Independence,
thrashed the wheat grown on seventeen
acres of his land. The grain has since been
Lhauled to Mr. Bell's mill, with the excep-
tion of a small quantity kept for seed and
chicken feed. The net yield of wheat from
the seventeen acres is 53,338 pounds; or
measured by bushels, an average of 52}
bushels per acre. If it were once generally
kncwn in the East, that there are tens of
thousands of acres of just as good land as
any Mr. Robinson owns, now lying open
for settlement in this valley, there would
be a rush of immmigrants here without the
delay of another month.
