THE AUSTRALIANBUG.
The White C.atton.v Cushion Sc«le in Sac-

rnimuto, j,utItis to be Exterminated.
On Monday last the City Board of

Trustees called a meeting tor last night, at
1 the Court-house, to consider the question
iof the danger that existed in tbis pity of
all the fruit trees, flowers and shrubs being I
destroyed by what is called the "cottony
cushion sca!e.' : The meeting was largely
attended, and its proceedings were entered
into with a spirit that plainly showed that
the citizens of Sacramento were fully
aware of the danger tliat threatened every
form of vegetation, not only i"the citybut
the county as well. The meeting mi
called to order by Mayor Brown, and upon
his motion J. B. Watson w«a elected Chair-
man, and a newspaper reporter who was
present was selected as Secretary.
. In assuming the duties of the chair, Mr.
Watson said lie was pleased to see so many
of Sacramento's best citiaeni present The
object of the meeting, he stated, was one
that should interest every one who bad the
interest of Sacramento at heart. Many, lie
said, could not realize

THE M.'.GMTIIiK OF THE lIESTIUCTIOX

To al! kinil-of vegetation that was threat-
ened by the cottony cHf-liioii ~e:ilc. It was
now in' its infancy in this locality :it could
be destroyed before it acquired age, but
once given a footing, all the beautiful
orchards, orange groves, flowergardens and
shade trees, the pride oi Sat ramento, were
doomed to destruction. Ue said in his
own yard he had a number of orange trees,
old and large of growth, that were bearing,
but they had become infected with the pert,
and a^ much as ha disliked to'i"to, be had
cut them all down and burned them in or-
der that the pest should not get into his
neighbors' yards and work farther destruc-
tion.

Matthew O.oke, ex-Chief State Horti-
cultural Officer, who was present, was
called upon to state to the meeting what
he knew of the pest. He said that there
waa never anything that threatened greater
destruction toproperty inthi^ locality than
that ofthe

"
bug" in question. The scale

was unknown in this State until 1881. It
came to America for the first time from
half a dozen orange trees imported from
Australia. Two of the trees went to Santa
Barbara, two to Lot Angeles, and the other
two to places in the southern part of the
State,

trams Tin- obaxob 1- thexs hook.
\V. \V. Stow, when lie imported those- tree>,

was not aware of the di.-e;\>e that clung to
their foliage, and never dreamed that the
importation would cost this State untold
thousands to combat an evil which before
that was separated by an ocean. The peat
came, it is here; the bugs arc prolific,so far
as reproduction Nconcerned :each female
laying 4|(o eggs at a time, and the only
remedy is to exterminate them before they
pel a footing that renders extermination
impossible. The scale apparently prefers
lemon and orange trees, but ittakes kindly
to all kind of vegetation, even destroys the
grasses of our lawns, and strips the sturdy
oak of its foliage. Mr. (Jooke read the fol-
lowing from the Ultra/ Pttu of October
10th in relation to a meeting in Los An-
geles :

Mr.Cookesaid the Hoard of City Trus-
tees of Los Angeles and the Supervisors ol
that county had passed ordinances regard-
ing the pest, and had in a great measure
checked its ravages. He said that

With the scale, and exhibited a branch of
an orange tree, the foliage of which was
completely covered with the vermin. Au
orange tree at the residence of Charles
( nicker, in this city, is badly infected, as
are live in the yard of Frank Foster, and
one at the residence of James Qroth, at
Twelfth and Istreets. Those were only
What had come under his notice, but he did
not doubt in the least but that a careful in-
spection would show many such through-
out the city. He said, in conclusion, that
he thought if the Trustees, or the citizens,
would spend about $-Joo, they could stamp
out the pest in this locality. Allowed
to-run another year, and as many thou-
sands could not do it. because it would by
that time assume proportions beyond con-trol, lie said the ivyplant, which isgrown
inalmost every yard in this city,will inan-
other year be a breeder of the pest, as toe'
scale seems to be partial to that plant. The
only way to killthe vermin was to strip
the tree of its brandies, and then scrub the
bark with a solution of

Several other gentlemen present made
remarks upon the subject, all agreeing that
it was a threatened evil that should at once
be met, and every effort to kill it out be
made.

Sergeant JJarwiek reports that the
barometer at 7 o'clock last night at the Cali-
fornia Signal Service Stations was quite low
and falling; westerly and southwesterly
winds and cloudy weather prevailing. Sac-
ramento and San Luis Obispo report a
foul-weather sunset. The barometer is
lowest at Ked Bluff and reads 3.US
inches, corrected to sea level. The tem-
perature at Sacramento is 89°, which is <>°
cooler than last evening, the cause \u0084f
which is a southerly breeze, blowing at the
rate of thirteen miles per hour. The
weather north of this State is clear, with
northerly and westerly winds.

Small Fires.— About 5:30 r.K.yesterday
an alarm of lire was sounded by the water
works whistle, which signalled box 23—
Thirteenth and J streets. There was no
alarm given by the big bell nor by the
engine house gongs, and the firemen
naturally concluded, without waiting at
their houses to count the whistles after
hitching up, that the lire must be near the
water works, Bad they hastened in that
direction. After a while they were in-
formedof their mistake, and then hurried
to Thirteenth and J streets, only to find
that '.here was no fire there. The explana-
tion of the matter was subsequently arrive 1,
at. Children at the residence of Charles
Cutter, L street, between Twelfth and
Thirteenth, had accidentally set the kitchen
>->n fire. P. H. 1,. Weber, whose store is in
the immediate vicinity, hastily telephoned
to the station house, "the officer in charge
conveyed the information to the water
works and an alarm was giveil for Thir-
teenth and J streets. There is a box at the
Sui'o Printing Office, a block and a half
from the scene of the lire, which should
have been utilized to give the alarm. The
damage by the fire was about f6O Yes-
terday afternoon a hot journal at the plan-
ing mill at Front and (J streets ignited
some of the woodwork, but the fact was
discovered in time to prevent damage.

The Daft Electric Motok.—0. W.
Carey, Superintendent of the City Railway
Company, says that in a few weeks the
horn s willbe supplanted by what is called
the Daft electric motor. The engine, as it
is called, weighs 800 pounds, and as it lias
to be placed on the platform with the
driver, it will necessitate the changing of
(he tracks on all the cars. Instead of the
dosed-front platform, it will be open and
provided with six seats for passengers and
the engineer. A private letter to Mr.Carey
from New York-ays :

electric motor, and we are now convinced
that we have what every one desires, and
willin a few months displace all the horses
on street-railway lines throughout the
United States. We have been experiment-
ing with our motor in every conceivable
manner, so as to overcome every objection,
and at the same time give strength, speed
and power which can he easily controlled.
Every night, after the trains liave stopped
running, the motor glides silently over the
track, witha rate of speed entirely under
the control of the conductor. He" can go
seven miles an hour, or seventy, should he
so desire.
