THE FRUIT DEBATE.

For many years the Record-Unioh has
advocated the necessity of encouraging
small farming as the <|tiickes.t and best
means of developing the resources of the
State, and inducing the incoming of a bilge
population of men of moderate means. In
short, that the prime interest of California
is found in the enconragmeni given to
whatever willgive us both the maximum
of rural hoiues and of rural population.

The drift of people to municipal centers
is not encouraging. Kccent statistics dis-
close a greatly augmented tendency of men
to flock into towns and cities.. The few
only remain upon the farm.

Itmay W- Laid down as an axiom that
there an be do high degree of prosperity
in such a state as this with a population
concentrated in the towns and cities. Our
situation, and allthe conditions of our ex-
istence here, are so dissimilar to those in
the New Kiurland States that no true par-
allel can be drawn between the two sec-
tkna.

We want -.mall rural homes, and many
industrial, intelligent people to the square,
mile l>y actual residence

—
not by calcu-

lated distribution of the jx>pulation of
cities to the square mile of area, and men
who conform to our system of civilization
and Ixvamc ••Americanized." In such a
population we will have all the elements
of greatness ; in unoccupied large tracts,
however well tilled, we have only the
sources of weakness.

The reasons for these truths are obvious.
We have very often recapitulated them.
They ought to he familiar to all the people—

and we believe that their aoceptance is
allbut universal. They lie at the basis of
allthe reasoning opjxvition made to un-
restricted Chinese immigration, and under-
lie the objections to excessive land hold-
ings.

Whatever willappeal most strongly to
the people as an inducement to occupy and
cultivate small areas is conducive of the
best interests of the State and of all the
cities and towns in it. The greatest in-
centive in this direction is that of gain.
It follows that the need lor encouraging
the small fruit-grower is pressing, and
should be lesponded to as speedily as [pos-
sible.

Inmoving the produce of the State and
bringing in supplies, it has, as we under-
stand their hi.-tory and purposes, always
been the aim of the great transporting
agencies of the coast to encourage and fos-
ter the spirit that moves men to occupancy
of lati.l ihiar,-rr Bomber.

DEFEATING THE LAW.

'1lie revelations recently made by the
San Francisco Call of the malpractices by
which official sanction is given to viola-
tions of the Chinese Restriction Act, have
led to an investigation by the United
States Grand Jury. At this time it is not
possible to say with legal certainty who is
guiltyof foisting disqualified Chinese upon
the State, but there is a moral conviction
that no legal verdict will remove, that
large numbers of Chinese passengers have
been illegallylanded at San Francisco by
official roguery and connivance, who would
else have been returned to China. So, too,
tliere is every reason to believe that a
traffichas been maintained incertificates
of return, and that this practice has also
had official aid. There should lie such a

\u25a0' s,'"ing to the bottom
"

of the whole mat-
ter as will result in a complete exposition
of all tin- facts and a disclosure of all the
guilty parties. A Federal law has been
contemptuously treated, and violated by
men who were intrusted with its enforce-
ment. Gross frauds have been perpetrated
in the procuring of certificates, and from
what is now known it is impossible for the
Federal departments at San Francisco to
escape the conclusion that these outrages
have been accomplished by the rascality of
Federal employes. There is reason to be-
lieve that direct bribes have been taken to
smuggle Chinese ashore; that over and
again one Chinaman has Ihhmi measured
and described, in disguise, in order to se-
cure the issuance of several certificates to
one person for the purposes of di-;«>s:il ;
that perjury has been freely indulged in,
and that the methods of the Courts to se-
cure the enforcement of the law have been
defeated by some ofthe very men who are
salaried to carry ont the judgments of the
tribunals. The fact* should be made so
dear that no possible doubt concerning
them willremain, and when the perpetra-
tors of the infamy are positivelyknown,
there should be meted out such punish-
ment as will deter any others from like
undertakings, and render evasion of the
Restriction Act extremely perilous.

Politician*.
Washington, October lsth.—ltis the in-

tention of the President to complete his
list of appointments before Congress meets,
in order to relieve himself from the com-
bine.! pressure of politicians whom the as-
sembling of that tttxJy willbring together.
He proposes to take the office-seekers
Single-handed, or in small detachments.instead of waiting for a consolidated attack,
and when the Congressmen gather they
will find that all the vacancies that exist,
or that are likely to occur, have been tilled.
The President said the other day that
whereever vacancies occurred, or good
cause waa shown to justify removals, he
would appoint Democrats to office, and the
best Democrats that could be found. The
tenure-of-otrice law was recognized, so far
at wat consistent with the efficiency of the
civil service, and his party must be patient,
and wait for vacancies to occur. Itwas
impossible, he said, f.ir a man constantly
engaged in poiilicalcontroversies to remove
bias from his mind, and the only way to
secure a non-partisan administration" of
public trusts was to divorce official power
from political leadership. He had reached
this conclusion from his own experience,
and intended toremove all ground for criti-
cism in this direction while he had any
authority. When a man accepted office
under him, he must expect to abstain from
active participation inpoliticalaffairs. He
might express his views as freely as he
choc \u25a0 in a respectful, tolerant way, but
officeholders could not be political leaders
and campaign managers, "without doing
injustice to the interests they were in-
trusted with,or provokinehostility in their
opponents.

Speakiug
about the origin of the device for the two-
dollar United States note, Comptroller of
the Currency Cannon related the following
interesting story : Among the intimate
friends of Secretary Chase was Joseph Pat-
terson, the well known bank President of
Philadelphia. Mr. Patterson was a fre-
i|uent visitor at Mr. Chase's house, and in
fact was one of the Secretary's closest ad-
visers during the days when the credit of
the nation was somewhat impaired. One
night, at dinner, the question of a motto
for the forthcoming two-dollar bill, which
Was to be adorned by the Secretary's like-
ness, was under discussion. Some thought
a pious phrase of some kind or other ought
to be selected, and various Scripture selec-
tions were suggested by the guests.
