We
further recsmmend that the First District be
composed of the counties of Sacramento, El
Dorado, Sierra. Nevada, Trinity, Shasta, Siski-
yvou, Placer, Tehama, Butte, Humboldt, Sutter,
Sonoma, Yolo, Modoe, Napa, Lassen, Plumas,
Mendocino, Yuba and Salt Lake City. Second
District—Contra Costa, San Bernardino, Santa
Barbara, San Diego, San Mateo, San Benito,
Stanisiaus, Merced, Tulare, Solano, Monterey,
Santa Clara, Los Angeles, Santa Cruz, Alameda,
Amador, Calaveras, Tuolumne, San Joaquin and
San Franeisco. Nothing in the above will be so
construed as to prevent the Grand Patriarch
from visiting both districts if he so eleet; and
respectfully recommend the adoption of said
report.

The expenses of the coming year were
estimated at $2,652, and the per capita tax
was d at 60 cents.

At the afternoon session the Grand Of-
ficers were installed by the retiring Grand
Patriarch, and the Grand Encampment
adjiourned.

On the 10th inst. there was considerable
excitement in the town of Juneau, caused
by some one posting a notice calling for a
meeting of citizens, to arrange for plans to
protect themselves against the Indians, who
were expected to break out at any moment.
The notice for a meeting was signed by
many citizens, but on investigating the mat-
ter it was found that the notice was issued
by one Alexander McGregor, who was in
the whisky business.

General Mexican News.

The Two Republics furnishes the following
items from the interior of Mexico:

The San Cristobal cofton-cleaning ma-
chinery in Tlacotalpam, Vera Cruz, is do-
ing good work.
